1. fstatistiki Veri Teatisi

Tirk Heyeti, mevecut gecis belgesi kotalarmun Tirk tasimacilanmin ihtiyacim kargilamadigim
belirtmis, 6zellikle son yillarda kota yetersizligi nedeniyle Tiirk-Macar tagima pazarmdaki 3.ilke
tagimacilarinin sayisindaki artiga dikkat gekmistir.

Macar tagimacilart lehine baz1 diizenlemeler yapabileceklerini ifade etmistir. Konuya iligkin detayli
bilgi Macar tarafina iletilecektir. Macar Heyeti, son zamanlarda yapilan anlagmalarda Macar
Makamlari tarafindan ikili ortak ilkeler igin verilen 3.ilke gecis belgesi sayisiun diigiik
tutuldugunu belirtmigtir.

Tiirk Heyeti, Macaristan’in ¢evresel kaygilarim g6z 6ntinde bulundurarak, iki iilke arasindaki ikili
ve transit tagimalarin serbestlestirilmesi énerisinde bulunmus, bunun miimkiin olmamast halinde ise
transit tagimalar i¢in sadece yesil tagitlara (Euro 5 ve Euro 6) yonelik bir serbestlestirme
uygulanmasini énermistir. Macar Heyeti, serbestlestirmenin Macar tasimacist lehine olmayacagini
ifade ederek, bu oneriyi kabul etmemistir.

PROTOCOL
of the Turkish-Hungarian Joint Committee Meeting on Road Transport
25-26 November 2020, Videoconference

The Joint Committee Meeting on Road Transport was held between the Delegations of the Republic
of Turkey and Hungary on 25-26 November 2020 through videoconference.

The Members of both Delegations are listed in the appendix.

Items of the agenda are as follows:

1. Exchange of statistical data
2. Goods Transport
3. Other Issues

1. Exchange of Statistical Data

The Delegations exchanged statistical information regarding the foreign trade and international road
transport in terms of volume and value between the two countries.

2. Goods Transport

Both Delegations exchanged information on recent developments and the ratio of use of permits in
terms of goods transport.

The Turkish Delegation stated that the current quota of permits does not meet the needs of the
Turkish hauliers and pointed to the increase, particularly in recent years, in the number of 34
country hauliers operating in Turkish-Hungarian bilateral road transport market caused by the
insufficiency of quota.

The Hungarian Delegation stated that they are in favour of a long-term solution for the quota issue
and they also opt for Hungarian and Turkish hauliers to perform on the bilateral transport market,
instead of 3™ country hauliers. The Turkish Delegation agreed and added that Turkey can make
some arrangements, during the exchange of 3" country additional permits with other countries, in
support of Hungarian hauliers. Detailed information regarding this subject will be conveyed to the
Hungarian side. The Hungarian Delegation indicated that according to the recent agreements in
force the amount of 3™ country permits issued by Hungarian Authority for bilateral partner
countries are low.

The Turkish Delegation, taking environmental concerns of Hungary into consideration, proposed
liberalization of transport operations between and in transit through the two countries, if not
possible then liberalization of only transit operations for green vehicles (Euro5 and Euro6).
Hungarian Delegation stated that liberalization would not be in favour of the Hungarian hauliers
and did not accept the proposal.

On the other hand, Hungarian Delegation indicated that the current quota of transit permits can be
increased toward the demands of Turkish hauliers, provided that the ECMT licenses valid in
Hungary are not used by Turkish hauliers in Hungary. Hungarian Delegation highlighted their goal
1o increase the share of Hungarian hauliers in Turkish-Hungarian transport market and Turkish
Delegation expressed their support in this regard. ‘

Furthérrhore, the Turkish Delegation proposed to increase the quota of bilateral permits to 10.000
pieces‘and transit permits to 110.000 provided that the ECMT licenses valid in Hungary are. not



used by Turkish hauliers in Hungary. Hungarian Delegation reiterated that the current quota of
bilateral permits is sufficient for Hungarian hauliers and did not accept the proposal concerning the
suggested number of bilateral permits.

After negotiations, the Delegations agreed that the following quota of permits is the final quota for
2020 and it is maintained as preliminary quota for 2021:

For the Turkish side:

- 3.000 bilateral permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 36.000 transit permits (Enro3 vehicles and higher)
- 1.000 permits for third country transport

For the Hungarian side;

- 3.000 bilateral permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 15.000 transit permits (Buro3 vehicles and higher)
- 8.000 permits for third country transport

The Hungarian side handed over for the Turkish side in November 2020 the first half of the quota of
2021 as follows:

- 1500 bilateral permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 18.000 transit permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 500 permits for third country transport

For trial purposes in the year 2021, all Turkish ECMT licences will be restricted to be used in
Hungary. In this regard, all Turkish ECMT licences shall bear red restriction stamp as included in
Annex 3 of the ECMT Guide and they are indicated as restricted in Hungarian territory in the EDI
system of the ITF (however, the ECMT licences can be used. for transport operation of Turkish
hauliers in the other countries according to ECMT Guide). If the above conditions are met, the below
permits are agreed to be exchanged, in addition to the quota above.

For the Turkish side:

- 74.000 transit permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 2.000 bilateral permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)

For the Hungarian side:

-2.000 bilateral permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)

These permits shall be handed over to the Turkish Embassy in Budapest as follows:
For the Turkish side:

- in January 2021: 9.500 transit permits, 1000 bilateral permits

until 1 March 2021: 27.500 transit permits

until 1 June 2021: 27.500 transit permits, 2.500 bilateral permits, 500 third country permits
until 1 September 2021: 27.500 transit permits
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For the Hungarian side:

— until 15 December 2020: 7.500 transit permits, 2.500 bilateral permits, 4.000 third couniry
permits
— until 1 June 2021: 7.500 transit permits, 2.500 bilateral permits, 4.000 third country permits

Delegations will hold a meeting in May 2021 to assess bilateral transport market and figures
congerning usage of permits.

If the conditions concerning the trial system will not be fulfilled, ECMT licences valid in Hungary
will start to be used by the Turkish hauliers and following quota of the permits shall be valid;

For the Turkish side:

- 3.000 bilateral permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 36.000 transit permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 1.000 permits for third country transport

For the Hungarian side:

- 3,000 bilateral permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 15.000 transit permits (Euro3 vehicles and higher)
- 8.000 permits for third country transport

Upon the request of the Turkish Delegation, Hungarian Delegation agreed to provide — after 2.200
additional transit permits handed over on 9 November 2020 — further 1.000 additional transit permits
for Turkish hauliers, to be used by Euro 6 vehicles in 2020. These permits will be delivered to the
Turkish Embassy in Budapest until 10 December 2020.

The delegations agreed that all the permits will be valid until 31% January of the following year.

The delegations agreed that requests for additional permits during the course of the year will be
evaluated in good will.

3. Other Issues

Turkish Delegation informed the Hungarian delegation concerning the problems (introduction of
new electronic system in border gates, highway toll system) of Hungarian hauliers in Turkey, which
were transmitted to Turkish side by e-mail in advance of the Meeting, and stated that the relevant
authorities will be informed about these issues.

The Hungarian Delegation indicated that visa exemption for professional drivers would provide
great facilitation for the hauliers and asked visa exemption for the Hungarian hauliers. The Turkish
Delegation will convey this issue to the competent authorities.

The Hungarian side provided information on the ongoing work aimed at the development of the
electronic registration and control system of the international road transport permits.

The Turkish side informed the Hungarian side that the promulgation of the bilateral agreement is at
a parliamentary stage. The Hungarian side informed the Turkish side that the bilateral agreement is
already promulgated in Hungary.



The Meeting took place in a warm and friendly atmosphere and both delegations expressed their
satisfaction over the result.

Turkish delegation invited Hungarian Delegation to Turkey for the next meeting of the Joint
Committee in 2021. The exact date and venue of the meeting will be determined through diplomatic
channels.
