17 Subat 2022 tarihinde Svilengrad’da iki Tarafin Ulaghrma Bakanlariin imzaladigi Ortak
Bildirgede varilan anlasmalar dogrultusunda, tagimalarm kolaylastinlmasina ve gecis belgesi
rejiminin libere edilmesine yonelik bir adim olarak Bulgar Heyeti “dolu giris — dolu dontis” ve

PROTOCOL
of the Turkish-Bulgarian Joint Committee Meeting
on International Road Transport
(Sofia, 24-25 February 2022)

In accordance with the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the
Government of the People's Republic of Bulgaria on International Road Transport of Passengers
and Goods, signed in Ankara in 1977 and in compliance with the agreements of the Joint
Statement signed in Svilengrad on 17 February 2022 by the Ministers of Transport of the two
Parties, at the invitation of the Ministry of Transport and Communications of the Republic of
Bulgaria, a meeting of the Turkish-Bulgarian Joint Committee on International Road Transport
was held in Sofia in the period 24-25 February 2022,

A list of the delegations is attached in Annex 1.

The delegations agreed upon the following items of the agenda:

Exchange of information and statistical data on bilateral trade and economic relations;
Transport of goods;

Transport of passengets;
Any other business.

Under Item 1 - Exchange of information and statistical data on bilateral trade and economic
relations

The two delegations exchanged information and statistical data on the development of bilateral
trade and the current situation in the field of road transport. Both delegations expressed their
satisfaction that despite the negative trend worldwide as a result of the Covid-19 pandemic and the
decrease of the trade exchange between their two countries in 2020 compared to 2019, bilateral
trade in goods in 2021 has significantly increased compared to levels in 2020.

Under Item 2 - Transport of goods

The two delegations exchanged statistical information on the number of permits used by the
hauliets of the two countries.

The Bulgarian delegation stated that the current quotas of permits of the types “empty entrance ~
full return” and “to/from third countries” were not sufficient and did not meet the needs of

Bulgarian hauliers.

In compliance with the agreements of the Joint Statement signed in Svilengrad on 17 February
2022 by the Ministers of Transport, as a step towards facilitating transport operations and
liberalization of the permit regime, the Bulgarian delegation proposed “full entrance — full return”
and “empty entrance — full return” permits to be combined into one type of bilateral permit, which
to allow the performance of either of the above-mentioned types of transport operations according
to the needs of both countries’ hauliers. In reply, the Turkish delegation proposed to liberalize
bilateral/(,fu}l entrance) and transit transport operations.



After some discussions, the two delegations agreed on the following final quota of permits for
2022 and preliminary quota for 2023:

- 40,000 bilateral permits of the type “full entrance — full return” + 10,000 additional “full

entrance — full return” permits;

- 25,000 bilateral permits of the type “empty entrance — full return” + 5,000 additional
“empty entrance — full return” permits;

- 325,000 transit perrnits + 50,000 additional transit permits;

- 2,200 permits of the type “to/from third countries”.

The additional permits shall be exchanged by 1 October.

Permits shall be valid until January 31% of the next calendar year, Transit permits shall be valid in
both directions. The whole quota of permits for each calendar year shall be exchanged in the first
half of December of the previous calendar year,

The two delegations agreed to hold a meeting of the Turkish-Bulgarian Joint Committee in the last
quarter of 2022.

Delegations agreed that upon request for additional permits by one of the sides, the other side
would consider the request in the spirit of good will and within a timely manner.

Under Item 3 - Transport of passengers

The two delegations exchanged information on passenger transport between and in transit through
the territoties of their countries. They agreed that measures should be taken to reduce the delays in
replies to applications for the issuance of permits.

With regard to the above, the two delegations updated their contact details information, which is
attached in Annex I hereto.

The Bulgarian delegation also raised the issue about regulating the conditions, procedures and
control documents required for own-account passenger transport operations and proposed a draft
of a control document to the Turkish delegation.

The Turkish delegation proposed a meeting to be held in Edirme in order to discuss passenger
transport issues as well as own-account passenger transport. The place and date of the meeting

would be determined via diplomatic channels.

Under Item 4 — Any other business

Both delegations stated that as a result of measures undertaken so far by the two Ministries, the
problems when performing transport operations between and in transit through the territories of the
two countries considerably decreased.

The Turkish delegation stated that the fee of € 43 collected from Turkish transport operators for
transit operations should be removed according to the Judgement of the European Court of Justice
(Second Chamber) released on 19 October 2017.

The Bulgarian delegation referred to a conclusion of the European Commission according to which
road taxes o/ffg;ria, Romania and Greece were not of a similar nature to the tax in Hungar}/?.
i n



The Bulgarian delegation assured that in the spirit of good will and after consultation with the
respective competent authorities in charge of the above-mentioned fee, the fee will be
reconsidered.

The Bulgarian delegation also informed that they work towards a future removal of the fee for
disinfection paid by Turkish hauliers at border checkpoints.

Both delegations agreed to start the necessary initiatives in order to remove the disinfection fee on
reciprocal basis.

The Bulgarian delegation proposed to extend the scope of the types of transport operations exempt
from multilateral and bilateral permit requirements agreed upon at the Joint Bulgarian-Turkish
Committee Meeting on International Road Transport held in Sofia on 8-9 May 2014.

The two delegations agreed to exempt from permit requirements the following types of transport
operations as of 15 March 2022:

- movement of vehicles, such as construction vehicles, vehicles built for special purposes,
vehicles coming for maintenance, repair or modification/reconstruction on condition that
these vehicles are not involved in commercial transport and do not carry goods.

The Bulgarian delegation referred to the following unsolved problems:

- Time limitations imposed to vehicles carrying out transport operations with ECMT/CEMT
licences operated by two drivers;

- Turkish customs authorities make mistakes when entering the numbers of bilateral permits
or multilateral ECMT/CEMT licences in the Turkish automation system, although at the
request of the Turkish side, the Bulgarian side provides information on issued permits of
this type on a daily basis. The information on issued and valid short-term and annual
ECMT/CEMT licences is available on the official website of the International Transport
Forum;

- When carrying out intermodal transport of trailers and semi-trailers without tractors,
including rail transport from Bulgaria to Turkey and vice versa, the Turkish customs
authorities require from the Bulgarian hauliers permits for the trailers - ECMT/CEMT
licences or bilateral permits; .

- “Green seals” - at the exit from the Republic of Turkey, queues of Bulgarian goods vehicles
waiting to be processed are formed at the border checkpoints as a result of the priority
given by the Turkish customs authorities for inspection, processing and border crossing of
goods vehicles with a "green seal", using the services of approved economic operators in
Turkey.

The Turkish delegation stated that this practice is applied to vehicles of all countries without
discrimination if they have a “green seal”. In addition, priority passage through border is not a
specific application of Turkey. In the framework of SAFE Standards published by the World
Customs Organization, which Turkey is part of, this implementation has found a regulation area.

In regards to the development of Ro-Ro ferry lines between the ports of the two countries, the
Bulgarian delegation raised the issue about organisation of feasibility research for the ferry lines.
Both sides agreed the interested business companies to conduct technical meetings and to report the
results to the respective authorities. The Bulgarian delegation extended invitation to all interested
bodies from Turkey to visit the Port of Burgas.
