Can we learn
about your new term
goals that you have set
with this assignment?
Turkish Cargo is a brand with
a vision of continuous growth
and development. Thanks

to the strategic investments
we have realized within the
scope of this vision, we have
risen to third place among
global air cargo carriers. To
achieve this goal, we have
designed an investment
model that puts people and
technology at the center.

When we say investing
in people, we mean our
employees and business
partners. The development
and satisfaction of our
employees play a critical role in improving our service quality.
We consider technology as the entirety of our methods of doing
business. In this context, we will positively differentiate from
our competitors with our SMARTIST facility, new generation
aircraft and software infrastructure.

Our infrastructure will play an important role in our next
10-year strategy plan. Thanks to our partnership’s leading flight
network, we will increase our cargo destinations to 120 in 2028
and to 150 in 2033. This will give us a significant advantage in
global competition. We will have a stronger fleet by increasing
our current 21 cargo planes to 44 by 2033. We will increase
the capacity of SMARTIST from 2.2 million tons to 4.5 million
tons. 2.5 million tons of this capacity will be allocated to
special cargo. Thus, we will increase the revenue share of our
e-commerce and special cargo services, which constitute 37
percent of our total revenue, to 55 percent by 2033.

While growing organically through investments in
infrastructure, flight network and fleet, we also plan to create

We are the world’s fastest growing air cargo brand, flying to

the most destinations in the world. Today, we have a share of
approximately 6 percent in the global air cargo market. With
our strong infrastructure, operational capabilities, extensive
flight network and SMARTIST, one of the most advanced cargo
facilities in the world, we are among the most important players
in global competition.

“WE ADOPT A COOPERATION MODEL WHERE
EVERYONE WINS AT EVERY LEVEL”

As a for-profit organization, we of course look after our own
financial results, but we do so with the mission of increasing the
competitiveness of the Turkish economy in the international
arena. From producers to agencies, from Turkish Cargo to
Turkish exporters, we adopt a cooperation model where
everyone wins at every level.

In this context, we are involved in many eflorts to increase
exports of value-added products. The first of these is our export
campaign cooperation with the Turkish Exporters Assembly;
we allocate discounted capacity to our exporters at certain
times of the year. With this discounted capacity that we offer to
Turkish exporters, we aim to enable Ttrkiye

to send more value-added products to the countries we go
to, and at the same time, we ensure market diversification for
our exporters. Thanks to these campaigns, Turkish exporters
have the opportunity to experience markets that they had never
considered or dared to visit before.

“TURKISH EXPORTERS RISE IN GLOBAL
COMPETITION WITH TURKISH CARGO”

When adding a new destination to our flight network, we
evaluate each factor one by one. “Can we offer air cargo
transportation service to this destination? Can we offer air
cargo service to the world from this point or country?” We
need to answer these questions clearly for each new flight
destination we will open. Additionally, “How can we contribute
to our country’s export capacity?” We also take this into
account.

Although the export capacity of our country remains low at
first on a new line we have added, a serious traffic is generated
afterwards. Our Mexico route is a good example of this. When
we started to send cargo flights to this destination, Ttrkiye’s
export products filled only 20 percent of the aircraft, but over
time, trade from Mexico to Tirkiye and from Ttrkiye to Mexico
started to intensify. Similarly, the cargo flights we launched to

Likewise, after the cargo flights
we launched in Brazil, exports to this country increased by 45
percent. In short, the more destinations Turkish Airlines flies
to, the more our exports are paving the way. The more markets
Turkish exporters reach, the more destinations we will fly to.
There is a reciprocal situation.

How many countries does Turkish Cargo serve? What
is your roadmap in emerging markets in terms of air
cargo?
As Turkish Cargo, we serve 105 direct cargo destinations in
135 countries. In this sense, we bear the title of the air cargo
brand flying to the most countries in the world. When evaluated
together with passenger destinations, we reach more than 360
destinations worldwide.

Thanks to our hub advantage and leadership in the global
flight network, we have the ability to connect the two ends
of the world in a single day. We can reach Los Angeles in the
westernmost part of the US in about 14 hours and Tokyo
in the easternmost part of Asia in about 13 hours. We have
a significant competitive advantage in providing extensive
network reach and connectivity opportunities to our partners
around the world.

At the same time, we support Tiirkiye’s
e-export target of reaching 10 percent of total exports with
reliable, transparent, fast and cost-effective logistics solutions
offered by Widect.

How have the recent crises around the world affected
the global air cargo market? How is Turkish Cargo
working to overcome these challenges?

In recent years, the global economy and especially the logistics
industry have faced numerous crises, starting with COVID-19
and continuing with the Ukraine-Russia and Palestinian-Israeli
conflicts. Despite these challenging conditions, we, as Turkish
Cargo, showed an outstanding performance. We overcame

the capacity bottleneck with the paxfre flights we intensively
performed during the pandemic. Again, we carried health to
more than 400 destinations with the medical corridor created
during this period. During the recovery period, we achieved

a growth above the sector. In short, we have achieved a rising
momentum by finding effective solutions to all the crises we
faced thanks to our agile structure. Turkish Airlines’ 90 years
of experience and our resilient structure have always supported
our steady rise in these difficult times and made us one of the
world’s largest air cargo carriers.

Of course, it would not be right to attribute Turkish Cargo’s
success to a single reason.

According to the report, Tirkiye’s connectivity and
logistics capabilities have also grown steadily over the last
five years. This development is clearly visible according
to Liner Shipping Connectivity Index (LSCI) data. LLSCI
is an important indicator that measures a country’s
maritime transport connectivity. Turkiye’s LSCI value
increased continuously from 2019 to 2023, demonstrating
aremarkable performance among other countries. In the
report, which includes Tirkiye as well as Italy, Poland,
India, Greece and Israel, it is seen that Tikiye is superior
in maritime transportation connections between these
countries.

TURKIYE MAINTAINS ITS IMPORTANT ROLE IN GLOBAL
TRADE

Technological advances have made the use of nearby
resources more cost-effective, attracting the attention of
companies looking for reliable and sustainable logistics
routes. According to the report, while Europe is struggling
with energy crises due to the Russia-Ukraine conflict,
Turkiye’s provision of safe energy supply has created
important opportunities for international investors. In
addition, while Chinese manufacturers are encouraged to
shift their production lines to Tiirkiye in order to provide
easier access to markets, Tirkiye maintains its important
role in global trade with new logistics corridors and
infrastructure investments.

TWIN TRANSFORMATION INVESTMENTS ARE INCREASING
Turkiye plans to experience a major twin transformation
process between 2023 and 2035. This process includes
important steps both in the field of renewable energy and
in digitalization and sustainability. According to the report,
as of 2023, Turkiye’s total installed power is 106 GW, 55
percent of which is provided by renewable energy sources.
This capacity is aimed to increase to 189.7 GW in 2035, and
the share of renewable energy to 64.7 percent. In 2023, it is
planned to increase the solar energy capacity from 11.3 GW
to 52.9 GW, and the wind energy capacity from 11.8 GW to
29.6 GW. In addition, significant increases are predicted
in resources such as nuclear energy, hydroelectric and
geothermal energy.

With the expansion of e-government services in
Turkiye, public services have become more accessible
and efficient.

THE NUMBER OF ACTIVE AIRPORTS REACHED 58
Stating that they have made huge investments in air
transportation, which strengthens Tiirkiye’s role in international
trade, President Erdogan stated that they increased the number
of active airports from 26 to 58 and that they aim to increase this
number to 61 in 2053. Stating that they increased the passenger
capacity of the terminals from 60 million to 338 million, President
Erdogan said, “Our air cargo capacity, which was 303 tons per day,
reached 2 thousand 615 tons. While there were flights to only 60
destinations abroad, we increased this to 343 with 283 additional
destinations. While the number of countries flown to was 50, today
it has reached 131. We have increased the total number of aircraft,
which was 489 when we took office, to 1838, with an increase of
270 percent.”

President Erdogan stated that they increased the length of
divided roads on highways from 6,100 kilometers to 29,400
kilometers with the addition of 23,300 kilometers, and on
highways, they added 2,012 kilometers to the network of 1,714
kilometers, taking it to over 3,726 kilometers.

Stating that they introduced the comfort of high-speed train to
Tirkiye, Mr. Erdogan stated that while there was no high-speed
train line in 2002, they now have a 2,032 kilometer long line.

ANTALYA AND MERSIN ARE CONNECTED WITH THE

Stating that they have invested over 200 billion liras in total in
the transportation and communication infrastructure of both

In addition, its location outside the residential area and its
environmental suitability will allow warehouses, bonded warehouses and customs zones to form
around the airport. Mersin International Port, located in the region, is one of the largest cargo
handling ports in Turkey. The presence of railway infrastructure around the new airport and its
structure suitable for the construction of new railways will make Cukurova Airport an important
logistics center. In addition, the logistics base under construction in Yenice is very close to the
new airport. In this context, the presence of an integrated railway system that will connect the
new airport with the logistics center and port, especially in terms of freight transportation, will
contribute to strengthening the existing logistics infrastructure of the region. We believe that
Cukurova Airport will make significant contributions to the region’s foreign trade and logistics
sector and play a crucial role in regional development.

Cukurova Regional Airport is also strategically very important. After the earthquake on
6 February 2023, the bad experiences we had due to the inability of wide-body cargo and
passenger planes to land at the old airport revealed the necessity of this airport.

With the Cukurova International Airport, the Cesmeli-Kizkalesi Motorway project, the
expanded Mersin International Port, the Mersin-Adana-Osmaniye-Gaziantep High-Speed Train
Line, there will be no obstacle for the region to become a locomotive for international trade and
logistics once it reaches its targeted development capacity. It will be one of the most important
centres of Tiirkiye opening abroad. It will become an efficient transit transport centre especially
for the Middle East and (IS Region.

This network will provide the tourism industry with the opportunity to transport local and
foreign tourists to and within the region and will make a great contribution to the TRNC.

With the investments made with the opening of these new transport lines, new employment
areas will be created in the region. The development of trade in the region will lead the
industrialists to take new investment decisions in a positive way. In addition, existing
investments will enable farmers to use agricultural areas more efficiently and make investments.

These investments will also bring tourism mobility in the region and the public and private
sectors should work in this direction. The activity of promoting the historical and touristic areas
of the neighbouring provinces at the international level will gain importance.

(1974), Montreal Ek Protokolleri (1975), Montreal
Konvansiyonu (1999), IATA diizenlemeleri, tagiyicilarin
yuktamlilikleri, kargolarin sigorta kapsami ve risk
yonetimi gibi kritik konular detayh olarak ele alinmaktadir.
Ayrica, katilmeilar, somut vaka calismalar ve emsal yargi
kararlari aracihigiyla teorik bilgilerini pratik senaryolarda

skills to manage their operations effectively and efficiently.
The training program provides guidance on critical issues

such as legal disputes, insurance procedures, determination

of liability and accurate and complete preparation of loading

documents, which are frequently encountered especially

in air cargo transportation. In addition, participants

are encouraged to identify potential risks that they may

encounter in the transportation process and to adopt a

proactive approach in managing these risks.

LEGAL AWARENESS AND RISK MANAGEMENT
ON THE RISE
The training program aims to provide participants in the
air freight industry with comprehensive knowledge on a
variety of topics that they may encounter in operational
and legal processes. The training content covers key topics
such as the legal framework of air transportation, liability
determination, insurance practices and dispute resolution,
as well as a number of specific topics of critical importance
in the industry.

In particular, the program covers aviation claims and
commercial cargo claims in detail. This section details
the procedures to be followed in the event of damage to

cargo transported by air, the identification and assessment

of the damage and the subsequent insurance processes.
Participants are equipped with the necessary practical
knowledge and skills to prevent cargo damages and to
manage cargo claims handling procedures correctly in the
event of damage.

Another important area of the training curriculum is
aviation contracts. In this section, the types of contracts
commonly used in air transportation, the legal issues to be
considered in these contracts and the rights and obligations
of the parties involved are discussed. In particular,
participants are guided in drafting contracts regulating the
relations between the carrier, shipper, consignee and insurer
and ensuring the legal validity of these contracts.

Another important focus of the training program is
aviation insurance. In this section, the types of insurance
applicable in air transportation, the scope of insurance
policies, the obligations of insurance companies and the
management of insurance processes are discussed. A deeper
understanding of insurance obligations and rights enables
participants to make more informed decisions in operational
processes and in the event of claims.

In this context, the training covers in detail critical
issues such as international air transportation agreements
(Warsaw Convention (1929), Hague Protocol (1955),
Guadalajara Additional Protocol (1961), Guatemala City
Protocol (1971), Athens Convention (1974), Montreal
Additional Protocols (1975), Montreal Convention (1999),
IATA regulations, carriers’ obligations, cargo insurance
coverage and risk management. In addition, participants
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uygulama becerisi kazanmaktadir.

Egitim programi, uyusmazhklari ¢oziimii ve risk
yonetimi gibi onemli konulara da odaklanmaktadir.

For example, the Montreal Convention defines
the limits of carriers’ liability and outlines insurance
obligations. Preparing insurance policies within these limits
and defining responsibilities accurately plays a key role in
preventing potential legal disputes. [t is vital for all parties
operating in the sector to closely follow these regulations
and take these elements into account in their operational
processes in order to comply with air transportation law.

In the coming years, we anticipate that digitalization,
sustainability and customer-oriented services will become
even more important in the aviation industry.

ADDITIONAL FEE FOR CARBON NEUTRAL EXPORT
In line with its goal of becoming the world’s first climate
neutral continent by 2050, Europe has implemented the
Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism (CBAM), which is
among the tax and policy measures within the scope of the
European Green Deal. In order to reduce the consequences
of the climate crisis, the Emission Trading System (ETS)
has been implemented in the EU since 2005. In line with
the same targets, companies exporting to the European
Union with CBAM are expected to reduce their emissions
accordingly and export in line with their carbon neutral
targets. This practice aims to prevent the risk of carbon
leakage against countries that do not take adequate measures
regarding climate change, which would damage the EU’s
emission reduction policies. With CBAM, an additional fee
is imposed on imported products for the carbon emissions
released during the production process. Thus, clean
production is encouraged for producers and the aim is to
protect the competitiveness of EU producers.

THE TRANSITION PERIOD HAS STARTED

CBAM, which starts with a three-year transition period
starting from October 1, 2023, initially covers the cement,
electricity, fertilizer, aluminum, iron-steel and hydrogen
sectors imported from non-EU countries without financial
obligations. Although progress is being made specifically

in these sectors for now, it is anticipated that it will cover

all sectors by 2030. Importers in the transition period have
obligations to collect data and report the emissions of the
products of the sectors in the three-year transition period.
According to the 2022 Export Report published by the
Turkish Exporters Assembly (TIM), it was stated that Russia,
China, Tiirkiye, England, South Korea, India, Brazil, the USA
and Egypt are among the countries that will be immediately
affected by the measure as they represent the largest
exporters of the selected products. As of January 1, 2026,
implementation will become mandatory and financial liability

TRANSFORMATION IS POSSIBLE IN RENEWABLE
ENERGY

As aresult of the energy crises brought about by climate
change and wars, the whole world today is focused on clean
energy investments. The road to clean energy goes through
renewable energy. One of the most important factors in

the increase of greenhouse gases in the atmosphere, which
have the ability to trap heat, is fossil fuels, especially coal.
Countries have increased their investments in renewable
energy resources to ensure energy supply security and
reduce their dependence on foreign energy. According to
the International Energy Agency’s (IEA) new World Energy
Investment report, global energy investment is expected

to exceed $3 trillion in 2024. The report states that a new
record level will be reached, led by the growth in clean energy,
and today, for every dollar spent on fossil fuels, almost

two dollars are invested in clean energy. [t is seen that the
National Energy Plan presented by the Ministry of Energy
and Natural Resources in May 2022 includes ambitious
targets that will increase investments in renewable energy
resources. Within the scope of the plan, it is predicted that
the installed capacity in renewable energy, which reached 53
percent as of June 2023, will
reach 65 percent in 2035.

TURKIYE: 12TH MAJOR
POWER IN RENEWABLES
Tarkiye has a greater
potential than other
countries in renewable
energy. PwC Turkiye’s
“Turkish Electricity Market
Overview 2023 report
emphasizes that focusing
on renewable energy in the last 10 years distinguishes
Tarkiye from other countries and states that Ttrkiye is one
of the countries with the 12th largest renewable energy
capacity in the world. Ttrkiye, which has not determined

a clear policy for phasing out of coal even though efforts

for green transformation such as the National Energy Plan
are accelerating, is also the country with the 5th largest
renewable energy installed capacity in Europe. According

to PwC’s report, the total installed power in Tirkiye has
been increasing with the widespread use of renewable
energy sources, especially since 2014, and a large part of the
electricity obtained using renewable energy is provided by
hydroelectric power plants.

ENERGY USE OF THE TRANSPORTATION INDUSTRY
IS INCREASING

The industrial sector, which comes first in energy consumption
of Turkiye, which meets more than three quarters of its energy

It is followed
by transportation with 25.6 percent. According to the Shura
Tirkiye Green Energy Transformation Outlook report, energy
consumption in the transportation industry, which slowed

down in 2020 due to the Covid-19 pandemic, increased again
with the normalization process in 2021. While the final energy
consumption in the transportation industry in 2022 was at a
similar level as the previous year (30.7 MTEP), a cumulative
increase of 23.2 percent was observed in the transportation
industry between 2015 and 2022. 98.2 percent of the total
energy consumed in the transportation industry in 2022
consisted of oil and oil products. The share of electricity,
which has a very high potential in transportation, in the final
energy consumption of 2022 remained at only 0.4 percent (135
thousand TOE).

DECARBONIZATION TARGET IN TRANSPORTATION
WITH E-FUELS

In the report The Role of E-fuels in the Decarbonization of
Transport published by the International Energy Agency
(IEA), the rapid introduction of low-emission fuels within
10 years is seen as critical to accelerate the decarbonization
of the transport industry. While there are significant
electrification opportunities for the road transport industry,
the aviation and maritime transport industries remain
more dependent on fuel-based solutions to reduce carbon
emissions.

Fuels derived from electrolytic hydrogen, or e-fuels, have
the potential to be rapidly scaled up by 2030. This potential
is based on the expansion of renewable electricity generation
and the expected decline in the costs of electrolysis devices.
Low-emission e-fuels could diversify the decarbonisation
options available for aviation and maritime transport,
providing great potential for biofuel production, particularly
for the use of biogenic CO,,.

It is obvious that the changes made in line with the Customs Law No. 4458will negatively affect our
industry. In particular, international marketplaces that have positioned our country as a target in the
potential market status have removed Tiirkiye from their systems, believing that the B2C trade model
is no longer suitable for Tarkiye. While our country has lost a high rate of revenue from B2( package
imports made before the law change, e-commerce giants that could potentially invest in our country
have heen shelved in today’s conditions in this way. Another factor that should not be forgotten is that
in this period when we are taking very valuable and important steps to increase exports, this practice
targeting foreign marketplaces scares us with the possibility of similar actions being taken for Turkish
products in countries that are our export targets in the near future.

As you know, fast cargo operators attach great importance to airline and airport facilities as
investment factors and make investments to increase their capacities. They make these investments
not in a one-way manner, but in anticipation of import and export volumes, and accordingly make
temporary storage areas, employment, infrastructure, technology, equipment and most importantly
airline investments. While each fast mail cargo operator carries export packages from Tiirkiye to the
transshipment points, the airplanes that will return to our country to receive new export cargo bring
import cargo. As a result of the new laws, the extra costs that will be incurred as a result of the loss of
import cargo in temporary storage areas, air transportation and equipment depreciation will increase
the costs in export operations and transportation costs in exports from Tirkiye will increase and these
costs will be borne by the exporter. Subsequently, investments in the temporary storage area to be
made in our industry will be canceled and will have a negative impact on employment.

| believe that postal service providers will bring solutions to export loads with more intensive and
alternative models to increase competition and compensate for lost potential. It will be obvious that
they will be positioned in a more reasonable and export-supportive way by optimizing transit times
with more economical transportation routes (land and sea). Subsequently, | think that B2B imports will
be supported by developing new full filment services in imports, existing customs laws and rules, land
and sea customs will be regulated and foreign marketplaces will be active locally in our country again.

The report titled “The Economic Potential of Artificial
Intelligence in Turkiye”, published by Google Ttrkiye in
collaboration with Implement Consulting Group, includes
findings that the economic potential of artificial intelligence
in Turkiye can be further increased with productive artificial
intelligence. According to the report, artificial intelligence
technologies can reduce price pressures and increase real wages
by increasing the economy’s capacity to produce goods and
services. However, in order for the full potential of productive
artificial intelligence to be realized, a strong operational
environment must be created in Ttrkiye and human resources
with Al-related skills must be trained. If these dynamics are
realized, productive artificial intelligence alone could contribute
an additional 5 percent to Tirkiye’s GDP in about 10 years. This
corresponds to 1.2 to 1.4 trillion Turkish liras. However, a five-
year delay in the implementation of artificial intelligence could
reduce this potential to 1 percent.

According to the report, 55 percent of jobs in Tiirkiye
are expected to work with productive artificial intelligence,
while 41 percent are expected to be unaffected by productive

Only capital companies resident in Ttirkiye operating in the
manufacturing industry can apply to the programme. Within the scope
of the programme, the Ministry may open calls for general or sectoral
applications and determine conditions and deadlines on the basis of
calls.

The programme covers the procedures and principles to be
applied in the application, evaluation, monitoring, revision and
completion processes. Investors will be able to present their projects
with road map reports to be prepared within the framework of the
green transformation strategy. The projects are aimed to provide
improvements in concrete and measurable performance indicators
such as energy consumption, greenhouse gas emissions and water
consumption.

THE FIRST STEP IS TO PREPARE A ROAD MAP REPORT
Investors shall apply through the programme portal in accordance
with the conditions specified in the call and complete the application
process within the framework of the prescribed timetable and method.
The road map report, which must be submitted within the scope of the
application, is uploaded to the programme portal by the investor within
40 working days at the latest following the completion of the project
application to be entered into the programme portal. Within the scope
of the programme, the application on behalf of the investor is made by
the green transformation leader. The green transformation leader must
be authorised by the investor within the framework of the provisions

of the Authorisation Communiqué on the Electronic Execution of
Investment Incentive Certificate Transactions. Investors may apply
for a project for a specific investment address, provided that there is

no open incentive certificate issued under the programme at the same
address. In the event that a sectoral call is also opened during a period

Within the scope of the programme, support is not provided for
complete new investments other than additional new investments to be
made to the existing facility and R&D or investment activities for the
development or production of technologies and products to be used in
the green transformation process. Activities for the establishment of
arenewable energy production facility within the scope of the project
may be supported with a separate investment incentive certificate to
benefit from the regional supports envisaged under the Decree.

ith a new regulation published in the Official

Gazette, important amendments were made

in some laws and decrees having the force of

law. In this context, the seventh paragraph

of Article 9 of the Petroleum Market Law
No. 5015 dated 4 December 2003 has been revised.

According to the new regulation, fuel supply to vehicles
can only be carried out by fuel stations that have a
dealership licence and sufficient equipment, except for
deliveries to public institutions and organisations, ports,
airports, factories, construction sites, mines or quarries,
provided that they have sufficient storage capacity and
the capacity to supply fuel to their own vehicles and
use the fuel for their own needs. In addition, in the
fuel deliveries to be made outside the fuel station, the
processes of transporting or having the fuel transported
to the buyer’s warehouse will also be carried out by the
dealer with a dealership licence.
