The timeline is ticking for the European Union’s Border
Carbon Adjustment Mechanism. This regulation, which will
come into effect on January 1, 2026, will usher in a new era for
Turkiye’s exports to the EU. For carbon-intensive sectors such
as cement, iron and steel, aluminum, fertilizer, and electricity,
carbon emissions are no longer just an environmental issue but
a direct commercial criterion.

To avoid being caught off guard by this transformation,
Tirkiye is working on an Emissions Trading System (ETS).

Entering a new era in combating climate change, Tiirkiye is
preparing to take a critical step toward channeling financial
resources and promoting sustainable investments. The Climate
Change Presidency will closely monitor the implementation of
climate policies in various areas by preparing not only national
but also sectoral and thematic reports in the coming period.
Within this framework, the Turkish Green Taxonomy will
be established and implemented. The implementation of
this taxonomy, which has long been on the European Union’s
agenda and is considered a guide for investors, aims to
facilitate access to financing for environmentally
friendly projects in Ttrkiye.

Environmental organizations, in particular, believe the
regulation does not provide a sufficient deterrent to fossil fuel
investments. Moreover, the law’s lack of a concrete timeline
for the coal phase-out and its failure to clearly define the
transition to renewable energy have been a focal point of
criticism. Industry, however, has expressed concerns from

Within this scope, we have defined eight priority investment
profiles: climate-friendly investments, digital investments,
global supply chain-focused investments, knowledge-
intensive investments, investments that provide qualified
employment, value-added service investments, qualified
financial investments, and investments that support regional
development.

Of the 383 new investment projects announced in Tturkiye in
2024, 71.5 percent align with these qualified FDI profiles. Each
of these profiles aligns with Tiurkiye’s strengths in the global
economy and targets industries that will provide a competitive
advantage in the future.

costs, an R&D ecosystem, and a strong incentive system are the
most important building blocks supporting this goal.

What factors most influence international investors’
perspectives on Tiirkiye? Which perceptions do you
think need to be broken, or which realities need to be
made more visible?
The main factors that make Turkiye stand out in the eyes of
investors are our strategic location, strong transportation
networks, skilled workforce, and broad market access.
Investments in areas such as highways, ports, airports, and
railways over the last 20 years have transformed Turkiye into
a trade and logistics hub that delivers high efficiency at every
stage, from production to distribution.

Sometimes, short-term risk perceptions can emerge due
to regional developments. However, Turkiye is a country
that demonstrates high resilience to crises, strengthens its
investment environment through continuous reforms, and is
located at the heart of global trade routes. As we underline in
Tarkiye’s FDI Strategy, our goal is to make this resilience and
competitiveness in the investment environment more visible.

We also have very concrete advantages that investors should
be aware of: direct access to over 1,3 billion consumers through
the Customs Union and extensive free trade agreement
network, our strategic role in intermodal transportation
between Asia and Europe, our logistics centers, and our free
zones. With our new FDI Strategy, we aim to further enhance
our global appeal in areas such as automotive, renewable
energy, defense, agri-food, and technology by combining these
logistical advantages with high-value-added industries.

What has been the trend in Tiirkiye’s foreign direct
investment performance over the last five years?
Foreign direct investment inflows to Ttirkiye over the last

five years have fluctuated but generally remained stable.

A strong increase was experienced in 2021 and 2022 in
response to the global recovery, followed by a slight decline

in 2023 due to global uncertainties. However, a recovery
trend began again in 2024. This picture demonstrates that
Tarkiye is a market that is “shock-resistant” to investors and
maintains its attractiveness despite crises. Wholesale and
retail trade, manufacturing, and finance are the top three
sectors. Information and communication technologies, as well
as transportation and warehousing, are also prominent areas.
This distribution distinguishes Ttrkiye as an attractive hub for
both production, logistics, and technology investments.

How do global trends such as digitalization,
sustainability, and green transformation find their way
into Tiirkiye’s investment policies?

In the new era of Turkiye’s investment policies, digitalization,
sustainability, and green transformation are no longer side issues
but rather key pillars that form the backbone of the strategy.

Bu
vaklagim, Temmuz 2025'te yiiriirlige giren Iklim Kanunu
ile gticlti bir yasal zemine kavustu. Kanun, karbon fiyatlama
mekanizmasinin olusturulmasi, emisyon ticaret sisteminin
hayata gecirilmesi ve yesil taksonomiye uyum gibi unsurlar
iceriyor.

Dijitallesme cephesinde ise “Dijital Yatirimlar” profili
altinda yazilim, yapay zeka, veri merkezleri, elektronik
bilesenler ve ileri dijital hizmetler gibi alanlarda yatirimlar
tegvik ediliyor. Turkiye, bu alanlarda gtclii bir teknoloji
ekosistemine sahip. Ulkemiz 110 teknopark, 1.700'tn
tizerinde AR-GE ve tasarim merkezi, on binlerce teknoloji
sirketi ve yiiz binlerce nitelikli miithendis ile yatirimcilara
tiretimden inovasyona kadar tiim stireclerde giiclii bir altyapi
sunuyor.

Turkiye'nin ktresel lojistik haritasindaki konumunu rotalarin
sorunsuz kesistigi giivenli bir kavsak olarak tammmhiyorum.
Tirkiye hem cografi hem jeopolitik acidan 6yle bir noktada
yer aliyor ki Asya, Avrupa ve Afrika kitalarinin tam kesisim
noktasinda bulunmasi, onu uluslararasi ticaretin ve
tasimaciligin dogal kavsagr haline getiriyor.

In the 2024-2028 Tirkiye FDI Strategy, these three
axes are defined as key priorities that enhance Tiirkiye’s
competitiveness among global investors and align perfectly
with the country’s long-term development goals. This approach
aims not only to increase the amount of investment but also
to improve its quality, accelerating economic transformation
through projects that meet high-tech and sustainability
criteria.

Steps taken in the field of sustainability and green
transformation ensure the systematic prioritization of climate-
friendly investments. The “Climate-Friendly Investments”
profile defined in the strategy targets investors in areas such
as renewable energy, energy efficiency, green transportation
infrastructure, and circular economy practices. This approach
gained a strong legal basis with the Climate Law, which
entered into force in July 2025. The law includes elements
such as the establishment of a carbon pricing mechanism,
the implementation of an emissions trading system, and
compliance with the green taxonomy. This provides investors
with a predictable and reliable investment environment
from both an environmental and economic sustainability
perspective.

On the digitalization front, investments in areas such
as software, artificial intelligence, data centers, electronic
components, and advanced digital services are being encouraged
under the “Digital Investments” profile. Tiirkiye has a strong
technology ecosystem in these areas. With 110 technoparks, over
1.700 R&D and design centers, tens of thousands of technology
companies, and hundreds of thousands of qualified engineers,
our country offers investors a robust infrastructure across all
processes, from production to innovation. The total value of
investments announced in software, electronic components, and
information technologies in 2024 reached $3.2 billion. Regional
data center projects, global software development offices, and
high-value-added electronics production facilities stand out
among these investments. Tiirkiye has demonstrated a strong
vision in this area.

How would you describe Tiirkiye’s position on the
global logistics map? What investment value does
being a transit point between Asia, Europe, and Africa
create?
[ define Tiirkiye’s position on the global logistics map as a
safe intersection where routes intersect seamlessly. Ttrkiye’s
location, both geographically and geopolitically, at the
intersection of Asia, Europe, and Africa, makes it a natural
crossroads for international trade and transportation.
Today’s trade wars and ongoing conflicts in various regions
of the world pose new challenges and risks to global trade.
Factors such as the long-running Russian-Ukrainian War,
the recent tensions between Israel and Iran, Israel’s genocide
in Gaza, which disregards all forms of international law and
humanitarian values, the instability in the Red Sea and Suez

It appears
impossible to meet such a large
infrastructure need in a short
time with current budgetary
resources. Therefore, the

PPP model is being used as

an alternative financing tool. Our clear and clearly defined
legislative framework, the possibility of international
arbitration, which derives its authority from our Constitution,
the extensive experience of our institutions, our sound
financial structure, and the political stability that has persisted
for over two decades are the key elements that enable us to
effectively implement the PPP model.

Since 1980, 272 PPP projects, amounting to an investment
value of 215 billion USD, have been implemented in our
country. Over the last 20 years, projects implemented through
the PPP model account for approximately one-fifth of all
investments in the logistics and transportation industries.

Looking ahead, several highway projects are expected
to be implemented through the PPP model. Among these
is a connecting highway project connecting Kayseri, one
of Turkiye’s most important manufacturing centers, to the
Ankara-Nigde Highway.

UTIKAD, yalnizca mevzuatin meveut haliyle
uygulanmasina degil, ayni zamanda yonetmelikte yer alan
bazi htikimlerin sektoriin gergek isleyisine daha uygun hale
getirilmesine odaklaniyor. Dernek, sektor paydaglarindan
aldig geri bildirimlerle hazirladigi UTTKAD Goriisinii
de Bakanlhkla paylasarak, yonetmelik maddelerinin revize
edilmesi icin somut 6neriler sundu.

Bu kapsamda, 21 Mayis 2025 tarihinde UTIKAD Yénetim
Kurulu Uycleri, Ulastirma Hizmetleri Diizenleme Genel
Midir Yardimeist Murat Korcak’t makaminda ziyaret etti.
Ziyaret sirasinda sektoriin karsilastigi uygulama sorunlari
detayli sekilde ele alinirken, UTTKAD m ¢6ziim odakh
yaklagimi takdir topladi.

Ziyaretin ardindan kisa siire icinde, T1O Yonetmeligi'nde
bir dizi degisiklik hayata gecirildi. Yapilan degisikliklerde
UTIKAD m ilettigi gortislerin énemli élctide karsilik buldu.
Bu durum, sektoriin sesi olma misyonunu kararlilikla
siirdiiren UTTKAD n, kamu—ozel sektor is birligi
cercevesinde ne denli etkili bir rol oynadigim bir kez daha
ortaya koydu.

Degisiklik kapsaminda, Tagima isleri Organizatorii
tammminda, yetki belgesi alma sartlarinda, genel sorumluluk
ve yukimlultikler bashklarindaki maddeler basta olmak
tizere diizenlemeler yapildi. Yetki belgesi aliminda gerekli
sermaye tutar1 150 bin TL'den 1 milyon TL’ye cikarildi. Belge
sahiplerinin mesleki yeterlilik sartlarin1 saglama siiresi ise 6
aydan 45 giine indirildi.

Yonetmelikle ayrica Tirkiye’deki yiiksekogretim
kurumlarmin lojistik, denizcilik isletmeleri yonetimi, deniz
ulastirma igletme miithendisligi, deniz isletmeciligi ve
yonetimi boliimlerinin lisans veya on lisans mezunlarinin
diplomalari ile IRU ve FIATA egitim programlarini
tamamlayanlarin sertifikalarinin, UDY veya ODY belgelerinin
yerine kullanilabilmesine imkan tanindi.

combat unregistered activities in the industry; it maintains a
constructive dialogue with relevant public authorities in this
regard.

Increasing the frequency of inspections on Freight Forwarding
Authorization Certificates and taking effective measures
against companies operating without such permits were
among UTIKAD's top priorities. In this regard, requests for
increased inspections and strengthened sanctions were clearly
communicated in correspondence with the General Directorate
of Transport Services Regulation of the Ministry of Transport
and Infrastructure. The Ministry’s response stated that
UTIKAD’s request had been met, with inspections tightened
and penalties increased.

UTIKAD also officially submitted to the Ministry a request
to reassess the 51% Turkish shareholding requirement, which
was raised by the Council of State decision, and to adapt this
provision to the current logistics structure. Expectations
regarding proposed solutions were clearly expressed.

UTIKAD focuses not only on the implementation of the
current legislation but also on better aligning certain provisions
within the regulation with the actual functioning of the industry.
The association also shared UTTKAD’s Opinion, prepared
based on feedback received from industry stakeholders, with the
Ministry and presented concrete recommendations for revising
the regulation.

In this context, on May 21, 2025, UTIKAD Board Members
visited Murat Korcak, Deputy General Manager of Transport
Services Regulation, in his office. During the visit, the
implementation challenges facing the industry were discussed in
detail, and UTTKAD’s solution-oriented approach was praised.

Shortly after the visit, a series of amendments were
implemented to the Regulation on Freight Forwarders. These
amendments significantly reflected UTTKAD’s feedback.

This once again demonstrated the effective role UTTKAD,
which resolutely maintains its mission as the voice of the
industry, plays within the framework of public-private sector
collaboration.

As part of the amendment, amendments have been made
to the definition of a Freight Forwarder, the requirements
for obtaining a license, and the general responsibilities and
obligations, particularly regarding: The required capital for
obtaining a license has been increased from 150,000 TL
to 1 million TL. The timeframe for license holders to meet
professional qualification requirements has been reduced from 6
months to 45 days.

The regulation also allows the use of undergraduate or
associate degree diplomas from Turkish higher education
institutions in logistics, maritime business administration,
maritime transportation management engineering, and
maritime business and management, as well as certificates from
those who have completed IRU and FIATA training programs, in
place of UDY (Senior-Level Executive) or ODY (Medium-Level
Executive) certificates.

AMENDMENTS TO THE ROAD TRANSPORT REGULATION
COVERING COURIER SERVICES

The “Regulation Amending the Road Transport Regulation,” published in the Official Gazette dated May 15, 2025,
and numbered 32901, introduced courier services into the scope of the regulation for the first time.

Yonetmelik degisikliginin amaci; karayolu tasimacilik

Kapsam dahilinde, kamuya acik karayolunda motorlu

he amendment added new definitions to the

regulation: “Courier;,” “Courier Operator,” “Courier

Shipment,” “Courier List,” “Courier Activity

Certificate,” and “Tachograph Driver Card.”

Furthermore, provisions regarding the “Obligations
of Courier Operators” were revised.

Changes were also made to the legislation regarding the
requirement to obtain an authorization certificate, types of
authorization certificates, special conditions for obtaining or
renewing an authorization certificate, required documents, and
the issuance and replacement of authorization certificates. In
addition, the qualifications required for drivers and couriers, the
age, type and usage of vehicles, and conditions regarding vehicle
modifications and fuel tanks have been rearranged.

The purpose of the regulation amendment was explained as
regulating road transport activities in line with the needs of the
national economy, ensuring safety and order in transportation,
and ensuring that businesses involved in these activities operate
in accordance with the principles of financial and professional
competence and professional reputation.

The scope includes passenger and goods transport on public
roads by motor vehicles, as well as carrier, agency, freight
forwarding, freight organizing, freight warchouse management,
cargo and logistics management, courier management, and
terminal management.

NEW CERTIFICATE TYPES ARE DETERMINED

The regulation amendment added new types of documents to
be used in commercial transportation activities. Accordingly,
individuals and legal entities operating shuttle services must
obtain an S Authorization Certificate, while individuals and
legal entities operating courier services must obtain a P
Authorization Certificate. Additionally, changes were made to the
K1 Authorization Certificate regulations. A provision was made
that waived the minimum capacity requirement for individuals
applying with a maximum of one truck-type vehicle with a
maximum loaded weight of less than 25 tons.

Goods by Air (SHT-18),” which contains comprehensive regulations regarding the transport of dangerous goods by air.

2025, aims to raise safety and security standards

in the air transportation of dangerous goods. The

new regulation covers all stages, from packaging

and labeling of hazardous materials to loading and
stacking regulations, training programs, and accident and incident
reporting processes. In addition to businesses in the civil aviation
industry, the instruction also covers ground handling companies,
authorized agencies, and bonded warehousing facilities.

Under the directive, businesses transporting hazardous
materials are required to obtain a “Special Approval for the
Transport of Hazardous Materials” from the General Directorate
of Civil Aviation (DGCA). Foreign operators transporting
hazardous materials are required to submit a document issued
by the competent authority of their home state to the General
Directorate certifying their authorization to transport hazardous
materials.

With this directive, the DGCA aims to create a safer and
more controlled hazardous materials transport system that
complies with international standards. Businesses violating these
regulations will face administrative sanctions in accordance with
relevant legislation.

he “Communiqué (Serial No: 3) Amending the
Communiqué (Serial No: 1) on Customs Procedures
for Goods Carried by Mail and Express Cargo,”
published in the Official Gazette on March 1,
2025, increased the letter of guarantee amount
from 1 million TL to 10 million TL for those wishing to use
only air or road express cargo transportation authorization,
and from 2 million TL to 20 million TL for those wishing to
use both authorizations. According to the regulation, with the
regulation introduced in the same communiqué, companies
that have operator authorization and engage in fast cargo
transportation are obliged to complete the amounts of their
guarantee letters according to the updated amounts until July 1,
2025, and it was stipulated that if the guarantee letters are not
completed according to the new amount by this date, the operator
authorization will be suspended until this condition is met.
Following requests from industry representatives, UTTKAD
applied to the General Directorate of Customs at the Ministry of
Trade of the Republic of Ttrkiye on June 18, 2025, requesting an
extension. The Ministry evaluated this request and announced
that it had deemed it appropriate to grant an additional period
until October 1, 2025, “for the last time.”

Postponing the letter of guarantee renewal
deadline from July 1, 2025, to October 1, 2025,
will provide express cargo companies with
significant flexibility, both operationally and
financially.

Financial Planning Convenience:

v Companies have been granted an additional
three-month period to renew their letters of
guarantee according to the new amounts or
complete the remaining portion.

v This additional period is critical, particularly
regarding the high volume of collateral required
from banks and the adjustment of credit limits.

Operational Continuity:

v As stated in the Communiqué, if letters

of guarantee are not renewed on time,
operator authorization will be suspended. It
is anticipated that this situation may lead to companies
temporarily suspending their international transportation
activities.

v The additional three-month period will help companies
continue their operations without interruption and reduce
the risk of customer loss.

Consequently, extending the deadline to October 1, 2025,
is expected to provide express cargo companies with the
opportunity to alleviate sudden financial pressure, maintain
uninterrupted operations, and manage their financial
resources more effectively, contributing to both the stability
of the industry and the continuity of trade.

The-tenfold increase in letter of guarantee amounts
compared to previous practices imposes a significant
financial burden on all players in the express cargo sector.

The Extent of the Financial Burden:

v The Communiqué has increased the letter of guarantee
amount from 1,000,000 Turkish Lira to 10,000,000 Turkish
Lira for express cargo transportation solely by air or solely
by road. For both authorizations, the amount required for

a letter of guarantee has been increased from 2,000,000
Turkish Lira to 20,000,000 Turkish Lira. These amounts
are expected to complicate liquidity management for
companies, particularly because they require high credit
limits or cash reserves for letters of guarantee obtained from

higher commissions, additional collateral, and higher risk
assessments, so it is anticipated that these companies’ costs
will increase.

Impact on Large Companies:

v Since leading companies with strong capital structures
in the industry have the capacity to provide high-value
letters of guarantee through banks, it is anticipated that
this regulation will shift competition in favor of large-scale
companies and create a scale advantage.

Impact on Small and Medium-Sized Companies:

v For SME express cargo companies, the regulation

is considered to pose a serious risk of market entry or
withdrawal due to capital insufficiency and credit access
restrictions.

v It is likely that small companies will reduce their
operations or seek mergers, partnerships, or collaborations
to meet the high collateral requirements.

v For some companies, the regulation is considered to
result in the loss of their operator authorization or the
complete exit from the market.

Impact on Industrial Dynamics:

v Decreased competition could lead to higher service prices
and increased consumer cost burdens in the medium term.
v Furthermore, the increased collateral requirements are
expected to attract financially stronger and more reliable
companies to operate in the industry, which will benefit
public receivables.

Consequently, a-tenfold increase in the amount of letters
of guarantee is anticipated to create financial pressure that
works in favor of large companies and against small and
medium-sized companies in the industry. This situation is
anticipated to lead to a tightening of market competition.

EXTENDED PAYMENT TERMS ARE CHALLENGING
THE LOGISTICS INDUSTRY

The logistics industry, which provides transportation services instantly, is facing long payment terms. Despite the
60-day limit, terms exceeding 120 days in practice threaten the health of the entire supply chain.

increasing cost pressures in recent years, as well

as long payment terms that threaten financial

sustainability. Despite the instant provision of

transportation and distribution services, collection
periods exceeding 90 days, and sometimes even 150 days,
severely strain cash flow, particularly for small and medium-sized
businesses. Exceeding the legally mandated 30-day commercial
payment terms in practice exacerbates the industry’s financial
fragility. Industry representatives emphasize the direct impact of
this structural problem on competitiveness and emphasize the
need for stricter oversight and solution-oriented regulations.

SMEs ARE AT RISK

Payment terms are being extended in the logistics industry. In
operations where services are provided instantly, collection
periods of 45 to 60 days are now commonplace. Some companies
receive payments only after 75 or 90 days. This situation puts
small and medium-sized logistics companies, especially those with
limited financial resources, under significant financial pressure.
Despite prepaid fuel, maintenance, and personnel expenses,

late collection of receivables
exacerbates cash flow problems
across the industry.

LEGAL LIMITS CANNOT BE
APPLIED

According to Article 1530 of the
Turkish Commercial Code, the

remains limited to paper. It is reported that SM Es, in particular,
are unable to effectively pursue legal action against late
payments, and that the lengthy legal proceedings further delay
collection. While automatic late payment interest and penalties
are implemented in similar cases in European countries, the
prevailing view is that this practice remains inadequate in
Tarkiye.

COMPETITIVENESS IS WEAKENING

Logistics companies often cover the cash deficit created by long
payment terms with bank loans. This increases their financing
costs and causes them to fall behind in price competition. Export
transportation companies, in particular, are under greater
financial pressure than their European competitors. Furthermore,
extended payment terms affect not only individual companies but
the entire supply chain. This results in delays in supply, disruption
of shipping plans and reduced customer satisfaction.

he year 2024 once again demonstrated that the
shipping industry is both a carrier and a fragile
mirror of global trade. The Isracl-Gaza war, the
ongoing effects of the Russia-Ukraine conflict,
and most recently, the escalating tensions
between Israel and Iran have caused profound disruptions to
global maritime trade routes. The fact that ships transiting
the Red Sea have been targeted by Houthi attacks has
brought the security of the Suez Canal into question. This
has forced shipping companies to reroute around southern
Africa to the Cape of Good Hope, while also lengthening
transit times and increasing costs. As a direct result of these
developments, freight rates have fluctuated significantly.
Extended voyage times in sea transport, disruptions in
carrying capacities, and congestion at ports have once again
brought the fragility of supply chains to the forefront.

GLOBAL MARITIME TRADE EXCEEDS 12.6 BILLION
TONS

2024 was recorded as a year of significant change and
growth in sea transport, both globally and nationally.
According to data from the Maritime Industry Report of
the Chamber of Shipping, 88 percent of global trade is
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deniz ticareti yiizde 2,2’lik artisla 12,6 milyar ton seviyesine
ulasti.

In Tarkiye, as elsewhere in the world, sea transport forms

the backbone of global trade. As of 2024, the carrying
capacity of Turkish sea transport ranked 11th among the
countries controlling the world’s largest fleets, with 2,048
vessels and 52 million DW'T.

With an annual container throughput exceeding 12
million TEU and a foreign trade volume exceeding $600
billion, Tarkiye has continued to be a regional logistics
and maritime hub. Investments in port infrastructure and
regulations supporting intermodal transportation are
steadily increasing Tirkiye’s appeal in this industry.

According to 2024 data from the Turkish Statistical
Institute, 86.1% of the country’s foreign trade volume, in
terms of volume, was carried by sea. This trend continues
in Turkiye’s import and export tonnage. In 2024, imports
reached 257 million tons, while exports reached 142 million
tons. Looking at the last decade, there has been a notable
growth trend in Ttrkiye’s maritime trade. Total cargo

IMO SIGNS A HISTORIC AGREEMENT

On April 11, 2025, the International Maritime Organization
(IMO) took a historic decision to eliminate the global
shipping industry’s carbon footprint. With the new
agreement, the industry commits to reducing greenhouse
gas emissions to net zero by 2050. The European
Commission described the agreement as a “turning point

in the fight against climate change,” emphasizing that the
decision reflects the global commitment to a sustainable
future for the maritime industry.

This new roadmap, shaped by the IMO Strategy adopted
in 2023, includes short- and
medium-term targets. It
envisions reducing emissions
by at least 20 percent
(preferably 30 percent)
by 2030 and 70 percent
(preferably 80 percent) by
2040. The ultimate goal is to
achieve net-zero emissions

A common
certification system will be established to promote clean
fuels. This system will protect environmental integrity while
ensuring fair competition for all stakeholders.

CARBON PRICING IS PROJECTED IN 2028
Another critical step highlighted within the agreement is
the global carbon pricing mechanism, which will come into
effect in 2028. This mechanism will provide an advantage to
companies that adopt low-emission solutions, while those
that resist the transition are expected to face higher costs.
This historic agreement is considered a key milestone that
will accelerate the decarbonization of the maritime industry,
in line with the European Green Deal and the 2050 net-zero
target. Sea transport, the backbone of global trade, is thus
shifting towards a cleaner and more sustainable route in the
fight against the climate crisis.

The most striking shift in maritime routes in
2024 was the reshaping of trade directly based
on security risks.

The transition to next-generation
alternative fuels has increased in line with IMO regulations
aimed at reducing carbon emissions, while digitalization has
become central to operational efficiency.

In conclusion, while uncertainties and risks remain high in the
industry’s future, competitiveness continues to be shaped not
only by speed but also by carbon compliance, cost-effectiveness,
and digital transformation during this period of heightened
uncertainty.

“TURKIYE KNOWS HOW TO TRANSPORT”

Tarkiye’s success in rising to 11th place in global maritime trade
by 2024 isn’t just a numerical increase; it also demonstrates
the advancement of Turkiye’s logistics capabilities, port
investments, and foreign trade strategies. The fact that our total
cargo handling volume is approaching 550 million tons and
that we've surpassed 13 million TEUs in containers indicates
that this country is now focusing on its transportation strategy
as much as its transportation capabilities. But we can’t stop
there. Maintaining and improving this ranking is even more

The use of e-document infrastructure and risk-based audit
systems in customs processes is becoming widespread.

To reduce
workload and streamline processes, greater collaboration and
digital literacy arc needed in this area.

And perhaps most importantly, human resources. We
shouldn’t just talk about technology, but also about qualified staff
to manage, interpret, and develop this technology. This country
truly needs young professionals who can discuss logistics
engineering, data analytics, and foreign trade regulations at the
same table. We sometimes encounter excellent teams in the
field, but systematic human resources planning is still lacking.
Tiirkiye knows how to transport. Now is the time to improve the
quality, flexibility, and predictability of that transport.

“A STRONG LOGISTICS INFRASTRUCTURE IN WHICH
TRANSPORT MODES COMPLEMENT EACH OTHER IS A
MUST”

One of the maritime industry’s strongest cards in the coming
period is Turkiye’s potential to become not just a “transit point”
but a decision-making hub where logistics intelligence is formed.
Projects like the Middle Corridor and the Development Path

are widely discussed, but what will make these more than just
aline on a map is the infrastructure, planning acumen, and
institutional coordination that integrates with these routes.

The fact that the pipeline from China to Europe passes
through Tirkiye is undoubtedly strategic, but it will be valuable
only to the extent that we ensure that not only containers
but also decision-making processes pass through this route.
Similarly, the Development Path, which will extend north
and west from the Persian Gulf through Turkiye, will gain its
true meaning not only on the map but also when it becomes
operational.

Achieving this vision requires a robust logistics infrastructure
where transportation modes complement each other. We
encounter numerous examples where port-rail-road integration
remains incomplete. Ttrkiye’s geographic advantage cannot be
fully utilized unless logistics centers, organized transportation
zones, and effective connections to domestic routes are
established.

At this point, it’s important to emphasize transit trade
alongside transit transportation. We need a trade vision that
will enable not only the transportation of cargo passing through
Tarkiye, but also its processing, forwarding, and resale.

digitalization investments and increasing consumer spending,
the retail e-commerce market grew by an annual average of
15.8 percent between 2018 and 2023. This growth is expected
to continue at an annual average of 9.6 percent from 2023

to 2027. It is predicted that the share of e-commerce in total
retail will reach 24.88 percent in the said period.

When evaluated specifically for Ttrkiye, it is stated that
storage operations are also under great pressure with the growth
of e-commerce. Companies are struggling with labor shortages,
increasing real estate costs and customer expectations for
faster processing of orders. The report emphasizes that storage
activities in Turkiye include development areas under the
headings of real estate, human resources, technology, legislation
and sustainability. Recommendations for these areas are
detailed within the framework of short, medium and long-term
strategic roadmaps.

Prominent policy recommendations include increasing
storage capacity, setting industry standards, supporting
technology investments, and improving data reporting with
a focus on sustainability. The report draws attention to the
importance of public, private, and ecosystem stakeholders
working together to implement these topics.

CHALLENGES OUTSTANDING IN WAREHOUSE
OPERATIONS

According to the report, labor shortages, increasing real
estate costs, speed pressure in order processing processes,
and technology integration are among the main challenges
e-commerce companies face in warchouse management.
Inventory management and warehouse space optimization are
also becoming critical, especially for fast-growing companies.
While increasing product variety necessitates more efficient
use of storage areas, sustaining customer satisfaction is only
possible with the effectiveness of these operations.

The lack of technological infrastructure and difficulties
in accessing qualified human resources are shown among
the structural problems that are common in the industry.
Warehouse efficiency directly affects not only logistics
processes but also customer experience, sustainability and
brand trust.

A SOLUTION IS BEING SEARCHED FOR WAREHOUSE
CONGESTION

The rapidly growing e-commerce industry in Turkiye needs
a strong logistics and storage infrastructure along with the
increasing order volume and diversified product range.

TEKNOLOJi YATIRIMLARI VE DiJiTAL DONUSUM
ONEM KAZANIYOR
E-ticaretin biiytimesiyle birlikte, dijitallesme ve teknoloji

According to the report, limited land supply, high rental
prices and non-standard warchouse structures are hindering
the efficiency of the industry. The report includes short,
medium and long-term policy recommendations for these
structural problems in the real estate sector.

Solutions suggested for increasing warehouse capacity
include, in addition to the standards required for
warechouse licenses, support for innovative approaches
such as regulations for warehouses to comply with certain
operational specifications (number of doors, corridor width,
floor quality, earthquake resistance, etc.). High rental costs
and long-term contracts made in foreign currency cause
companies to have difficulty in cost management. Therefore,
it is stated that steps should be taken to balance rents.

In addition, it is suggested that incentive mechanisms be
implemented to determine suitable land and warehouse
areas that e-commerce companies can access.

The report recommends that regulations be put into
practice to popularize Gray Storage/lLast Kilometer Storage
solutions that allow the use of available areas within the
city as storage, and that incentives be developed for the
implementation of these models.

SUSTAINABLE APPLICATIONS ARE THE NEW AGENDA OF
E-COMMERCE

Sustainability is increasingly becoming one of the main
priorities of the business world both globally and in Turkiye. It
is now expected to act in accordance with this principle not only
in the production phase but also in all processes that products
go through until they reach the end user. In this context, the
logistics and storage operations of the e-commerce sector have
also begun to be reshaped with sustainability criteria.

Compliance with sustainability principles in storage
processes is becoming not only an environmental but
also a strategic and competitive investment arca for
e-commerce companies. At this point, companies’
transition to green storage practices necessitates the
reconsideration of environmental certifications, energy
management, packaging and packing processes. However,
for this transformation to take place in a healthy way, it is
critical for companies to strengthen both their financial and
technological infrastructures.

The report draws attention to the need for the state to put
sustainability-oriented incentive mechanisms into effect
and for companies to begin infrastructure preparations as
soon as possible. In particular, data quality, sustainability
reporting and digital infrastructure studies will enable
companies to adapt more easily to both changing customer
expectations and international competition conditions.

TECHNOLOGY INVESTMENTS AND DIGITAL
TRANSFORMATION ARE GAINING IMPORTANCE
With the growth of e-commerce, digitalization, and
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yatirimlari sektorde rekabetin temel unsurlarindan biri haline
geliyor. Ancak Tiirkiye gibi gelismekte olan tilkelerde yiiksek
maliyetler ve doniis stiresinin uzunlugu, firmalarin teknoloji
altyapisi kurma veya yenileme kararlarini zorlagtiriyor.
Ozellikle kiiciik ve orta dleekli firmalar i¢in yazilim ve
donanmim yatirimlari, yiiksek baslangic maliyetleri nedeniyle
ertelenebiliyor.

Raporda, mevcut kosullarda teknoloji kullaniminin
yayginlagtirilmasi amaciyla hem altyapi yatirimlariin
kolaylagtirilmast hem de calisanlarin dijital okuryazarhgimin
artirilmasi oneriliyor. Firmalarin e-ticaret stireclerini
daha verimli ytritebilmeleri icin teknoloji destekli proje
tasarimlarina yonelmesi ve kamu destekli programlardan
yararlanmasi tesvik ediliyor.

Yapay zeka ve otomasyon sistemlerinin kullanimi da
onerilen stratejiler arasinda yer aliyor. Bu sistemler,
stire¢ verimliligini artirmanin yani sira veri analitigi ve
misteri deneyimi yonetimi gibi alanlarda firmalara 6nemli
avantajlar sunabiliyor. Ornegin, depo yonetimi ya da
miisteri hizmetlerinde yapay zeka ¢oztimleriyle stireclerin
hizlandirilmasi ve hata oranlarinin azaltilmasi hedefleniyor.

technology investments are becoming one of the
fundamental elements of competition in the sector.
However, in developing countries such as Tirkiye, high costs
and long turnaround times make it difficult for companies

to decide whether to establish or renew their technology
infrastructure. Software and hardware investments,
especially for small and medium-sized companies, can be
postponed due to high start-up costs.

The report recommends both facilitating infrastructure
investments and increasing the digital literacy of
employees in order to increase the use of technology under
current conditions. Companies are encouraged to focus
on technology-supported project designs and benefit
from publicly supported programs in order to conduct
e-commerce processes more efficiently.

The use of artificial intelligence and automation systems
is also among the recommended strategies. In addition
to increasing process efficiency, these systems can offer
significant advantages to companies in areas such as data
analytics and customer experience management. For
example, it is aimed to accelerate processes and reduce
error rates with artificial intelligence solutions in warchouse
management or customer services.

On the other hand, the more effective use of digital
solutions in e-commerce logistics stands out as another
element that will increase the competitiveness of
companies. Warchouse management systems, order tracking
infrastructures, data security applications and system
integrations are of great importance in terms of operational
efficiency.

The Yuvaloji Foundation’s primary goal is to support the

civilized resolution of efforts to reduce the stray pet population

in Tiirkiye. To this end, our foundation funds the construction

of rehabilitation centers and operating rooms for both private

and municipal institutions. The operating room at the “Sevimli
Patiler” rehabilitation center in the Soke district of Aydin is one of
our foundation’s first projects.

Furthermore, the cat town we built for disabled cats in Catalca,
I[stanbul, was built to provide a living space for cats unable to
survive on the streets. Our scope of work extends beyond these;
we also provide scholarships to university students studying
veterinary medicine or veterinary technicians.

A key feature that distinguishes our foundation from other
foundations is that it generates its own income internally,
producing its own food under the name “Yuvaloji” and using the
proceeds for its work.

At the Yuvaloji Foundation, we believe that pets create positive
