GLOBAL DEVELOPMENTS HAVE
IMPACTED THE LOGISTICS INDUSTRY

Drawing attention to the impact of important
developments in the world on the logistics industry, Engin
said, “The Russia-Ukraine War, which started in 2022, had
various effects. It is also necessary to mention the Grain
Corridor Agreement here. We can say that this corridor
provides freight income, as a certain number of shipowners,
especially Turkiye’s flag carriers, contribute to the Grain
Corridor Agreement. We can count it as one of the positive
developments of the period. Apart from that, the increase in
energy prices is one of the negative developments caused by
the war, which we felt greatly in the logistics industry.

Emphasizing that the Israeli-Palestinian conflict turning
into a regional crisis caused disruptions in the logistics industry
in the 2023 period, Engin stated that this situation negatively
affected the operations in the industry and brought along
various difficulties. Engin stated that this conflict brought along
negative developments into the industry, such as operational
disruptions in ports, a decrease in the number of ship voyages,
increases in freight rates and the closure of transportation
corridors.Stating that the Red Sea crisis in the Suez Canal is
a current issue that remains hot and makes its impact felt in
the first quarter of 2024, Engin said, “In 2023, there were

as a result of climate change. It stands out to us as a factor
that affects ship traffic and also affects ship traffic on freight
rates. Therefore, we see that disruptions on trade routes have
a leverage effect in increasing freight rates.” said.

THE NUMBER OF THE ACTIVITIES TO OVERCOME
PROBLEMS INCREASED IN 2023

Engin, who also discussed the activities carried out
by UTIKAD in 2023, stated that they determined that
Turkish exporters should be aware of the Import Control
System application in order to transport their exports in
a sustainable manner and in a safe area, and that various
webinars and industrial activities were held under the
coordination of UTIKAD on this subject. Stating that trade
facilitation activities are an important point in overcoming and
resolving the blockages on supply chains, Engin said that they,
as UTTIKAD, actively participate in meetings and support the
implementation of the legislation under the coordination of
the World Trade Organization and the Ministry of Commerce
in order to eliminate inefficient procedures.

“TURKIYE SHOULD INCREASE THE NUMBER OF ITS ALLIED
COUNTRIES”

Turgut Erkeskin, who became FIATA President on
October 6, 2023, emphasized the importance of the
activities carried out by UTTIKAD during the earthquake.
Stating that they have made a rapid entry since October,
when he took over the position of FIATA President,
Erkeskin emphasized that they held two important FIATA
events hosted by Tiirkiye and emphasized the importance of
the meetings held specifically for railway and highway.

In his speech, Turgut Erkeskin underlined the economic
developments in the world and said, “According to the newly
published report of the World Bank, the past five years
witnessed the slowest growth of the last 30 years. This
actually shows how striking the situation is. [t seems that
their expected growth target for 2024 is only 2.4 percent.
When the world falls below 4 percent, this is perceived as a
slowdown. There are geopolitical risks, climate realities and
economic realities behind this.”

Stating that supply from allied countries came the fore
with the pandemic, Erkeskin underlined that Tirkiye
should seriously take this situation into its agenda, increase
its allies and develop its relations, otherwise, its share of
economic growth will decrease day by day.

leferring to a positive development in addition to
economic conditions, climate events and political crises,
Erkeskin said that countries’ procurement from different
places increases logistics flows and connections, increasing
the need for different routes, and this creates a new job
opportunity for the logistics industry.

Although this poses a great
challenge for our industry, it also brings along a significant
opportunity. We attach great importance to training and
development programs to eliminate the lack of qualified
personnel in our industry. In this context, we cooperate with
industry stakeholders to support training programs and
professional certification processes for young professionals
who want to work in the field of logistics. We try to cooperate
closely with leading universities in Tiirkiye. These universities
offer comprehensive training programs in areas such as logistics,
maritime and foreign trade. For this reason, we are in constant
communication with these educational institutions and create
internship programs that will make it easier for students to step
into our industry. In addition, by actively participating in career
days, we provide information about career opportunities in our
industry and aim to attract young talents to our industry. These
collaborations play a critical role in training a qualified and
competent workforce for our industry.

All these events
that caused disruptions in the logistics industry and
the conflicts in the Red Sea were reflected in freight
prices. As of October 2023, annual service exports
reached 99 billion 254 million dollars, a historical
record level. The logistics industry has once again
proven its share in global trade by ensuring that the
service flow continues uninterrupted despite the
problems experienced in global trade.

IT IS FORECASTED THAT THE LOWEST GLOBAL
GROWTH RATE OF THE LAST THREE DECADES
WILL BE SEEN IN 2030

The 2024 Future of Growth Report, prepared by the
World Economic Forum and carried out in Turkiye by
TUSIAD-Sabanci University Competition Forum, has
been published. According to the report, with ongoing
economic and geopolitical shocks, it is thought that
the lowest global growth rate of the last three decades
will be seen in 2030. This decline is expected to further
exacerbate several global problems, including the
climate crisis and the weakening social contract. In
the report dealing with the Turkish side of the matter,
the inclusion criterion, which measures the extent to
which an economy covers all stakeholders in its course
and the benefits and opportunities it creates, and the
resilience criterion, which shows the extent to which
an economy can withstand shocks and recover after
these shocks, are evaluated out of 100, respectively,
while TUrkiye remained below the world average with
a point of 49,7. On the other hand, Tlrkiye had an
evaluation score well above the world average in the
subcategories of meeting shelter and transportation
needs and access to food.

IMF HAS INCREASED TURKIYE’S 2024 ECONOMIC
GROWTH FORECAST

The International Monetary Fund (IMF) updated

the World Economic Outlook Report published in
October last year. In its report predicting that the
world economy would grow 2.9 percent in 2024 and
3.2 percent in 2025, the IMF predicted that the Turkish
economy would grow 3 percent in 2024 and 3.2
percent in 2025 in its last year’s forecasts. Increasing
its global growth forecast for this year, the IMF stated
that they expect the Turkish economy to grow 3.1
percent this year and 3.2 percent next year.

The report also warns that new increases in
commodity prices and supply disruptions resulting
from geopolitical shocks, including ongoing attacks
in the Red Sea, and more persistent inflation could
prolong tight monetary conditions.

Hal boyleyken Tark lojistik firmalari, cok dinamik sekilde mevcut duruma
ayak uydurmus, dlkemizin jeopolitik konumunun da etkisiyle ciddi sekilde ivme kazanmistir. Bu

ivme, Ukrayna-Rusya savasiyla daha da artmis ve 2’nci Stiveys kriziyle beraber daha da artacagini
dasinmekteyim. Sonuc olarak Glkemiz transit tasimacilikla beraber transit ticaret ve yakin cografyalarin
badlanti noktasi olmasi sebebiyle mal tedarigin de ciddi bir konumda olacaktir. Dodal olarak da
yansimalari, lojistik sektériiniin daha da btiyiimesine ve yabanci yatinmalarin halihazirda radarinda
olmaya devam edecektir. Bilindigi gibi yapisal bazda Tarkiye’nin lojistik bir hub olmasi yolunda, ciddi
planlamalar ve mevzuat diizenlemeleri yapiimakla beraber bunlar uzun vadede ise yarayacaktir. Fakat
kisa donemde lojistik sektorintin tstindeki doviz baskisini ortadan kaldirmak gerekiyor. Bu durum
{ilkemizin dzelinde ihracata direkt etki eden sektdrimizi etkilemektedir. Sektorimiizin daha da
gelismesi icin sektor aktorlerine bayik kicik demeden tesvik paketlerinin hazirlanmasi gerektidini
dasintyorum.

While considering the economic changes and political events experienced both in our country and the
world, it is also useful to look at the situation of our logistics industry by going back a little further.

The world, which has been trying to globalize since the pandemic, the first Suez crisis and the current
situation of the Panama Canal, has been seriously disrupted. This situation has led companies to try to
obtain their goods supply from nearhy geographies and to keep their inventories in the most suitable
logistics areas. This being the case, Turkish logistics companies have adapted to the current situation
very dynamically and have gained serious momentum with the influence of our country’s geopolitical
position. This momentum has increased even more with the Ukraine-Russia war, and | think it will
increase even more with the second Suez crisis. As a result, our country will be in a serious position in
the supply of goods as it is the connection point of transit trade and nearby geographies along with
transit transportation. Naturally, its repercussions will continue to lead to further growth of the logistics
industry and continue to be on the radar of foreign investors.As it is known, serious planning and
legislative arrangements are being made for Turkiye to become a logistics hub on a structural basis, but
these will work out in the long term. However, in the short term, it is necessary to eliminate the foreign
exchange pressure on the logistics industry. This situation affects our industry, which directly affects
exports in our country. I think that in order for our industry to develop further, incentive packages, no
matter how big or small, should be prepared for the industry players.

Havayolu calisma grubumuz sektoriin referans noktasinda énemli bir ¢ati kurulus olarak havayolu
tasimaaihdinin paydaslarindan olusan genis bir aileyi temsil ediyor. Havayolu tasimaciliginda biz FIATA,
IATA ve CLECAT gibi uluslararast kuruluslar ile ulusal olarak ilgili bakanliklarimiz, SHGM, DHMI, TOSHID
gibi derneklerle ve kamu kurumlaniyla cok yakin iliskiler icindeyiz. Bu platformlardaki temsilcilerimiz
ile degerlendirme stireclerinde yer almaktayiz. Bu da lojistigin gelismesi ve gelistirilmesi anlaminda
dernek olarak sektdre ciddi bir katki saglamaktadir.Hem globalde hem tilkemizde yasanan pandemi
doneminde hava yollari cok ciddi calisma perspektifi gdsterdi. (italar ok daha yukarilara ¢ikti. Hava
kargo sektoriniin paydaslari icin de bu stire¢ cok yorucu gecti. Ama giiniin sonunda havayolu trafigi
bunu basard. Yolculuklarin baslamasiyla beraber pandemide yakalanan ivme hem finansal anlamda
hem operasyonel tasinan tonaj anlaminda eski hallerine geri dénmeye basladi. 2023'tn Aralik sonuna
dogru baktigimizda da kiresel hava kargo trafidi bir 6nceki yila gdre globalde ortalama yizde 10,8'lik
bir artis gosterdi. 2023 yilindaki ortalama rakamlari da 2022 yilinda goriilen trafige biraz daha yaklasti.
Tiirkiye 6zelinde bakacak olursak da 2022 Aralik sonu itibariyla istanbul Havalimanr’nda sadece kargo
tasimasi 1,5 milyon kilogram civarindaydi. Bu sene de 1,45 milyon ile yaklasmalar var ama heniiz o
zamanki rakamlara heniiz ulasiimadi. Kizildeniz'de yasanan sorunlarin etkisiyle bu rakamlar 2024 yilinda
gecici bir stregte belki bir nebze ivme kazandirabilir. 2024’n ilk alti ayina Tirkiye bazinda baktigimizda,
ekonomik gelismeleri takip ederek booming yapacad bir noktada gozikmdyor.

Rekabetin ok fazla oldugu i¢ tasima malzemelerinin de gtinden giine arttigini diisiniirsek aslinda
kolay bir sene bizi beklemiyor diyebiliriz. Buna ragmen daha esnek lojistik ¢oziimler dretiyor olmamiz
gerekecek. Lojistik maliyetlerini azaltmak iin her tirld ¢alismayi yapmay! devam ediyor olmamiz
lazim. E-ticaretin de artisiyla beraber e-ticaret yiklerinin de tasinmasi sektore ciddi bir hareket
getirdi. ilk alti ayda e-ticaret ve genel kargodaki nis marketlere girislerde hareket olur ama onun
haricinde biraz daha stabil duracakmis gibi goziikiiyor. Asamalarin devami agisindan da AB iliskileri
gelistirme yolunda ve hava kargo ve havayolu giivenligi konusunda da UTIKAD olarak FIATA adina ICS2
streglerini hizzat yarattik. 0 yiizden dijitallesmeye oldukca 6nem veriyoruz. Biz artik havayolunda
sadece kargo tasimiyoruz data’yi da ayrica tasiyoruz. Data’yr dodru bir sekilde tasimadigimiz zaman
kargoyu tasimaniz bir sey ifade etmiyor. 0 yiizden dijitallesmeye vurgu yapmamiz gerekiyor. ICS
asamasinin Ggiincasd de deniz yolunda olacak. Deniz yolu ¢alisma grubuyla beraber bu konudaki ortak
calismalarimizi sirddrdyoruz.

Our air working group represents a large family of air transportation stakeholders as an important umbrella
organization at the reference point of the industry. In air transportation, we are in very close relations

with international organizations such as FIATA, IATA and CLECAT, as well as nationally relevant ministries,
associations and public institutions such as DGCA, DHMI, TOSHID. We take part in the evaluation processes
with our representatives on these platforms. This makes a serious contribution to the industry as an
association in terms of the development and improvement of logistics.

During the pandemic, airlines showed a very serious working perspective both globally and in our country.
The bars went much higher. This process was also very tiring for the stakeholders of the air cargo industry.
But at the end of the day, airline traffic made it. With the start of the travels, the momentum gained during
the pandemic started to return to its previous state both financially and in terms of operational tonnage.
When we look at the end of December 2023, global air cargo traffic increased by an average of 10.8 percent
globally compared to the previous year. The average figures in 2023 also came closer to the traffic seen

in 2022. If we look at Tairkiye specifically, as of the end of December 2022, cargo transportation alone at
Istanbul Airport was around 1.5 million kilograms. This year, there are approaches to 1.45 million, but the
figures of that time have not yet been reached. Due to the impact of the problems in the Red Sea, these
figures may temporarily gain some momentum in 2024.W hen we look at the first six months of 2024

on the basis of Tarkiye, it does not seem to be at a point where it will boom by following the economic
developments. Considering that the competition for domestic transport materials is increasing day by day,
we can say that a tough year is approaching.

Despite this, we will need to produce more flexible logistics solutions. We must continue to do all kinds
of work to reduce logistics costs. With the increase in e-commerce, the transportation of e-commerce loads
has brought a serious movement to the industry. In the first six months, there will be movement in the
entry into niche markets in e-commerce and general cargo, but other than that, it seems to remain a little
more stable.As for the continuation of the stages, we, as UTIKAD, carried out the ICS2 processes on behalf
of FIATA, in terms of developing EU relations and in the field of air cargo and airline security. That's why we
attach great importance to digitalization. We no longer only carry cargo through air transport, we also carry
data. When we do not transport data correctly, carrying the cargo does not mean anything. That’s why we
need to emphasize digitalization. The third phase of the ICS will also be on the sea route. We continue our
joint work on this issue with the sea working group.

Kiiresel ekonomik dalgalanmalar, siyasi calkantilar ve cevresel faktorler, sektoriin dinamiklerini derinden
etkiledi. Turk lojistik firmalarinin bu degisimlere nasil adapte oldugunu asadidaki basliklar altinda
Ozetleyebilirim.

Ddviz Kuru ve ihracatcilanin Miicadelesi

Yil boyunca doviz kuru artislari, 6zellikle ithalata dayall Gretim yapan ihracatci firmalar icin biyik

bir meydan okuma teskil etti. Maliyetlerin artmasl ve fiyatlandirma stratejilerinin yeniden gdzden
gecirilmesi gerekti. Firmalar, bu dalgalanmalara karsi korunma stratejileri gelistirerek ve maliyetleri
minimize ederek rekabetci kalmaya calisti.

Deniz ve Kara Yolu Navlunlarinda Diisiis

2023 yilinda deniz yolu navlunlarinda yasanan hizli diisis, kara yolu navlunlarini da asagi yonli bir
harekete sirikledi. Bu durum bazi firmalar icin maliyet avantajlari yaratirken sektér genelinde gelirler
Gizerinde baski olusturdu.

Rusya-Ukrayna Catismasi ve Enerji Fiyatlan

Rusya-Ukrayna arasindaki catisma, enerji fiyatlarinin yikselmesine ve lojistik sektdrinde maliyetlerin
artmasina neden oldu. Ozellikle enerji yogun operasyonlar yiiriiten firmalar, bu artistan olumsuz
etkilendi.

Transit Ticarette Yogunluk

NATO Glkelerinin Rusya’va uyguladidi ambargo, transit ticaret tasimalarinin yogunlasmasina yol actl.
Bazl giizergahlarda durgunluga bazi giizergahlarda ise yiiksek talebe neden oldu. Bu nedenle lojistik
operasyonlarda zaman zaman zorluklara ve araclarin yikle geri donememelerine neden oldu.

Ticaret Trafigindeki Dedisim

Rusya’nin ihtiya¢ duydugu trtinleri ambargo nedeniyle (in ve Hindistan gibi tlkelerden tedarik etmeye
baslamasl, ticaret trafiginde onemli dedisikliklere yol acti. Her krizin beraberinde baska firsatlar getiriyor
olmasi nedeniyle lojistik firmalar icin yeni hatlar ve meydan okumalari beraberinde getirdi.

Bati Ulkelerinde Ekonomik Durgunluk

Enflasyonun yiksek oldudu bir donemde bircok bati dilkesi duradan bir ekonomi sergiledi. Bu durum,
lojistik sektdrande hissedilir bir yavaslamaya ve talep azalmasina neden oldu.

Brent Petrol Fiyatlarindaki Dalgalanma

Yilin bayak bir boliminde brent petrol fiyatlarinin diisme egiliminde olmas, malivetler agisindan bir
rahatlama sagladr. Ancak Israil'in Filistin’e yonelik askeri miidahalesiyle birlikte brent petrol fiyatlarinda
beklenen diistis gerceklesmedi ve fiyatlar gorece bir artis gosterdi.

Belirsizliklerin hakim oldugu 2023 yili lojistik sektori icin beklentilerin karsilanmadidi bir yil olarak
degerlendirilebilir. Ancak bu zorluklar Tark lojistik firmalarinin adaptasyon kabiliyetini ve yenilikgi
yaklasimlarini da ortaya ¢ikard!. Dijitallesme, stirdtrtilebilirlik ve esneklik, firmalarin bu dénemi
atlatmasinda kilit rol oynadr. Oniimiizdeki dénem sektorin bu dedisimlere nasil yanit verecegi ve

yeni normale nasil adapte olacadi agisindan belirleyici olacak. Trk lojistik sektdrd karsilastigi
zorluklari asmak ve firsatlara donistirmek icin stratejik ve yenilikgi coztimler gelistirmeye devam
edecektir. 2024 yilinin ilk alti ayi lojistik sektord icin cesitli zorluklarla dolu bir donem olacak gibi
goranayor. Ancak bu zorluklarin Gstesinden gelinmesi ve yilin ikinci yarisinda sektorde pozitif
gelismelerin yasanmasini bekliyoruz.

2023 Logistics Industry Evaluation: Challenges and Transformation

The year 2023 was a period of unexpected developments and significant challenges for the logistics
industry. Global economic fluctuations, political turmoil and environmental factors deeply affected the
dynamics of the industry. | can summarize how Turkish logistics companies adapted to these changes
under the following headings.

Exchange Rate and the Struggle of Exporters

Exchange rate increases throughout the year posed a major challenge, especially for exporting
companies that relied on imports. Costs increased and pricing strategies had to be reconsidered.
Companies tried to remain competitive by developing strategies to protect against these fluctuations
and minimizing costs.

Decline in Sea and Land Freights

The rapid decline in sea freight in 2023 also dragged road freight into a downward movement. While
this situation created cost advantages for some companies, it put pressure on revenues throughout the
industry.

Russia-Ukraine Conflict and Energy Prices

The conflict between Russia and Ukraine caused energy prices to rise and costs to increase in the logistics
industry. Especially companies carrying out energy-intensive operations were negatively affected by
this increase.

Intensity in Transit Trade

The embargo imposed by NATO countries on Russia led to the intensification of transit trade
transportation. It caused stagnation on some routes and high demand on some routes. For this reason, it
sometimes caused difficulties in logistics operations and the inability of vehicles to return with cargo.
Change in Trade Traffic

Russia started to supply the products it needed from countries such as China and India due to the
embargo, which led to significant changes in trade traffic. Since every crisis brings along other
opportunities, it has brought new lines and challenges for logistics companies.

Economic Recession in Western Countries

During a period of high inflation, many western countries exhibited a stable economy. This situation
caused a noticeable slowdown and decrease in demand in the logistics industry.

Fluctuation in Brent Oil Prices

The downward trend in Brent oil prices for most of the year provided relief in terms of costs. However,
with Israel’s military intervention against Palestine, the expected decrease in Brent oil prices did not
occur and the prices increased relatively.

The year 2023, when uncertainties prevail, can be considered as a year in which expectations were not
met for the logistics industry. However, these difficulties also revealed the adaptability and innovative
approaches of Turkish logistics companies. Digitalization, sustainability and flexibility played a key role
in helping companies overcome this period. The coming period will be decisive in terms of how the
industry will respond to these changes and adapt to the new normal. The Turkish logistics industry will
continue to develop strategic and innovative solutions to overcome the challenges it faces and turn them
into opportunities. The first six months of 2024 seem to be a period full of various difficulties for the
logistics industry. However, we expect these difficulties to be overcome and positive developments to
occur in the industry in the second half of the year.

2023 yili lojistik sektora adina cok zor bir yil oldu. Kuzeyde Ukrayna-Rusya Savasl, giineyimizde
israil-Filistin Savast ve nihayetinde Kizildeniz’deki sorunlar sebebiyle navlun fivatlarinda dalgalanmalar
oldu. Uzun streli kontratlar icin karar vermek hem musteri hem lojistik hizmet saglayicilar tarafindan
cok fazla zorlasti. Bu savaslar beraberinde transit yikleri de Tarkiye'de elleclenmeye ve Tirkiye'den
hareketle varis iilkelerine gitmesi yoniinde hir avantaj sagladi. Ama burada da transit yiklerin Tirkiye'de
zor, pahali elleclenebiliyor olmasi ve elleclenebilme siirelerinin ¢ok fazla uzamasi gibi sorunlarla karsi
karsiya kaliniyor. Global anlamda piyasadaki daralma direkt olarak lojistik sektorindeki sefer sayilarina
da yansidi. Hangi sektor olursa olsun orada yasanan bir kriz lojistik sektortinii de etkiliyor. Ham madde
tedariginde uzayan sureler dretici Glkeleri ucuzdan almak yerine mittefikten alma ya da daha yakindan
fakat pahaliya almaya itti. Bu da ne yazik ki globalizasyonu yavaslatti ve lokalizasyonu canlandird.
Daha ¢ok lokal tedarikginin hareketlendidi global hareketlerin azaldigi bir yil yasadik. Aslinda gecen

yil da bu yilin bir simalasyonu gibiydi ve bu yil da 2023'te yasanan sorunlar derinleserek biraz daha
devam edecede benziyor. 2023'iin ayak sesleri 2024’ de yansidi. Son 36 yilin en az diinya biiyiime
oraninin 2024’te 2,2 ile gerceklesecedi ongoriiliyor. Dogru bir kiyas yapmak gerekirse bundan iki yil
once iki yiik hareketi varsa bu yil bir tanesinin olmayacagi anlamina geliyor. Muazzam bir yavaslamadan
ve duraganlasmadan bahsediyoruz. 2024'te yasanabilecek pozitif gelismelere baktigimizda ise
Kizildeniz'deki olumsuz gelismeler hem gemileri Umit Burnu’na yénlendirdi hem de navlun fiyatlarini
ciddi derecede artirdi. Katma degeri daisiik ham madde tedariginde cok ciddi engellemelere neden
oluyor. Dolayisiyla cebinde parasi olan Avrupa Tiirkiye’de muadilini bulabilecedi tlkelerde siparis artirma
yoluna gidebilir. Burada da yine enerji maliyetleri ve bizim Uzak Dogu’dan yapacadimiz ham madde
tedariklerinde sorun olarak karsimiza ¢ikiyor. Bize gelen avantaj beraberinde de dezavantaja doniyor.

2025 was a very difficult year for the logistics industry. There were fluctuations in freight prices due to
the Ukraine-Russia War in the north, the Israel-Palestine War in the south, and ultimately the problems
in the Red Sea. Deciding on long-term contracts has become very difficult for both customers and logistics
service providers. These wars also provided an advantage for transit cargo to be handled in Tirkiye and

to travel from Tarkiye to destination countries. But at this point, we face problems such as transit cargoes
being difficult and expensive to handle in Tirkive and their handling time being too long. The contraction
in the global market was directly reflected in the number of flights in the logistics industry. Regardless of
the industry, a crisis that emerges in an industry also affects the logistics industry. Extended periods of
time in the supply of raw materials forced the producing countries to buy from allies instead of buying
cheaply, or to buy closer but at a higher price. This unfortunately slowed down globalization and stimulated
localization. We experienced a year in which more local suppliers became active and global movements
decreased. In fact, last year was like a simulation of this year, and it seems that the problems experienced
in 2023 will continue and deepen this year. The footsteps of 2023 were reflected in 2024. It is predicted that
the world growth rate, the lowest of the last 36 years, will be 2.2 in 2024. To make a correct comparison, if
there were two freight movements two years ago, this means that one of them will not occur this year. We
are talking ahout a tremendous slowdown and stagnation. When we look at the positive developments that
may occur in 2024, the negative developments in the Red Sea have both directed ships to the Cape of Good
Hope and increased freight prices significantly. It causes serious obstacles in the supply of low value-added
raw materials. Therefore, Europe, which has money in its pocket, may choose to increase orders in countries
where it can find equivalents in Trkiye. Here again, energy costs and our raw material supplies from the Far
East emerge as problems. The advantage that comes to us also turns into a disadvantage.

2023 yili, kiiresel ekonomik ve siyasi degisimlerin etkisiyle lojistik sektori icin zorlu bir dénem olarak
gecti. Tark lojistik firmalari, bu donemde ekonomik belirsizlikler ve siyasi olaylar nedeniyle biyime
planlarini revize etmek zorunda kaldi. Ozellikle uluslararas ticaretteki belirsizlikler ve siyasi gerilimler,
lojistik firmalarinin operasyonlarini etkiledi ve biiyiime hedeflerini ertelemelerine neden oldu. Bununla
birlikte, bu donemde esneKlik ve yenilikgilik, Tark lojistik firmalarinin ayakta kalmasini ve belirsizliklerle
basa ¢ikmasini sadlamaya devam etmektedir. 2023 yili, lojistik sektorii acisindan hem kiresel hem de
yerel diizeyde onemli degisimlerin yasandigi bir yil oldu. Kiiresel ekonomik dalgalanmalar, uluslararasi
ticaretteki belirsizlikler ve siyasi olaylar, lojistik sektoriinii etkiledi. Ulkemizde yasanan siyasi olaylar

ve ekonomik degisimler de sektor tzerinde etkili oldu. Bu durum, lojistik firmalarinin operasyonlarini
yeniden diizenlemesi, tedarik zinciri yénetiminde daha dikkatli olmasi ve riskleri minimize etmek icin cesitli
stratejiler gelistirmesi gerektidi anlamina geldi. Ayrica teknolojik gelismelerin de sekttrdeki dondsimi
hizlandirmasi beklenmektedir. Bu baglamda, lojistik sektori oyuncularinin adaptasyon yetenekleri ve
inovasyon kapasiteleri 6nem kazaniyor. Yasanan olumsuz gelismeler, Tiirk lojistik firmalarinin biiyime
planlarini olumsuz yonde etkiledi. Ozellikle ekonomik belirsizlikler, istikrarsizlik ve uluslararasi ticaretteki
zorluklar gibi faktorler, firmalarin biyime hedeflerine ulasmasinda geciktirici unsurlar yaratti. Bu tiir
kosullar altinda, firmalar genellikle daha dikkatli ve muhafazakar bir yaklasim benimseyerek yatirim
kararlarini g6zden gecirme noktasinda olup, genisleme planlarini erteleyip veya daha kiigik olcekli
biyiime stratejilerine ynelmeyi sectiler. Ayrica rekabetin artmasl ve pazar kosullarinin dedismesi de
biyiime planlarini etkileyebilir ve firmalart daha esnek ve adapte olabilir olmaya zorlayabilir. Ongoriler
her zaman degiskenlik gosterebilir ancak 2024 yilinin ilk 6 ayinda lojistik sektdrd icin bir miktar iyimserlik
gdormekteyiz. Bu donemde, ekonomik toparlanma ve normallesme egilimleri devam ederken, kiiresel
ticaretteki belirsizliklerin azalmasiyla birlikte talep artisi yasanmasi beklenmektedir. Bununla birlikte, siyasi
ve jeopolitik gelismelerin sektor tzerindeki etkileri dikkate alinmalidir. Olumsuz hava yerini tamamen
pozitif gelismelere hirakmasa da ancak belirli bir dizeyde iyilesme ve stabilizasyon oldugunu gérmek
sevindiricidir.

Serdar Ayirtman- The year 2023 was a tough period for the logistics industry due to the impact of

global economic and political changes. Turkish logistics companies had to revise their growth plans due
to economic uncertainties and political events during this period. Uncertainties and political tensions,
especially in global trade, affected the operations of logistics companies and caused them to postpone
their growth targets. However, during this period, flexibility and innovation continue to enable Turkish
logistics companies to survive and cope with uncertainties. 2023 has been a year of significant changes
for the logistics industry at both global and national levels. Global economic fluctuations, uncertainties
ininternational trade and political events affected the logistics industry. Political events and economic
changes in our country also had an impact on the industry. This meant that logistics companies had

to reorganize their operations, be more careful in supply chain management and develop various
strategies to minimize the risks. In addition, technological developments are expected to accelerate

the transformation in the industry. In this context, the adaptation abilities and innovation capacities

of logistics industry players gain importance. The negative developments had a negative impact on

the growth plans of Turkish logistics companies. In particular, factors such as economic uncertainties,
instability and difficulties in international trade created delays in companies reaching their growth
targets. Under such circumstances, companies are often at the point of reconsidering their investment
decisions by adopting a more cautious and conservative approach, postponing expansion plans or opting
for smaller-scale growth strategies. Additionally, increased competition and changing market conditions
may also affect growth plans and force companies to be more flexible and adaptable. Forecasts may
always change, but we see some optimism for the logistics industry in the first 6 months of 2024. In this
period, while economic recovery and normalization trends continue, demand is expected to increase as
uncertainties in global trade decrease. However, the effects of political and geopolitical developments on
the industry should be taken into account. Although the negative atmosphere has not been completely
replaced by positive developments, it is pleasing to see that there is only a certain level of improvement
and stabilization. In this process, it will be important for logistics companies to maintain their flexibility,
increase their operational efficiency and evaluate new market opportunities.

Glohal ekonomilerdeki yiiksek enflasyonun etkisiyle artan talep yavaslamasi, arz-talep dengesinin
tersine donmesine, haliyle diinya ticaretinin yavaslamasina yol acti. 2023 yilindaki sert naviun
diisislerinde talebin azalmasi belirleyici rol oynadi. Ote yandan pandemi donemini yiksek karla gegiren
global armatdrlerin verdikleri yeni gemi siparislerini yavas yavas teslim almaya baslamalariyla tasima
kapasitesinin artmasi, navlunlarin diismesini hizlandiran bir etki yaratti.

Kiresel ticarette, bitmis Grinlerin yizde 90' konteynerler vasitasiyla tasiniyor. Konteyner
navlunlarindaki asadi yukari yonli hareketler, dider tasima modlarindaki navlunlar izerinde de
stirtikleyici bir etkiye sahip. Halka acik global armatdrlerin yil sonu bilancolarina bakildiginda navlunlarin
dasmesinin, gelirlerinde ve net karlarinda ciddi bir dists yasadiklarini gosteriyor. Ayni durum lojistik
sektorinde faaliyet gdsteren global ya da verli her sirketin bilancolarina da benzer sekilde yansidi.
Gelirler ve karlar dusti, rekabet arttr. Onceki karli donemde yatirim yapan sirketlerin bircogu, yilin ikinci
yanisindan itibaren isten ¢ikarmalarla malivetlerini diisiirme yoluna gittiler. Ulkemizde de ne yazik ki
benzeri pratikleri yasadik. Istihdamda yasanan daralmanin en Gnemli sebebi, ekonominin yavaslamas!
gibi goriinse de yanlis insan kaynaklari politikalarinin da sirketlerin verimliliginin diismesine hizmet
ettidini dusindyorum.

Limanlarimizda elleclenen konteyner sayilarina bakildidinda ihracatimizin onceki yila gére yaklasik
yiizde 4 distagung, ithalatimizin da yaklasik yazde 14 arttigini gorayoruz. Ihracatimizin diismesinde
kiresel ekonomideki yavaslamay, ihracatcilarimizin maliyetlerinin artmasini ve bunun yaninda
yasadidimiz deprem felaketinin etkisinden sz edebiliriz.

Navlunlarin dismesi yilin son ¢eyregine kadar devam etti hatta Tiirkiye-Akdeniz, Arap Korfezi ve
Kizildeniz rotalarinda navlunlarin daha dnce hig test etmedidi seviyelere kadar distigund gozlemledik.
Yili ddsiik navlunlu bir piyasada bitirecedimizi distndrken, Yemenli Husilerin Kizildeniz'de ticari gemileri
hedef alan saldirilari basladi. Baslangicta kisa stireli olacadi disiindlen bu sicak gelisme yiiziinden
gemiler Kizildeniz, Siiveys Kanali'ni gegislerini iptal ederek, daha uzun bir yol olan Umit Burnu'nu
dolasmak zorunda kaliyor. Uzayan sefer siiresi, sefer maliyetlerinin artmasina, armatdrlerin etkin tasima
kapasitelerinin diismesine, ekipman sirkiilasyonunun azalmasina ve tiim bu gelismelerin sonucu olarak
navlunlarin tekrar sert bir sekilde artmasina sebep oldu.

Sektorel olarak belirsizlikler yilin ilk yansinda da devam edecek gibi gériiniyor. Ulkemiz tarih boyu
ticaretin ve savaslarin birlikte anildigi bir cografyada konumlanmis durumda. Bolgemizdeki sicak
gelismeler, kiresel ticareti de dnemli 6lciide etkiliyor. Artan maliyetler, finansmana erisim zorludu ve
kiresel durgunluk ortamina bakildiginda bu yilin da lojistik sektdrd icin zorlu gegecedini gosteriyor.
Ekonomimizdeki pozitif gelismelerin, ihracatinin artmasina, tilkemize ilgi duyan yabanci yatirima
sayisinin artmasina vesile olacaktir imidini tastyorum.

Lojistik sektdrandn lkemizin GSMH'ne katkisi yizde 12 olarak hesaplaniyor. Dinyadaki érneklerine
bakildiginda ticaret yollarinin dogal bir parcasi olan Glkemizin dinamik, geng ve editimli insan kaynad
ile potansiveli en yiiksek sektdr oldugunu dasindyorum. Ne yazik ki Glkemizin hendz bir naviun
politikast yok. Olcme, degerlendirme ve strateji gelistirme konusunda bircok eksigimiz var. Ugiincii
Gilkeler arasindaki ticaretten pay almak, ancak tilkemizin lojistik altyapisina ve insan kaynagina yatirm
yapmakla mimkn olabilir.

The slowdown in demand, which increased due to the effect of high inflation in global economies, led to
the reversal of the supply-demand balance and, therefore, to the slowdown of world trade. The decrease
in demand played a decisive role in the sharp freight declines in 2023. On the other hand, the increase in
carrying capacity as global shipowners, who survived the pandemic with high profits, slowly started to
receive their new ship orders, had an effect that accelerated the decline in freight rates.

In global trade, 90 percent of finished products are transported in containers. Up and down movements
in container freight rates also have a driving effect on freight rates in other transportation modes. When
we look at the year-end balance sheets of publicly traded global shipowners, the decrease in freight
rates shows that they have experienced a serious decrease in their revenues and net profits. The same
situation was similarly reflected in the balance sheets of every global or domestic company operating

in the logistics industry. Revenues and profits fell, competition increased. Many of the companies that
invested in the previous profitable period tried to reduce their costs through layoffs starting from the
second half of the year. Unfortunately, we have experienced similar practices in our country. Although
the most important reason for the contraction in employment seems to be the slowdown of the
economy, | think that wrong human resources policies also serve to reduce the efficiency of companies.
When we look at the number of containers handled in our ports, we see that our exports decreased by
approximately 4 percent compared to the previous year, and our imports increased by approximately

14 percent. We can talk about the slowdown in the global economy, the increase in the costs of our
exporters, as well as the impact of the earthquake disaster we experienced, as the reason for the
decrease in our exports. The decline in freight rates continued until the last quarter of the year. We even
observed that freight rates on the Tarkiye-Mediterranean, Arabian Gulf and Red Sea routes dropped

to the levels they had never tested before. While we thought we would end the year in a low-freight
market, Yemeni Houthis” attacks began targeting commercial ships in the Red Sea. Because of this hot
development, which was initially thought to be short-term, ships are forced to cancel their transition
through the Red Sea and the Suez Canal and go around the Cape of Good Hope, which is a longer

route. The extended voyage time caused the voyage costs to increase, the effective carrying capacity

of the shipowners to decrease, the equipment circulation to decrease, and as a result of all these
developments, the freight rates increased sharply again. The uncertainties in the industry seem to
continue in the first half of the year. Our country is located in a geography where trade and wars have
been associated together throughout history. Hot developments in our region also significantly affect
global trade. Considering the increasing costs, difficulty in accessing financing and the global recession
environment, it shows that this year will also be difficult for the logistics industry. | hope that the positive
developments in our economy will lead to an increase in exports and an increase in the number of foreign
investors interested in our country. The contribution of the logistics industry to our country’s GNP is
calculated as 12 percent. Considering the examples in the world, | think that our country, which is a natural
part of trade routes, is the industry with the highest potential with its dynamic, young educated human
resources. Unfortunately, our country does not have a freight policy yet. We have many shortcomings in
measurement, evaluation and strategy development. Getting a share from trade between third countries is
only possible by investing in our country’s logistics infrastructure and human resources.

We do not only have inflation, CBRT
and access to financing on our radar. We bring many issues to
the authorities in many different areas.

The first issue that the business world expects a solution to
is that Tiirkiye should never get stuck in achieving export-
related targets. One of the most important issues for this
is that the exchange rate becomes realistic. In our opinion, the
most important indicator of a realistic exchange rate is that the
correlation between the inflation increase and the exchange
rate increase does not deteriorate.

In my opinion, the second important issue is that imports

are not being made attractive. If we expect exports

to continue rising in a balanced manner and imports
to remain reasonably horizontal or even decline, we must
continuously increase the ratio of exports to imports above 80
percent. We must provide a balance by covering the remaining
20 percent with tourism and service exports.

Another issue awaiting solution is the effective and

correct direction of domestic resources. At the end of the

day, Tiirkiye should receive more foreign currency than
what goes to other countries from Tiirkiye.

We should not be involved in another extreme situation and
not just ask these young people who come for an internship to copy paper
and send them back four weeks later. In other words, a student should not
graduate from the lathe-leveling department before taking over the lathe
or CNC machine.We must review our educational planning. We have a
university in each of our 81 provinces. We need to update this policy and
sections. There is an approach that says we are entering a period where a
university degree becomes worthless. Yes, university is required to become a
doctor, an engineer, or a lawyer. But the software industry no longer requires
adegree. Having some certificates and adding new experiences can be more
valuable than many things. For example, if you are going to be a chef, training
under an accomplished chef after completing reasonable courses is more
valuable than graduating from a four-year university. There is also a trend in
this direction in the USA and Europe. Therefore, the university concept must
definitely renew itself.

Bu

n our digitalizing world, with the development of

technology, the e-commerce ecosystem has fortified its

place day by day. While the Covid-19 pandemic proved

the importance of e-commerce once again, the synergy

created still maintains its effect. In the first half of 2023,
e-commerce volume reached 652.7 billion. The sector, which
set out with a target of 1.2 trillion liras for the year, ended
the year at approximately 1.5 trillion liras. The share of
e-commerce in total trade reached 22 percent. The volume
is expected to reach 2.2 trillion liras in 2024. In the report
published by the Istanbul Chamber of Commerce (ITO), it is
stated that e-commerce is growing rapidly and it is predicted to
reach a volume of 8.15 trillion dollars worldwide in 2026. When
we look at the Turkish side of the issue, we see that it is in parallel
with the rest of the world and even one step ahead. Tiirkiye ranks
third in the world with its e-commerce growth rate.

E-COMMERCE MARKET IS ON THE PATH TO GROWTH
Research And Markets published the “E-Commerce
Payments Global Strategic Business Report”. According to the
report that shares its forecasts for e-commerce for the next
seven years, the global e-commerce payments market, which
is estimated to be 206.7 billion dollars in 2022, is expected to
grow by 612.1 billion dollars by 2030 during the 2022-2030
analysis period. Again, according to the report, the e-commerce
payments market in the USA is estimated to be 56.3 billion
dollars in 2022. China, the world’s second largest economy,
is expected to reach a market size of 169 billion dollars with a
growth rate of 21.9 percent in the 2022-2030 period.

STEPS TAKEN BY THE MINISTRY

The increasing momentum of e-commerce in recent years
has brought with it some practices and decisions. The aim
is to regulate the e-commerce ecosystem with the “Law on
Amendments to the Law on the Regulation of Electronic
Commerce”. In order to prevent unfair competition and
monopolization, with the decision published on July 1, 2022
and entered into force on January 1, 2024, steps were taken

However, in its statement to this
news, the Ministry of Trade stated that until January 1, 2025,
when the regulations in question will be implemented, the
seller will cover the return cargo fee in exercising the right of
withdrawal in distance contracts and consumers will not be
required to pay the return shipping fees.

The control of e-commerce, which is increasingly used
by consumers, has become very difficult. In this direction,
the Ministry of Trade introduced the “Product Safety and
Technical Regulations Law” in order to meet the need for legal
infrastructure and to control e-commerce.

GLOBAL E-COMMERCE LOGISTICS MARKET IS GROWING
Logistics stands out as the biggest actor behind the recent
rise of e-commerce, which offers instant access to micro, small,
medium, and large-scale companies. The ecosystem created
by e-commerce has witnessed major changes in the logistics
industry. Nowadays, when technological transformation
is experienced on a global scale, the world of logistics has
become more efficient and faster in order to keep up with this
pace, and has become more digital with the transformation.
According to the “E-Commerce Outlook of SMEs in Tiirkiye”
report prepared in cooperation with Amazon Tiirkiye and PwC
Tiirkiye, the global e-commerce logistics market will grow by
27.3 percent in 2020, while it is expected that this rate will
grow at a combined rate of 8.6 percent by 2025. In addition, it is
predicted that the market will reach 557 billion euros by 2025.

quarter turnover of the e-commerce sector to be at least 650 billion TL.

hile the world was just beginning to recover
from the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic,
which broke down in 2020 and disrupted
trade, it faced a new crisis in the last months
of 2023. Even as the effects of the Russia-
Ukraine war continued, Israel’s intense attacks on the Gaza Strip,
which started on October 7, upset all balances. Claiming that
they acted in solidarity with the Palestinians, the Iranian-backed
Houthis in Yemen changed the course of global trade routes by
targeting all vessels sailing to Israeli ports in the Red Sea. The
Houthis, who have controlled the northwest of Yemen since
November, have launched a series of attacks on nearly 30 ships
with unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs), missiles and speedboats.
The Houthis, who also declare themselves as part of the “axis
of resistance” led by Iran against Israel, the USA and the West,
attacked a US ship in the Red Sea with missiles and kamikaze on
January 10, on the grounds that it supported Israel. They further
escalated the tension by targeting it with drones. The USA also
took some precautions and announced that a multinational
“maritime task force” called “Operation Welfare Guardian” was
formed against the Houthis on December 18, on the grounds that
global maritime trade security was in danger.
The attacks, which increased costs in global trade and caused
disruption of supply chains, are seen by logistics experts as a
chaotic period for manufacturers and retailers in Europe.

A STRATEGIC REGION WITH ITS GEOPOLITICAL LOCATION
Due to its strategic location, the Suez Canal shortens
transportation time and has an important place in terms of
logistics activities. Approximately 12 percent of global trade
volume passes through the Red Sea, located between Asia
and Africa. The Bab al-Mandeb Strait in the Red Sea, which is
approximately 32 km long, connects the Red Sea to the Gulf of
Aden and the Indian Ocean. Besides, it is a strait through which
approximately 30 percent of container traffic flows and a transit
point for 33 thousand ships a year. The value of this figure is more
than 1 trillion dollars. The Red Sea, which is connected to the
transit point of world oil, is also of vital importance for the energy
market. The Suez Canal, which offers the shortest route between
Europe and Asia, allows the passage of approximately 20 thousand
ships annually. The transit of world crude oil and liquefied natural
gas transportation is carried out through the Bab al-Mandeb Strait.

GLOBAL TRADE IS BEING DISTURBED

The fact that the Houthis, located in the Bab al-Mandeb Strait,
targeted all ports leading to Israeli ports has increased concerns
about the sustainability of world trade. Due to the tension in the
region, many international companies had to chart new routes.
The route used instead of the Red Sea also means taking along
and winding route around the Cape of Good Hope. This means
an additional 3,500 nautical miles and 10-12 days of sailing time
for each voyage. The change in the Suez Canal, the fastest sea
route between Asia and Europe, affects the voyages between the

“After the attacks organized by the Houthis in Yemen mainly with drones on commercial ships

that will call especially at Israeli ports at the southern entrance of the Red Sea, container ship
companies providing global services have changed their routes to the south of Africa. Considering
the transit time of ships coming to the Mediterranean via Gibraltar and arriving at Turkish ports, the
total time spent on the road increased from 30 days to 55 days on the China-Tairkiye line. Since the
attacks continue, we predict that this problem will continue for a while, and the shipowners will not
endanger the life of their crew until the problem is completely resolved.

Another problem other than transit time is, of course, the increase in costs. Freights in imports to
Turkiye have doubled, and freights in exports, which have fallen a lot, have almost quadrupled.
Shipowners later demanded additional security-related fees for containers that departed before the
start of the Suez conflict. Unfortunately, these figures are over $1,000 per container. As forwarding
companies, we have a big problem in reflecting this figure to our customers because there are
agreements made and our customers do not want to go beyond this agreement.

There are imports of intermediate goods/raw materials from China, which are competing against
time and are mainly used in the production of export goods. With limited capacity, we are trying to
load it with ships arriving via Suez. However, we have developed a few quick alternatives, let me
briefly explain them:

Tiirkiye by road from China: We can transport to Tiirkiye entirely by road by making a transfer at
the China-Kazakh border, the transit time is approximately 15-17 days. We tried this service several
times and the supplies arrived on time without any problems.

Road + air service from China: We planned this service, which takes 8-9 days door to door, to
transport the goods from China to Almaty Airport in Kazakhstan by road and from there to Istanbul
by direct plane. There is a price advantage compared to flying directly from China.

Rail service from China: This service is mainly provided by block trains departing from Xian City

of China, transit time is approximately 30 days, destination is Kdsekoy train station. There may be
some changes in transit times due to waiting times at border crossings.

THE CRISIS AFFECTED THE COSTS

Houthis’ attacks on commercial ships passing
through the Red Sea caused transportation costs
to rise. According to data from analysis provider
MarineTraffic, ship traffic there decreased by 20
percent when Maersk, one of the world’s largest
maritime logistics companies, Mediterranean
Shipping Company (MSC), the world’s largest
container company, and British energy company BP
suspended Red Sea transits. Due to the decrease in
passage through the Suez Canal, where 12 percent of
global trade is carried out, ships’ voyage times around
the Cape of Good Hope are extended. This caused an
increase in costs and freight prices. While personnel
costs increased by 20 percent and freight costs by
30 percent, transportation costs tripled. According
to the Drewry World Container Index, due to the
tension in the Red Sea, the 40 container composite
index was at 1382 dollars on November 30, and rose
to 3 thousand 964 dollars as of January 25.

Bulgaristan’da bekletilen
araclar Turk lojistigini zorluyor

Vehicles held at the Bulgarian
border are challenging Turkish logistics

Lojistik sektdrandin karsilastidi en biyik sorunlardan bir tanesi de Bulgaristan sininnda tasima
gorevinde bulunan araclarin bekletilmesi. Bu meselede ¢ dnemli konu bashiginin oldugunun altini ¢izen
UTIKAD Yonetim Kurulu Oyesi Cumhur Erzurumluoglu, “Bu konulardan birincisi, frigo araclarin doktor
kontrolleridir. Sektoran tasicigi aranlerin bir kismi gida maddesi, yas sebze ve meyvedir. Bu tip drtinler,
yurt disi ¢ikislarinda doktor veya veteriner kontroline girmek zorunda. Aslinda bizler AB kanunlarina
gore Saglik Bakanhidinin akreditasyonlu birimlerinden orijinal sertifikalarini onayl sekilde alip yurt
disina ¢ikis yapiyoruz. Ancak maalesef Bulgaristan hikimeti bu tip tasimalarda Kapitan Andrevo sinir
kapisinda bu araclarimizi bekletiyor. Sebebi de bunlari kontrol ve onay verecek bir birimin bulunmamasl.
Yani doktor veya veteriner muayene istasyonu yok. Alinan numune Sofya’ya gidiyor ve Sofya’dan onay
gelince arabalarin gecisine izin veriliyor. Bunun icinde arag basi 350 euro gibi bir iicret arag basi 6demek
durumunda kaliyoruz. Giinlik minimum gegen ara sayisi 200 diye baz alirsak 70 bin euro gibi bir

{icret fuzuli yere 6denmektedir. Bu bir milli servettir. Bunun yaninda yaklasik iki i gtinlik bir bekleme
stiresine neden oluyor. Tasinan Grandn raf émriindn yedi sekiz gin oldugunu dasdndrsek ve bunun dig
dort gund kapiyr gegmek icin harcarsak bu rlnlerin nihai tiiketiciye saglikli ulasmasi mimkan dedildir.
Bu durumda ihracat¢imizin rainleri ¢ope gidiyor veya ciddi olarak Avrupal alicisindan reklamasyon
cezas! almak durumunda kaliyor. Bu konuda hiikiimetimizin dnderliginde mutlaka bir calisma grubu
kurarak Bulgar makamlari ile sorunun ¢6zamd i¢in calisma yapmasi elzemdir.

ikinci konu ise Bulgaristan’in Avrupa Birligi'ne (AB), Schengen’e girmesinden dolay! Avusturya’ya
tasinan tdm malzemeler ile ilgili olarak Bulgaristan makamlari tam tespit uygulamasina baslamistir. Bu
uygulama sadece Tark araclarina dedil, hangi Glke araci olursa olsun Bulgaristan sinirlarindan gececek
ise ve tasididi yikler Avusturya sinirlari icinde hosaltacak ve giimriikleme yapacak ise gecerli oldudu
belirtildi. Bunun karsilidinda da 150 euro tam tespit Gcreti alinmaktadir. Ayni sekilde araclarimizda
yapilan bu tam tespit incelemesi sebebi ile ti¢ ddrt gun sira beklemekte ve gegislerin aksamasina
sebebiyet vermektedir. Tim lojistik camiasi bu konuda olduk¢a muzdariptir.

Ugiincii konu ise yillardan beri gelen klasik Kapikule ve Hamzabeyli sinir kapilarinda olusan uzun tir
kuyruklari. Aslinda yukaridaki iki konunun da etkisi ile bu kuyruklarin uzamasi kaginiimaz olmaktadir.
ihracatimizin artigi donemlerde tir kuyruklarinin da artigint biliyoruz. Yaklastk 10 yildan bu yana bu
sorun azalacadi yerde giderek artmaktadir. Her seferinde yapilan calismalarda bu sorunu kaldiracak
diizenlemeler maalesef tam manas! ile ortaya konulmamustir. Cok geriye gitmeden 2023 Kasim ayinda
yasanan kuyruk problemi ihracatin yavaslamasi ile azalmis olsa da ortadan kalkmis degildir.

Bu sinir kapilarimizdan en iyi zamanda gtinde 1.200-1.300 araba gegirebiliyoruz, bunun dstinde bir araba
gecisi maalesef olmuyor. Su anda normal bir zamanda her sey yolundayken dahi bir-iki ginlik bekleme
ile gecis yapabilmekteyiz. Bu durumda bizler Tiirkiye tarafi olarak gerekli tim adimlari atmamiza
ragmen Bulgaristan hala bu konuda bir yaklasim icinde dedil ve bir 6nlem almamaktadir. Bu sikinti
giderek biytimekte ve Tiirk ihracatini ve sektori etkilemektedir. Turk lojistik sektor olarak Tark ihrag
mallarini Avrupa’ya gotirmekte bundan dolayi da bir sikinti yasiyoruz. Hikiimetimiz bayuk adimlar
atmis olsa da Bulgaristan tarafindan iyi nivetli bir yaklasim géremiyoruz.” dedi.

One of the higgest problems faced by the logistics industry is holding the vehicles on duty at the
Bulgarian border. Underlining that there are three important issues regarding this, UTIKAD Board Member
Cumhur Erzurumluodlu said, “The first of these issues is the medical inspection of refrigerated vehicles.
Some of the products carried by the industry are foodstuffs, fresh vegetables, and fruits. These types

of products must be checked by a doctor or veterinarian when leaving abroad. In fact, in accordance
with EU laws, we obtain original certificates from the accredited units of the Ministry of Health and go
abroad. However, unfortunately, the Bulgarian government holds our vehicles at the Kapitan Andrevo
border gate for this mode of transportation. The reason is that there is no unit to check and approve
these. In other words, there is no doctor or veterinary examination station. The sample taken goes to
Sofia and when approval comes from Sofia, vehicles are allowed to pass. For this, we have to pay a

fee of 350 euros per vehicle. If we assume that the minimum number of vehicles passing per day is 200,

a fee of 70 thousand euros is paid unnecessarily. This is national wealth. In addition, it causes a waiting
period of approximately two or three days. Considering that the shelf life of the transported product is
seven or eight days and we spend three or four days to pass the border, it is not possible for these products
to reach the final consumer in a healthy way. In this case, our exporter’s products go to waste or have to
receive a serious reclamation penalty from the European buyer. On this issue, it is essential to establish a
working group under the leadership of our government and work with the Bulgarian authorities to solve
the problem. The second issue is that, due to Bulgaria’s entry into the European Union (EU) and Schengen,
the Bulgarian authorities have started to carry out full detection regarding all materials transported to
Austria. It was stated that this application is valid not only for Turkish vehicles but also for vehicles from any
country, if they will pass through the borders of Bulgaria and if the cargo they carry will be unloaded and
cleared within the borders of Austria. In return, a full determination fee of 150 euros is charged. Likewise,
due to this full detection inspection carried out on our vehicles, they wait in line for three or four days and
cause transit disruptions. The entire logistics community suffers greatly from this issue. The third issue is
the long truck queues that have been emerging at the Kapikule and Hamzabeyli border gates for years. In
fact, with the impact of the above two issues, it is inevitable that these queues will grow longer. We know
that when our exports increase, truck queues also grow longer. For about 10 years, this problem has been
increasing rather than decreasing. Unfortunately, the regulations that will eliminate this problem have not
been fully revealed in the studies carried out. No need to go too far back; although the queue problem
experienced in November 2023 decreased with the slowdown in exports, it has not been eliminated. At the
best of times, we can pass 1,200-1,500 cars through these border gates a day; unfortunately, no more cars
can pass through these border gates. Currently, in normal times, even when everything is fine, we can pass
after being held for one or two days. In this situation, although we, as the Turkish side, have taken all the
necessary steps, Bulgaria still does not have an approach to this issue and does not take any precautions.
This problem is growing and affecting Turkish exports and the industry. As the Turkish logistics industry,
we are experiencing difficulties in taking Turkish export goods to Europe. Even though our government
has taken great steps, we cannot see a well-intentioned approach from Bulgaria.”

We follow many issues and create projects within the scope of this newly formed working
group. | would like to briefly talk about our activities under two main headings:

In the E-Commerce and E-Export Development Potential and Logistics Processes Report in Tirkiye,

prepared by UTIKAD and first published in 2019, problems about the industry were listed and these
problems and solution suggestions were conveyed to the relevant institutions. As a continuation of the UTIKAD
e-commerce report, which has the feature of a living report, the “Remedial Suggestions Report for Facilitating
B2C E-Commerce and Increasing its Volume™ was published in 2022. In this report, ongoing problems in the
industry were discussed and basic operational and cost-related problems were grouped. Due to the increasing
volume and dynamic structure of E-Commerce and especially Micro Export, we decided to update the “Remedial
Suggestions Report for Facilitating B2C E-Commerce and Increasing its Volume” and started our work. We
evaluated that the report should be addressed not only with the logistics aspect of e-commerce but also with all
its stakeholders. In our study, we aim to invite participants from all stakeholders of e-commerce (marketplace
integrators, payment systems, infrastructure service providers, etc.) to discuss e-commerce problems and
issues, and to address these issues in the new e-commerce report. The report, which reveals the problems
experienced by companies in reaching the end consumer and the processes that hinder the development of
e-commerce, aims to increase the share of e-commerce with concrete solution suggestions and to spread and
develop it not only in metropolitan cities such as Istanbul, Ankara and Izmir but all over Tirkiye.
In addition to all the requested facilitation and improvements in the report, the implementation of the items
in the “Integrative Recommendations” and “Infrastructure Recommendations to Support the Development of
E-Commerce” will help Tiirkiye grow as a logistics center and reach and support all exporters/potential exporters
from Edime to Kars. We believe that it will contribute to gaining knowledge and increasing competition.

It has been evaluated that the projects that can be carried out under the heading of Digitalization (and
Innovation) should be evaluated and artificial intelligence-supported software should be developed that
SMEs can also benefit from, can easily integrate into their companies, and will reduce costs. Some sample
applications within the scope of digitalization are as follows:

Tarkiye'de geleneksel olarak lojistik hizmetlerinde kara, hava, deniz, demir yolu ve depolama olarak

devam ettiremiyoruz. Bunlar genelde B2B dedidimiz standart, geleneksel ihracat ve ithalat yéntemleriyle
gerceklesiyor. Tiirkiye'de cok yogun bir sekilde ihracat katlanarak devam ediyor. Tirkiye'de hacimler bu
kadar yikselirken de dinyadaki hacimlerin cok gerisinde kalmis durumdayiz. Ciinkii diinyada 6zellikle
pandemi dncesi ve sonrasindaki dénemde inanilmaz bir sinir Gtesi e-ticaret sevkiyatlarinda yikselme tespit
edildi. Diinyada 6ncii olan iki firma, biri Amerika'dan biri Cin'den olmak tizere sinir 6tesi ihracatlarinin

belli oranlarda artirdilar. Tarkiye'de de tastyicilar durumu kesfettikten sonra bu kervana katiimak istedi.
Uriinlerini cok hizli bir sekilde nihai alicilara gondererek bu talebi karsilamak istediler.

Bu dénem icinde de bizim sdyle bir durumumuz olustu: Tirkive e-ihracata hazir miydi? Mevzuatlar gerekli
destedi veriyor muydu? Devlet bes-alti seneden beri hizli ve baskili bir sekilde e-ihracat konusunda ne
kadar kararli oldudunu gosterdi. Fakat lojistik altyapisi acisindan biz bunlara hazir degildik. Cinka Tarkiye,
jeopolitik olarak batin holgelere cok yakin olmasina ragmen hala (in'den yapilan bir e-ihracatin hem
maliyet hem operasyonel olarak ¢ok gerisinde kaliyor. Biz cok daha kaliteli Griin retirken maliyet olarak
da disiikken Cin'deki firmalar giinde on binlerce paketi cok rahat bir sekilde gonderiyor. Tarkiye'deki
mevzuatsal sikintilardan dolayi 6zellikle son gectigimiz yillarda e-ihracat yapmak isin icinden ¢ikilmaz

bir hle geldi. Lojistik antrepolarin bdyle bir konuya hazir olmamasindan kaynakl Tirkiye’den yapilan
e-ihracatlarin limitleri hem lojistik maliyetleri olarak diger Glkelerden daha pahali hem de zaman agisindan
da transit siirelerde geride kaldik.

Biz de bu durumda bir mikro ihracat grubunu kurmak ve destek vermek istedik. Bununla ilgili de
antrepolarin, gimrik mevzuatlarinin, hava yollarinin, Tairkiye'de e-ticaretgilere direkt olarak uygulanan
ekstra vergilerin bu ihracati yapmak da rekabetciligimizi geri planda biraktidini tespit ettik. Bununla ilgili
sektorel, e-ticaret firmalari, TOBB nezdinde olsun gdriismeleri birinci elden yaparak bu bariyerleri indirmek
istiyoruz. Ayrica bir diger dnemli konu da bitin ihracatin 6zellikle sinir otesi ihracatin sadece istanbuldan
ckmasini degil, diger uluslararasi hava alani kapasitesinde olan izmir, Ankara, Antalya ve Adana gibi
hélgelerden ulastirma sevkiyatlarini direkt olarak kullanarak bu bolgelerin dreticilerinden yine sinir otesi
dider tlkelerle rekabet edebilecek voltaja getirmemiz gerekiyor. Mikro lojistik dedigimizde sadece e-ticaret
firmalarini degil, bunun icinde giimriik komisyonculari, ambarlar, gecici kabul alanlari, lokal tastyicilar ve
gumrik misavirlerini de kapsiyoruz. Aslinda lojistik adi altinda bitan ekosistemi ilgilendiren bir durum. Biz
de 2024 yilinda sadece e-ticaret tasiyicilarini dedil, btiin ihracat paydaslarini ugtan uca bir araya getirip
seferherlik baslatmak istiyoruz.

In Tirkiye, we cannot continue to provide traditional logistics services in the form of

land, air, sea, rail and storage. These are generally realized through standard, traditional export a

nd import methods, which we call B2B. Exports in Tiirkiye continue to increase intensively and
exponentially. Although the volumes in Tiirkive have increased so much, we are still far behind

the volumes in the world. Because an incredible increase in cross-horder e-commerce shipments was
detected in the world, especially in the period before and after the pandemic. Two leading companies

in the world increased their cross-horder exports by certain percentages, one from America and the other
from China. Transporters in Tarkiye also wanted to join this caravan after discovering the situation. They
wanted to meet this demand by sending their products to final buyers very quickly. During this period,
we had the following situation: Was Tiirkiye ready for e-export? Did the legislation provide the necessary
support? The state has shown how determined it is about e-export in a fast and pressured manner

for 5-6 years. But we were not ready for these in terms of logistics infrastructure.

Because although Tirkiye is very close to all regions geopolitically, it still lags far behind e-exports from
(hina, both in cost and operational terms. While we produce much higher quality products and lower costs,
companies in China send tens of thousands of packages a day very easily. Due to the regulatory problems

in Tairkiye, e-export has become inextricable, especially in recent years. Due to the fact that logistics
warehouses are not ready for such an issue, the limits of e-exports from Tiirkiye are more expensive than
other countries in terms of logistics costs and we are behind in transit times in terms of time.

In this case, we wanted to establish and support a micro export group. Regarding this, we have determined
that warehouses, customs regulations, airlines, and extra taxes directly applied to e-commerce merchants in
Turkiye have left our competitiveness behind in making these exports. We want to lower these barriers by
conducting first-hand discussions regarding this issue with sectoral, e-commerce companies and TOBB.

In addition, another important issue is that we will ensure all exports, especially cross-horder exports, do
only depart from Istanbul; we will also ensure that cross-border exports to the world from the producers of
these regions by directly using transportation shipments from regions such as lzmir, Ankara, Antalya and
Adana, which have international airport capacity, are carried out as e-commerce. We need to bring micro
logistics in Tarkiye to a level where it can compete with other countries. When we say micro logistics, we
include not only e-commerce companies hut also customs brokers, warehouses, temporary reception areas,
local carriers and customs consultants. In fact, it is a situation that concerns the entire ecosystem under the
name of logistics. We want to bring together not only e-commerce carriers but also all export stakeholders
end-to-end and launch a mobilization in 2024.

Transactions falling within the scope of the Exception
with the Value Added Tax Law General Application
Communiqué (KDVGUT), which contains explanations
regarding the implementation of the saidlLaw;

- Starting in a foreign country, passing through Tiirkiye

and ending in a foreign country,

- Starting in a foreign country and ending in Tiirkiye,

- Freight forwarding operations that start in Tiirkiye and

end in a foreign country are simply counted.

If all or part of the transportation activities within the scope
of the exemption are outsourced to other carriers, tax will not be
calculated for both activities, as the activities of both the organizing
company, which undertakes the work as a counterpart to the
company that carries out the freight forwarding operation and the
company, which carries out the actual transportation as a second-
degree contractor, are within the scope of exception. However, if
the second-degree contractor’s transportation activities begin
and end within Tiirkiye, these operations are subject to VAT.
With the Communiqué on the Amendment of the Value Added
Tax General Implementation Communiqué No. 49, published
in the Official Gazette dated 18.01.2024 and numbered 32433, it
has become mandatory for taxpayers to have an authorization
certificate in order for them to benefit from the exemption as of
01.02.2024.

Within the framework of these legal bases, if taxpayers actually
carry out the transportation and/or become freight forwarders
(provided that they have authorization certificates as of 01.02.2024)
and benefit from the exemption, they can claim the VAT that they
cannot compensate for through deduction, as an offset against their
other tax debts and/or in cash.

Taxpayers who will apply for a refund are required to create a List
of VAT to be Deducted, VAT Charged, and Sales Invoice to upload to
the electronic environment for the period in which they will apply
for the refund, in case they actually carry out the transportation,
and to submit the authorization certificate and the attached vehicle
document obtained in accordance with the relevant legislation
for the execution of international forwarding activities (refund
requests will be made as of 01.02.2024). They must submit it to the
tax office to which they are affiliated.

The Sales Invoice List consists of the information of the
revenue invoices issued for each International Forwarding
transaction, the starting and ending route, KM information
covered, the Customs Directorate, customs entry and exit dates,
and the numbers of the documentary documents pertaining
to the International Forwarding transaction. In addition, in

Freight forwarders can also receive a VAT refund for transactions
within the scope of the above-mentioned exception. Freight forwarders
are not obliged to upload the sales invoice list electronically. In addition,
the list containing the invoice information of those who actually carry
out the transportation and the lists containing the information of
the documents documenting the transportation must be submitted
to the relevant tax office in paper form, approved by Certified Public
Accountants.

Taxpayers who request a VAT refund within the scope of
International Forwarding activities, regardless of whether they
actually carried out the transportation or are the freight forwarders,

can pay their direct liabilities regarding the revenues related to the
transactions within the scope of the exemption, by giving a share of
the refund from their Overhead and Depreciable Economic Assets
(ATIK), provided that it is related to the transaction that gives rise to
the refund. They will need to create VAT lists.

Itis essential that the Direct Undertaking that constitutes the
VAT undertaken is associated with the transactions within the scope
of the exemption of that period. VAT paid for the fuel of a vehicle
going abroad is an example of direct liability. The Administration
has determined the calculation of the amount to be underwritten
from General Expenses and ATIKs through secondary regulations.
Accordingly, it argues that General Expense calculations should
be calculated by taking into account the formula: Refundable
commission revenue/ (Total commission revenue + Domestic
sales revenue). In order to prevent repeated refunds in ATIK
underwriting, the tax office requires a commitment from the
taxpayer to whom ATIK is provided, stating that no refund will
be made for this ATIK and that no request will be made for this
ATIK, and that in case of disposal, the buyer will not request a VAT
refund for this ATIK. Consultancy, Communication, Stationery etc.
Expenses are examples of General Expenses, Truck and Trailer ATTK.

Taxpayers’ VAT refund requests within the scope of International
Forwarding activities can be made in cash and /or on account refund
requests not exceeding 10,000 TL, provided that they are requested by
the end of the second calendar year following the period in which the
transaction took place, without requiring a tax inspection report, CPA
report and guarantee, in cash and/or in excess 0f 10,000 TL. or offset
refund requests are fulfilled according to the tax inspection report or
CPA report. If a guarantee is given, the taxpayer’s refund request is
fulfilled and the guarantee is resolved according to the results of the
tax inspection report or CPA report. In VAT refund requests, it is not
possible to compensate part of the refund through discount.

A NEW ERA HAS STARTED IN FIATA DIPLOMA IN FREIGHT
FORWARDING TRAINING

The new term of FIATA Diploma in Freight Forwarding Training, which has been successfully carried out for seven

terms by UTIKAD in cooperation with ITUSEM and which provides an exemption from the UDY3 Certificate that is

required as a professional qualification requirement in companies that will engage in freight forwarding activities
in accordance with the Freight Forwarders Regulation, started on February 21, 2024.
