Deputy Minister of Transport and Infrastructure of

the Republic of Tiirkiye Durmus Uniivar, noted
that Turkiye’s foreign trade volume has reached
$6006 billion, and service exports have reached
$117 billion, highlighting the decisive role of the
logistics industry within this total. Uniivar stated
that logistics, which generates approximately $41
billion in service exports, alone accounts for 35 percent of total
service exports, and made the following assessment: “We view
logistics, which provides one dollar of every $3 in service exports,
as the strategic backbone of the economy. Tiirkiye is positioned
to provide access to 67 countries, 1.5 billion people, and a market
generating $55 trillion in gross domestic product with a four-
hour flight. Our goal is to transform this location into a regional
and global logistics hub with smart, digital, environmentally
friendly, sustainable, and resilient technologies and transportation
infrastructure. We aim to raise the logistics performance index.
We aim to achieve zero delays, zero paperwork, and zero waste

in logistics. In addition to our infrastructure investments and
mega projects, which have reached a total size of $300 billion in
the last 23 years, we are also taking steps toward single-corridor
management through master plans with partner countries

for the Middle Corridor and Development Path, which are
increasingly important globally. We closely monitor international
developments and develop policies in line with our national
interests. We prioritize technological transformation. From
artificial intelligence-supported routing systems to autonomous
vehicles, logistics processes are being redefined.

In today’s world, where economic and social balances are
shifting rapidly, the future of logistics is being shaped by
digital transformation, Al-supported solutions, green and
sustainable practices, and supply chain security. The role
of logistics and logisticians is changing with new trends
in global trade. The Turkiye Logistics Summit, organized
under the theme “Pioneering the Future of Logistics,”
aims to accelerate industry transformation, improve
the efficiency of global logistics networks, and establish
Turkiye as a logistics hub.

Bilgehan Engin noted that the Turkish Ministry of
Trade has set a $78 billion target for service exports in
the Turkish logistics and transportation industry by 2028,
adding that UTIKAD aims to reach a market size of $200
billion within this framework. The industry currently has a
market size of approximately $110 billion.

Until recently, the Middle Corridor presented itself

as an alternative. However, due to global changes and
developments, it has become a highly strategic corridor, a
fully centralized authority. When we consider these corridors,
infrastructure investments gain importance. The investments
we will make in intermodal transportation are significant.

It’s not always possible to meet these requirements with the
private sector. However, when we move towards larger-scale
infrastructure projects, collaborative efforts are absolutely
essential.

“RAILWAYS TAKES THE LARGEST SHARE ”

Over the last 20 years, we have invested approximately

$180 billion in transportation infrastructure. Approximately
$58 billion of this was implemented through public-private
partnerships—build-operate-transfer (BOT) and similar
models—in which the private sector contributes directly.

We have set serious goals to further advance this
infrastructure. We have an ambitious goal of doubling the
current railway network by 2053. Infrastructure investments
are gaining importance to achieve these railway goals. Over the
last three to four years, railways have accounted for the biggest
share of the transportation investment budget. Railways are
the primary subsector. By 2025, their share of the Ministry of
Transport’s investment budget reached 55 percent.

Serdar Yaylali - General Manager of Metrans Istanbul
“INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENTS ARE NECESSARY”
When discussing the intermodal system and its success in Europe,
itis important to note: This is not just a single route; it can actually
be considered the integration of the entire system. We have 650
weekly train departures between our terminals alone.

Turkiye also needs to adapt to this. The public sector
is making dedicated efforts in this area. New institutions
and investments are underway. Infrastructure investments
are being made to establish a more established intermodal
transportation system.

“men’s work” conflicts with societal roles, and highlighted
the low representation of women in decision-making
mechanisms within the sector. She emphasized that change is
only possible when women support each other.

Tugba Pasali Karacan, Borusan Otomotiv Human
Resources and Occupational Health and Safety Executive
Board Member, assessed the impact of social paradigms on
women'’s career paths. Karacan noted that social stereotypes
shaped from childhood can cause women to be left behind in
the workforce, and that family responsibilities often become
a “judgment mechanism” for women. Karacan emphasized
the need to normalize personal and family matters in the
workplace, stating that women’s solidarity and sisterhood are
the strongest foundations of this process.

Deniz Caner, PINKO Tiirkiye Distributor, explained that
women are becoming increasingly powerful in the Turkish
business world, particularly in the fashion and luxury
sectors. Caner noted that female entrepreneurs are playing
significant roles in the sector by establishing their own

brands or bringing international brands to Tiirkiye, and
that mentorship and a culture of sisterhood are among

the most important drivers behind this success. She
stated that the increasing influence and diversity of

Turkish women in business inspires the development

Turkiye has gained in service exports in recent

vears, Sekib Avdagic, Chairman of the Board of

Directors of the Services Exporters” Association,

says that Turkiye is not only a product exporter
but also an actor strengthening its identity as a service country
that produces an added value in a wide range of sectors from
tourism to software, from logistics to cultural industries.

"Services exports are no longer merely a source of foreign

currency income; they have become a strategic area generating
a current account surplus,” said Avdagic, who explained to our
magazine the structural steps Tiirkiye needs to take to reach
its $121 billion target, the backbone role of logistics in the
economy, and how our country should build a brand vision in
global competition.

Services Exporters are playing an increasingly
decisive role in the growth of the Turkish economy.
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Dediginiz gibi son yillarda hizmet ihracatinda dikkat cekici
bir ivme yakaladi.

117 milyar dolar seviyesini asan hizmet ihracati, 2025 icin 121
milyar dolarhk hedefe emin adimlarla ilerliyor.

Turizm, tasimacilik, bilisim, saglik ve kilttr endtstrileri bu
biiytimenin lokomotifleri oldu. Hizmet ihracati artik sadece
doviz kazandiran bir kalem degil, ayn1 zamanda cari fazla
saglayan ve Turkiye ekonomisinin istikrarini giiclendiren
bir unsur haline geldi. Ttrkiye, cesitlenen sektor yapisi ve
artan hizmet kalitesiyle kiiresel pazarda artik daha giiclt bir
oyuncu.

Kisaca Tirkiye hem ihracat rakamlarindaki artis, hem
de katma degerli sektorlerde daha fazla pay sahibi olma
bakimindan belirleyici bir tilke olma konumuna dogru
ilerliyor. Ancak bir yandan doviz kuru ile enflasyon arasindaki
dengeyi saglamak, diger yandan bolgesel jeopolitik riskler ile
finansmana erisim konularim iyi yonetmemiz gerekiyor.

Turkiye’nin hizmet ihracatinda hedefledigi 121 milyar dolarhik
ihracat hacmine ulasabilmesi i¢in hangi yapisal adimlarin
oncelikli oldugunu diisiinliyorsunuz?

Kuskusuz biz hedefleri mevcut sartlara gore belirliyor, odak
noktamiza ulasmak icin sart 6ngormiiyoruz. Ama Tiirkiye'nin
makroekonomik ongorilebilirligini korumasi, ihracat¢inin
finansmana erisimini kolaylagtirmasi ve ihracatcimizin da
devletin destegiyle hedef pazarlarda daha fazla ¢esitlenmeyi
artirmasi bizim adimlarimizin da hedeflerimizin de daha
biiytik olmasini saglayacaktir. Bu nedenle lojistik altyapisina
yapilacak yatirimlar, dijitallesme ve e-ihracat destekleri ile
nitelikli isgtictiniin yetistirilmesini ihracat hedeflerimizin
buiytimesi ve gerc¢eklestirilebilmesi noktasinda temel yapi
taglari olarak gortyoruz.

Lojistik 6zelinde bakarsak, orta ve uzun vadede transit
gelirleri artirma bakimindan liman derinliklerinin
yiikseltilmesi, konteyner ellecleme kapasitelerinin
artirtlmasi, demiryolu-liman entegrasyonun saglanmasi
ve sinir gecislerinin daha da hizlandirilmasi hem lojistigin
gelirlerini hem de mal ticaretini artirarak hizmet ihracatini da
buiytitecektir.

How do you assess Tiirkiye’s current position in
service exports and the momentum it has gained in
recent years?

As you mentioned, service exports have gained remarkable
momentum in recent years. This success reflects the
unwavering commitment of the Turkish business community
to exports. Our services sector has successfully established

a sustainable service culture through its strong export-
oriented structure. Service exports, which exceeded $117
billion in 2024, are confidently progressing toward the target
of $121 billion by 2025. Tourism, transportation, information
technology, healthcare, and cultural industries have been

the driving forces behind this growth. Service exports are no
longer just a source of foreign exchange; they have become a
factor that generates a current account surplus and bolsters
the stability of the Turkish economy. With its diversified
sector structure and rising service quality, Ttirkiye has become
a stronger player in the global market.

In short, Turkiye is progressing towards becoming a decisive
country both in terms of increasing export figures and gaining
a larger share in value-added sectors. However, we need to
manage the balance between the exchange rate and inflation
on the one hand, and regional geopolitical risks and access to
finance on the other.

What structural steps do you think are a priority for
Turkiye to reach its target of $121 billion in service
exports?

Undoubtedly, we determine our targets based on current
conditions and do not foresee conditions for achieving our
focus. However, maintaining Turkiye’s macroeconomic
predictability, facilitating exporters’ access to finance, and
enabling our exporters to increase diversification in target
markets with government support will allow our steps and
goals to be even bigger. Therefore, we see investments in
logistics infrastructure, digitalization, and e-export support,
and the training of a qualified workforce as fundamental
building blocks for the growth and achievement of our export
targets.

Looking specifically at logistics, in the medium and long term,
increasing port depths, expanding container handling capacities,
ensuring rail-port integration, and further accelerating border
crossings will increase both logistics revenues and goods trade,
thereby also boosting service exports.

Tirkiye’nin cografi konumu ve insan kaynagi avantaji
diistiniildiigiinde, sizce lilkemiz hizmet ihracatinda nasil bir
“marka lilke” vizyonuna sahip olmali?

Turkiye, hizmet ihracatinda “gtivenilir, kaliteli ve erisilebilir
hizmet tissti” kimligini 6ne ¢ikariyor. O halde bu ti¢ unsur
bizim marka vizyonumuzun temelidir. Bu vizyonla biz bir
yandan saglik turizminde uluslararasi akreditasyonlarla
gliven tesis ediyoruz. Diger yandan da bilisim ve yazilim
alaninda “bolgesel teknoloji merkezi” imajim giiclendirmek
icin calisiyoruz.

Dort mevsim turizm, lojistikte hizli ve giivenli koridorlar,
kiiltiirel tretimlerde ise dizi, film ve dijital icerik ihracati
Turkiye'nin marka degerini besleyen alanlar olarak éne
cikiyor. Boylelikle Tirkiye kiiresel arenada sadece trtin
degil, hizmet ihrac eden bir tlke olarak konumlaniyor.
Ozetle marka vizyonumuzu giiven, kalite, bolgesel merkez
tizerine kurguluyoruz. Hizmet Ihracatcilar Birligi icindeki
her sektortimiiz de bu hedef dogrultusunda calismalarim
strdiriyor.

Gerek kiiresel ticaretin degisen dinamikleri gerekse
e-ticaretin yiikselisiyle birlikte lojistik, artik ekonominin
omurgalarindan biri olarak gériiliiyor. Sizce bugiin lojistik
sektoril, Tiirkiye ekonomisinde nasil bir rol oynuyor?
Lojistik sektorti, Turkiye ekonomisinin tasiyict
omurgasidir. Sadece mallarin taginmasini degil, hizmet
ihracatinin da stirdtiriilebilirligini saghyor. Karayolu,
demiryolu, denizyolu ve havayolu tasimaciligindaki
kapasite artisi, Turkiye’yi bolgesel bir transit merkezi
haline getirme potansiyeli tasiyor. Orta Koridor ve yeni
ticaret rotalariyla birlikte lojistik, dogrudan gelir saglayan
stratejik bir sektor haline geldi. Tirkiye'nin rekabet
giictint artirmasi, lojistikteki bu potansiyeli tam kapasiteye
ulagtirmasina bagl.

Acil yapmamiz gerekenler de var: Buiytik gemilerin
tilkemize geldiklerinde yasadig sikintilar1 ¢c6zmemiz
onemli. Ozellikle limanlarimizin ellecleme
kapasitelerinin azligi ve derinliklerinin yeterli seviyeye
ulasmamasi bu konuda sikintilarin yaganmasinin ciddi
bir nedeni. Bu sorunlarin giderilmesi stratejik bir dneme
sahip. Ote yandan Turkiye, Dogu-Bati ve Kuzey-Giiney
akslarinda kopri roltiyle transit ve hub fonksiyonu
tistlenebilir. Ozellikle e-ticaret lojistiginde bolgesel
merkez olma hedefi var. Bu hem lojistik hizmet gelirlerini
hem de dolayh olarak mal ihracatini artirir. Sonuc olarak
lojistik artik destekleyici bir sektor olmaktan ¢ikip
ekonominin yapi taslarindan biri haline geldi. Lojistik
diger ihracat sektorlerinin rekabet giictinii de belirleyen
bir konumda.

On the other hand, implementing vocational training and

certification programs that will ensure a sustainable supply

of qualified human resources in all our sectors, from tourism
to logistics, from healthcare to software, will also secure the
future of the service industry.

Considering Tiirkiye’s geographical location and
human resource advantage, what kind of “brand
country” vision do you think our country should have
in service exports?
Turkiye emphasizes its identity as a “reliable, high-quality, and
accessible service hub” in service exports. Therefore, these
three elements form the foundation of our brand vision. With
this vision, we are establishing trust in health tourism through
international accreditations on one hand, and working to
strengthen our image as a “regional technology center” in the
I'T and software fields on the other.

Sozgelimi Asya ve Avrupa kitalart arasinda tasiyici bir
koprii olan Istanbul; hava, kara ve deniz yollariyla biiyiik bir
kapasiteye sahip. Istanbul Havalimam ve Sabiha Gokeen
Uluslararas1 Havalimam kesintisiz havayolu trafigine ev
sahipligi yapiyor. Ulastirma ve altyap1 yatirimlarinin da
katkilariyla Istanbul; ulagtirma, lojistik ve tasimacihk
sektorlerinde de rekabetci bir yap1 sunuyor.

Ancak bu avantajlari gercek bir bolgesel lojistik tisstine
dontigebilmesi icin birkac kritik alanda esgtidiimli adimlar
atilmasi gerekiyor. Oncelikle liman, demiryolu ve karayolu
altyapisinin biittinlesik bir yapiya kavusturulmasi, Ttirkiyenin
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the export of TV series, films, and digital content in cultural
production stand out as areas that nourish Ttrkiye’s brand
value. Thus, Turkiye is positioning itself on the global stage
not only as a product exporter but also as a service exporter.
In short, we are building our brand vision on trust, quality, and
regional hub status. Every sector within the Service Exporters
Association continues to work towards this goal.

With the changing dynamics of global trade and the
rise of e-commerce, logistics is now seen as one of the
backbones of the economy. What role do you think the
logistics sector plays in the Turkish economy today?
The logistics industry is the backbone of the Turkish economy.

[t ensures not only the transportation of goods but also the
sustainability of service exports. The increase in capacity in road,
rail, sea, and air transportation has the potential to transform
Tarkiye into a regional transit hub. With the Middle Corridor
and new trade routes, logistics has become a strategic sector that
directly generates revenue. Increasing Tiirkiye’s competitiveness
depends on fully utilizing this potential in logistics.

There are also urgent things we need to do: [t is important to
solve the problems that large ships face when they arrive in our
country. The insufficient handling capacity and depth of our
ports are significant reasons for these difficulties. Addressing
these problems is of strategic importance. On the other hand,
Tarkiye can assume a transit and hub function, acting as a
bridge on the East-West and North-South axes. There is a
particular goal of becoming a regional center in e-commerce
logistics. This would increase both logistics service revenues
and, indirectly, goods exports. In conclusion, logistics has
evolved from a supporting sector into one of the fundamental
pillars of the economy. Logistics also plays a crucial role in
determining the competitiveness of other export sectors.

Strategically positioned as a bridge between Asia
and Europe, Tiirkiye has the potential to become a
regional logistics hub. What steps need to be taken
to realize this potential? Could you discuss the
challenges facing the sector in taking these steps?
As you mentioned in your question, logistics and
transportation services are closely linked to Ttrkiye’s
geographical location. For example, Istanbul, a bridge between
the continents of Asia and Europe, has a large capacity
through air, land, and sea routes. Istanbul Airport and Sabiha
Gokeen International Airport host uninterrupted air traffic.
With the contributions of transportation and infrastructure
investments, Istanbul offers a competitive structure in the
transportation and logistics industries.

However, for these advantages to transform into a true
regional logistics hub, coordinated steps are needed in
several critical areas. Firstly, integrating port, rail, and road
infrastructure will directly strengthen Turkiye’s logistics
capabilities. Increasing the depth of ports, raising container

Another important
topic is legal regulations
that will facilitate transit
trade.

claim to be a transit hub.

Furthermore, a qualified
workforce is a critical
leverage in the growth of the
logistics industry. Expanding
vocational training programs in
warchousing, transportation,
supply chain management, and
digital logistics technologies
will increase efficiency in the
industry.

As you have frequently mentioned, the visa problems
that businesspeople have recently experienced with
European countries are creating a serious obstacle for
Turkish exports. How do you assess the impact of this
crisis on Turkish exports? What kind of improvement
do you foresee in this regard in the short term?

Trade is equivalent to travel. This has been the case
throughout history. Commercial goods know no borders,
so the merchant selling them should. Therefore, the
mobility of the business world is of great importance

for the development of trade. However, the difficulties
experienced in visa processes limit this mobility. We
believe that taking mutually facilitating steps in this regard
will accelerate both our commercial relations and new
investment opportunities.

The recent document published by the EU Commission
regarding facilitating and accelerating Schengen visa
procedures for Turkish citizens is promising. However, our
ultimate goal is undoubtedly visa liberalization. Similarly,
concrete steps need to be taken as soon as possible regarding
the revision of the Customs Union.

logistics solutions, and sustainable transportation
models are now at the top of the global agenda. How
do you see the developments undertaken in the name
of green logistics? To what extent is Tiirkiye keeping
pace with this transformation?
We must prepare our companies for the green and digital
transformations that are now a necessity. In this context, the
European Green Deal, prepared by the EU, is a document
that fundamentally changes our production and export
models. This agreement points to a new economic order and
competitive structure. The regulations implemented in line
with the European Union’s 2050 carbon necutrality target are
very important for our country’s private sector.

According to Turkish Statistical Institute (TUIK) data,
41.4% of our exports in 2024 went to the EU. Therefore,
we are not in a position to ignore the Green Deal. The
Border Carbon Adjustment Mechanism, which will begin on
January 1, 2026, has a cost. This application will primarily
be implemented in energy-
intensive sectors such as
iron and steel, aluminum,
cement, fertilizers, electricity,
and hydrogen. According
to research by a business
organization (TUSIAD),
if we do not adapt to the
areen transformation, we
will experience a loss of
between 2.7% and 3.6% of
our GDP by 2030. We are
seeing some effort so far.
This is accelerating as the
implementation date approaches. It is especially crucial that
industrial facilities are modernized to reduce their carbon-
intensive processes.

The Tiirkiye Logistics Summit, which is also supported
by HIB, has become one of the important meeting
points of the industry. In what ways do you think this
event adds value to the Turkish logistics industry and
the overall development of service exports?

The Turkiye Logistics Summit brings together
representatives from the public, private, and civil society
sectors on the same platform, shaping the logistics industry.
The summit focuses on digital transformation, sustainable
transportation, access to finance, and infrastructure
investments. It also strengthens Tiirkiye’s goal of becoming a
regional logistics hub by showcasing its logistics capabilities
to international investors. Organized with the support of
HIB (Services” Exporters’ Association), such events provide
a guiding perspective for the industry, while also paving

the way for strategic collaborations and sustainable trade
connections among companies.

or many years, Turkiye’s geopolitical location has
turned it into not just a “transit zone” but a strategic
crossroads for global trade flows. As the axis of
world trade is being reshaped between Asia and
FEurope, many critical areas, from energy routes
to supply chains, hint at a new structure centered on Ttirkiye.
Infrastructure projects launched in recent years, accelerated
logistics investments, and increased diplomatic activity along
international corridors make Turkiye’s role in transit trade more
visible, both economically and geopolitically.

As the axis of global trade is shifting towards Asia and Europe
in recent years, new supply chains, rising energy needs, and
climate and security risks are necessitating a shift in logistics
flows to safer, faster, and more flexible routes. This not only
expands Turkiye’s role in transit trade but also strengthens its
economic and geopolitical clout.

Infrastructure projects, port modernizations, expansion of rail
and road networks, establishment of intercity logistics centers,
and the launch of digital customs applications implemented
to consolidate Turkiye’s position are making the country an
indispensable player in global logistics chains. Investments
ranging from the Middle Corridor to the Istanbul North Railway
Crossing, from the Development Road to new road and rail
lines, are strengthening Tiirkiye’s role as a trade transit point
and positioning it at the center of economic integration and
cooperation in the region.

THE MIDDLE CORRIDOR: THE LINE DETERMINING THE
NEW AXIS IN TRADE
The Middle Corridor is one
of the most critical routes
reshaping trade flows between
Asia and Europe. Starting
in China and extending to
Tarkiye via Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan,
Azerbaijan, and Georgia, this
route is now seen not only as a
geopolitical alternative but also
as a strategic backbone that
will shape the future of global
supply chains. The corridor’s
transit time, currently 18 days,
has been reduced to 15 days
with improvements, making it the fastest transportation option
on the east-west axis after air travel.
At a time when geopolitical risks are increasing and the

Yed Sea route is occasionally disrupted, this speed advantage
dramatically enhances the Middle Corridor’s competitiveness.
In fact, it is projected that approximately 30 percent of cargo
transported on the Asia- Europe route will travel through the
Middle Corridor in the coming years. This rate indicates a
potential far exceeding the corridor’s current capacity.

INRAIL, yalnizca yeni bir demiryolu hatti degil, Istanbul'un iki
yakasm yiiksek kapasiteli, agir yiik tasimacihigma uygun, modern
ve kesintisiz bir demiryolu omurgasiyla birbirine baglayan dev
bir altyapr yatirnmi. Tamamlandiginda, Turkiyenin kitalararas:

The most important factor that makes the Middle Corridor
strategic for Turkiye is that the steps taken in railway and port
infrastructure will create a new trade architecture through
Tarkiye, the corridor’s gateway to the west. The commissioning
of the Baku-Thilisi-Kars Railway line, which will enable
uninterrupted transport of Chinese-European cargo, the
availability of Marmaray for freight transport, and the continued
presence of the Zangezur Corridor are reshaping the future of
the region’s logistics network.

ISTANBUL NORTH RAILWAY CROSSING PROJECT

Tarkiye’s transportation vision has not only been limited

to opening new lines in recent years; it also encompasses a
strategic transformation that restructures the country’s logistics
backbone in line with global trade flows. One of the most critical
elements of this transformation is the Istanbul North Railway
Crossing Project (INRAIL), planned along Istanbul’s northern
axis. Aiming to fill a crucial gap in rail connectivity between
Asia and Europe, the project is seen as a vital step toward
strengthening Ttirkiye’s role in the Middle Corridor.

INRAIL is not just a new railway line; it is a major
infrastructure investment connecting the two sides of Istanbul
with a modern, uninterrupted railway backbone capable of
high-capacity, heavy-lift transportation. Once completed, it
will further enhance Turkiye’s integration in intercontinental
transportation.

The project involves the construction of a new, double-track
railway line approximately 126 kilometers long, completely
independent of the existing infrastructure. The line, which
begins in Cayirova and crosses the Yavuz Sultan Selim Bridge,
extends to Catalca on the European side. One of the most
important features of this route is the pre-allocated area for
railway crossings at the Yavuz Sultan Selim Bridge. This will
bring high-capacity railway crossings, which have been lacking
for many years, to the northern axis of the Bosphorus for the
first time.

The line, equipped with electrification and advanced
signaling systems, will enable heavy-duty trains to operate
uninterruptedly and with high safety standards. In this respect,
INRAIL will play a key role in the modernization of not only
[stanbul’s but also Ttrkiye’s national railway network.

A NEW TRADE ARTERIAL: THE DEVELOPMENT ROAD
PROJECT

Kalkinma Yolu, yalmzca Irak’t Avrupa’ya baglayan bir giizergah
degil; ayn1 zamanda Tuirkiye'nin transit ticaretteki merkez roltinii
pekistirmesi acisindan kritik bir proje. Ttrkiye'nin yillardir
gelistirdigi demiryolu modernizasyonu, liman yatirnmlari ve
Orta Koridor vizyonu, Kalkinma Yolu ile dogrudan bir biittinliik
olusturuyor.

At a time when global trade is being reshaped and traditional
sea routes are facing various geopolitical risks, the Development

Road Project, implemented with the shared vision of Ttrkiye
and Iraq, has the potential to change the region’s trade dynamics
fundamentally. Starting from the Persian Gulfin southern Iraq
and extending through Ttrkiye to Europe, this route redefines
not only trade relations between the two countries but also the
future of logistics flows on the Asia-Europe axis.

The Development Road, which Baghdad positions as
an “Economic Transformation Project,” creates a new
advantage for Tirkiye in both regional integration and global
competitiveness. At the heart of the project is the planned high-
capacity railway and highway networks between Iraq’s Faw Port
and the Turkish border.

The most critical element of the Development Road Project is
the Greater Faw Port. Located in the Persian Gulf as one of the
region’s largest ports, Faw, once completed, will serve as a new
gateway for global maritime trade with its massive container
capacity.

The project, along with the railway and highway lines
connecting this port to Ovakoy on the Turkish border, aims
to create one of the shortest and fastest trade routes from the
Persian Gulf to Europe. This route offers a new paradigm for
regional trade by reducing dependence on the Suez Canal, the
Red Sea transit, or the Eastern Mediterranean.

The Development Road is not only a route connecting
Iraq to Europe; it is also a critical project for consolidating
Tarkiye’s central role in transit trade. Turkiye’s long-standing
developments in railway modernization, port investments, and
the Middle Corridor vision are directly integrated with the
Development Road.

he logistics industry is transforming rapidly

as one of the most dynamic areas of the global

economy. However, the sustainability of this

transformation depends not only on technology

but also on an equitable and inclusive approach.
The 2025 Women’s Impact Report in the Logistics Industry,
prepared by UTIKAD’s Women Logisticians Focus Group
(KLOG), presents a striking picture on this point: Women’s
presence in the industry is becoming a decisive force
in terms of both operational efficiency and corporate
sustainability.

Prepared under the scientific supervision of Prof. Dr.
Ebru Demirci, a faculty member at Istanbul University’s
Faculty of Transportation and Logistics, the report provides
a multidimensional analysis of the status of women’s
employment in the logistics and transportation industry
in Tarkiye. Data collected from 181 UTIKAD member
businesses presents a detailed overview of women’s
representation in the industry, their role in decision-making
processes, and their perceived impact.

ALTHOUGH WOMEN’S REPRESENTATION IN MANAGEMENT
HAS INCREASED, EQUALITY HAS NOT BEEN ACHIEVED
According to UTIKAD’s Women in the Logistics Industry
Impact Report 2025, management structures in the
logistics industry are becoming increasingly inclusive.

An examination of the board structures of participating
companies reveals that the number of members generally
ranges from zero to 10. Of the participating companies, 25.9
percent have three-member boards, 23 percent have two-
member boards, and 18.5 percent have four-member boards.
The proportion of companies with a single-member board
structure was determined to be 10.4 percent. According to
the survey, approximately 65 percent of logistics companies
have women on their boards.

WOMEN'’S REPRESENTATION IN SENIOR MANAGEMENT IS
STILL LIMITED

The report reveals that despite the growing presence of
women in the industry, significant inequality remains

in senior management positions. While men hold CEO
positions in 72% of the surveyed companies, the percentage
of female CEOs remains at only 17%.

More broadly, female representation in C-Level
management positions (CEO, general manager, deputy
general manager, general coordinator, etc.) is 53%, while
47% have no female executives in senior management.

WOMEN ARE MORE VISIBLE IN MIDDLE MANAGEMENT
While women still have limited representation in senior
management, the picture is more promising in middle
management. Of the companies surveyed, 11% have four
women managers, 18% have three, 24% have two, and 12%

Another noteworthy aspect of the report is the findings
regarding social prejudices within the industry. The data
suggest that the male-dominated structure is beginning to
disintegrate, but societal stereotypes have not completely
disappeared. While some prejudices regarding women’s
professional identities remain, awareness levels across
the industry have increased significantly. The majority of
participants expressed disagreement with the statement
that “logistics is an industry where men perform better,”
at 74% whereas 81% disagreed with the statement that

“women’s emotional nature hinders decision-making.’

THERE IS A GAP BETWEEN THE INDUSTRY AND THE
ORGANIZATION IN PAY EQUALITY

The report examines equal opportunity practices between
male and female employees, revealing the gaps between
perception and actual practice within the industry. The
report’s section, titled “Practices for Gender Equality in

iSE ALIMDA FIRSAT ESIiTLiGi ARTIYOR

Rapor bulgularma gore, sektorde ise alim stireclerinde
kadinlara yonelik ayrimcihgin azaldigi yoniinde genel bir
kanaat olsa da algi ile uygulama arasinda hala belirgin bir fark
bulunuyor.

Ankete katilanlarin ylazde 52’si lojistik sektortinde
ise alimlarda cinsiyete dayal bir ayrim yapilmadigini
dustintirken, yiizde 38’i kadin adaylarin ise alimlarda
erkeklere kiyasla daha az tercih edildigini ifade etti.

KADINLAR, KATMA DEGER SAGLIYOR

Raporda yer alan bulgular, kadinlarin sektore kattigi
degerin cok yonlti oldugunu, toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin
sadece sosyal bir gereklilik degil, ayn1 zamanda kurumsal
performansi artiran bir unsur da oldugunu ortaya koyuyor.

the Workplace,” assessed both the perception of fairness in
wage policies and gender-based preferences in recruitment
processes. Participants were first asked to assess the
situation in the industry as a whole, followed by their
assessments of their own organizations, to gauge the gap
between perception and practice.

While 52% of survey participants believed equal pay
policies were implemented in the logistics industry, 40%
stated that female employees received lower salaries than
male employees. While 77% of participants stated that the
principle of equal pay for equal work was implemented
in their companies, only 12% believed female employees
received lower wages.

EQUAL OPPORTUNITY IN RECRUITMENT IS INCREASING
According to the report’s findings, while there is a consensus
that discrimination against women’s recruitment has
decreased, there is a significant gap between perception and
practice.

While 52% of survey respondents believe there is no
gender-based hiring in the logistics industry, 38% stated
that female candidates are less preferred than male
candidates. This suggests that while the influence of
societal stereotypes in the industry is diminishing, it has not
completely disappeared.

When it comes to their own organizations, the picture
is more positive: 78% of respondents stated that their
recruitment processes are gender-neutral, and 13% believe
female candidates are less preferred.

WOMEN PROVIDE ADDED VALUE

The report’s findings reveal that the value women add to the
industry is multifaceted, and that gender equality is not only
a social necessity but also a factor that enhances corporate
performance. 80% of survey participants stated that female
employees contribute positively to risk management, 82%
that they have a positive impact on openness to innovation,
78% that they contribute to customer loyalty, 88% that

they have an impact on service quality, 86% that they have
an impact on customer satisfaction, 78% that they have

an impact on customer loyalty, and 77% that they have an
impact on time management.

TIR Carnet.

The statement noted that TIR Carnet-based transport
operations to Jordan, Kuwait, and the United Arab Emirates
via [raq have successfully commenced; however, vehicles
entering Iraq or attempting to transit through the country
without a TIR Carnet or without prior notification via the
[RU’s TIR-EPD system are being detected and turned back
by Iraqi authorities.

NEW REQUIREMENTS FOR TRANSPORTATION

The statement shared by TOBB emphasized that, to prevent

similar problems and ensure the uninterrupted operation of

the process, the following rules must be strictly adhered to

in all transit transportations to the Gulf countries via [raq:

v/ Use of TIR Carnets for all transit shipments,

v Making a prior notification via IRU’s TIR-EPD system at

least 48 hours before entry into Iraq and correctly declaring

Iraq as a transit country,

v Reminding drivers that vehicles may be subject to

customs control at the Habur Border Gate; and that it

is mandatory to record the new seal number on the TIR

Carnet in case of a broken seal,

v Sending cargo and transport documents in advance via

the relevant link to expedite Iraqi customs procedures.
Officials stated that these measures are critically

important both to prevent delays in transportation

processes and to ensure the smooth operation of Iraq’s TIR

system.

HAS TRIGGERED A REGIONAL TRADE
TRANSFORMATION”

Iraq’s accession to the TIR System on April 1,
2025, and the reopening of its borders to
international transit transport, has triggered
one of the most significant transformations in
regional trade flows in recent years. Having
been closed to transit transport for a long

time due to both security and administrative
restrictions, Iraq’s accession to the TIR system
has opened its borders to transit transport, thus enabling
the long-discussed Development Road project to be put into
practice.

With Iraq’s accession to the TIR System, transit transport
has become predictable, secure, and compliant with
international standards. This change has directly impacted
trade flows both along the Tturkiye- Gulf route passing
through Iraq and across a wider geography, from Europe and
Central Asia to the Gulf countries, creating new dynamism
in the logistics industry.

The reactivation of the Iraqi corridor with the TIR system
has also brought strategic diversification to the region’s
logistics architecture. Effects such as creating an alternative
to the routes currently used for transport to the Gulf
countries, revitalizing transit transport via Saudi Arabia,
and establishing a multifaceted network that can connect
to the Middle Corridor have strengthened regional trade
competitiveness.

In addition, Iraq’s implementation of the TIR system, and
its reintegration with Gulf countries already actively using
the system, has contributed to balancing supply chains in
the region. Furthermore, the possibility of transporting
goods directly to Gulf countries by road via transit
through Iraq has eliminated cargo transfers, additional tax
collections, and changes in vehicle and transport mode,
thus enabling much faster and easier transportation.
Indeed, many transporters in our region have shifted their
shipments to Gulf countries via the Iraqi route since Iraq
allowed transit shipments, thus gaining both speed and cost
advantages. In particular, shipments from Ttrkiye to the
United Arab Emirates, Kuwait, Qatar, and Saudi Arabia
via Iraq clearly demonstrate both the security of the Iraqi
corridor and its future potential.

TIR SYSTEM SPEEDS UP DELIVERY TIMES
Following Iraq’s accession to the TIR system and its
permission for transit shipments, the most noticeable

development was the elimination of import procedures and
control processes at border crossings for transit vehicles.
Undoubtedly, this advantage brought by the TIR system has
completely eliminated potential problems related to imports
and tax collection in Iraq.

Another advantage brought by the TIR system is
the significant acceleration in delivery times. With the
commencement of transit shipments via Iraq, shipments
from Turkey to Kuwait are completed in four days, to Jordan
in four days without transshipment, to the United Arab
Emirates via [raq’s Umm Qasr Port in seven days, and via
Saudi Arabia in 12 days. These shipments can be carried out
smoothly under the TIR Carnet system, and the number of
shipments is increasing every day.

“THE TRANSITION TO THE TIR SYSTEM HAS PROVIDED
CONCRETE BENEFITS TO REGIONAL ECONOMIES”

[raq’s introduction of the TIR Carnet as a mandatory transit
route has yielded three key positive results for both the
public and private sector authorities:

Security and traceability: T'1R’s international sealing,
guarantee, and tracking mechanisms have facilitated

risk management for Iraqi customs, ensuring smooth
transportation in terms of security, both at border crossings
and during domestic transit.

Speed and simplification: The ability to make multiple
border crossings with a single TIR Carnet, the standardized
document structure provided to customs administrations,
and the harmonization of border procedures have resulted
in a significant reduction in processing and delivery times.
This has both reduced operating costs for transporters and
greatly contributed to the time-sensitive nature of supply
chains.

Strengthening public-private sector cooperation: The
mandatory use of the TIR system encouraged carriers to
move towards an internationally accepted transit regime
instead of fragmented solutions; the [RU systematized
cooperation between carrier organizations, customs
authorities, and border administrations.

In conclusion, Iraq’s transition to the TIR regime is not
merely a technical adaptation but a structural reform that
accelerates regional trade flows and enhances the security
of the logistics industry. This new framework, established
with the support of the IRU, both strengthens Iraq’s goal of
becoming a central country in regional trade and provides
tangible benefits to the economies of the entire region,
particularly Tarkiye and the Gulf.

NEW REGULATIONS HAVE BEEN PUBLISHED
IN ROAD TRANSPORTATION

The regulatory amendment published in the Official Gazette dated October 1, 2025, introduced comprehensive regu-
lations that directly affect the industry, ranging from international transportation authorization to administrative fines.

Regulation” was published in the Official

“Administrative Fine Amounts and Recurrence.” These
new sections introduce new obligations and restrictions,
particularly for businesses transiting through Tirkiye

or engaging in international transportation activities.
Furthermore, the revision of administrative fines has made
the sanctions for repeated violations clearer and more
deterrent.

STRONG INSPECTION OF FOREIGN PLATE VEHICLES
Under the regulation, vehicles with foreign license plates are
completely banned from transporting goods between two
locations within Tirkiye. Violations of this ban will result

in a heavy administrative fine of 50 times the minimum
limit. Furthermore, the requirement that foreign vehicles
comply with the type of transit permit and carry all required
transportation documents is clearly stipulated.

AUTHORISATION DOCUMENTS AND A NEW FRAMEWORK
FOR CONTRACT VEHICLE PRACTICES

Companies holding authorization certificates will be

able to operate contract vehicles acquired through direct
leases in addition to their own fleets. However, vehicles
acquired through financial leases will not be included in the
calculation of the contract vehicle rate. This has created a
new balance in fleet structure calculations.

UPDATED TIME LIMITS FOR TRIP NOTIFICATIONS

Reporting periods for flights departing from airports

have been increased from 1 hour to 2 hours. Additionally,
significant extensions have been made to certain application
and notification processes, extending the timeframes

from 30 days to 3 months. These changes aim to make
operational planning more predictable.

GRADUATE IMPLEMENTATION PERIOD FOR
ADMINISTRATIVE FINES

With the new provisions added to the regulation,
administrative fines will now be applied according to
specified lower and upper limits. Repeat violations within
a specific timeframe will be met with a new system that
multiplies the penalties. For example, if the same vehicle
commits the same offense a third time within a calendar
year, the penalty will be doubled.

NEW AUTHORIZATION RULES FOR INTERNATIONAL
TRANSPORT

Those without a license are strictly prohibited from
operating in international transportation. However, limited
special permits may be issued to vehicles with foreign
license plates when deemed necessary. However, heavy fines
have been imposed on foreign vehicles for transportation
without a license. These regulations aim to tighten
competition and oversight in international transport.
