industry, UTIKAD is celebrating its

40th anniversary. Since its inception,

the association has united transport and

logistics service providers under one
roof. Over the past four decades, UTIKAD has not only
contributed to the sector’s growth but has also pioneered its
institutionalization, the elevation of industry standards, and
the enhancement of its global competitiveness.

UTIKAD has played a decisive role in the sector’s

transformation—from the limited capabilities of the
1980s transport landscape to today’s industry, which is
redefined by digitalization, sustainability, and integrated
logistics solutions. Through its strong relationships with
international organizations, comprehensive sectoral reports,
and policy recommendations, the association has been
instrumental in integrating Tirkiye into global logistics
networks.

A ROBUST STRUCTURE SINCE 1986

The story of UTIKAD began in 1986, when 30 companies
dedicated to the transport industry united around a

shared vision. Founded as the Association of International
Transport Contractors and Agents (UNMAD), UTIKAD
has evolved over the past 40 years to become the most
comprehensive non-governmental organization in the
Turkish logistics sector. By bringing together companies
across a broad spectrum of activities—including road, air,
sea, and rail transport, as well as multimodal transport,
port management, warechousing services, express cargo, and
customs brokerage—the association has established itself as
the unified voice of logistics service providers.

Driven by the goal of consolidating a fragmented
industry, the association embraced the vision of gathering
freight forwarders under a single umbrella. This pursuit
took a concrete form in 1995 with the merger with the
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ULUSLARARASI AGLARLA GUCLENEN TEMSIL KABILIYETI
Yalnizea ulusal 6l¢ekte siirl kalmayan UTTKAD, kiiresel dleekte
de etkin bir temsil giicti olusturdu. Bu yolculugun en dikkat ¢ekici
dontim noktalarindan biri ise 2002 yilinda Istanbul'un, FTIATA
Diinya Kongresine ev sahipligi yapmasi oldu. Sektoriin en prestijli
bulusmalarmdan birinin Tirkiye'de gerceklesmesi, tilkenin lojistikteki
potansiyelini diinyaya gosteren giiclti bir mesaj niteligi tagidi.

Following a unanimous decision by 162 members, the
association was renamed the Association of International
Freight Forwarders and Logistics Service Providers
(UTIKAD), significantly expanding its scale and
representative power. In the same year, UTIKAD took a
critical step toward international integration by becoming
a member of FIATA. In 1999, the association adopted

its current name, reflecting an even broader vision that
encompasses all components of the logistics chain.

REPRESENTATION STRENGTHENED BY
INTERNATIONAL NETWORKS
Extending its influence beyond national borders, UTTKAD has

established a formidable presence on the global stage. One of the

most remarkable milestones of this journey was Istanbul hosting the
FIATA World Congress in 2002. Organizing one of the industry’s
most prestigious gatherings in Ttrkiye served as a powerful
message, showcasing the country’s logistics potential to the world.
By joining CLECAT in 2003, the association integrated into the
European logistics network, placing its international relations on
an increasingly institutional and permanent foundation. This was
followed by becoming a founding member of ECOLPAF in 2010
and a founding organization member of DEIK (Foreign Economic
Yelations Board of Turkiye) in 2012, allowing UTTKAD to assume
amore proactive role within the nation’s foreign trade ecosystem.
In 2014, Istanbul once again became the epicenter of the
global logistics industry. The successful hosting of the 52nd
FIATA World Congress in Turkiye demonstrated the heights of
UTIKAD’s organizational capabilities and reasserted Tiirkiye’s
ambition in the international arena. A crowning achievement
occurred in 2023 when Turgut Erkeskin, one of UTIKAD's
past presidents, was elected as the President of FIATA. This
development significantly amplified the influence of the Turkish
logistics sector worldwide, creating a lasting impact through
both the success of high-profile events and the strengthening of
strategic global networks.

A FOCUS ON EDUCATION, SUSTAINABILITY, AND
TRANSFORMATION

The association has not limited its contribution to representation
alone; it has also taken pioneering steps in the fields of education
and gender equality. By obtaining the authority to provide
FIATA Diploma training in 2014, UTTKAD filled a significant
void in logistics education and launched its inaugural program

in 2015. Simultaneously, as a signatory to the United Nations
Global Compact, the association integrated the principles

of sustainability and responsible business practices into its
corporate DNA.

The steps taken toward social equality have made this approach
even more visible. In 2017, UTIKAD became the first non-
governmental organization to be awarded the “Equal Women at
Work Certificate” (Is'te Esit Kadin Sertifikast). By doing so, it
provided a powerful example that transformation is possible, even
in a traditionally male-dominated sector like logistics.

UNITING THE INDUSTRY THROUGH UTIKAD SUMMITS
Since 2018, the UTTKAD Summits have become vital platforms
for debating the future of the industry. Organized under themes
such as “T'he Future of Logistics” and “Forward Transformation,”
these summits have successfully highlighted the shifting dynamics
of the sector.

The Turkiye Logistics Summit, held in 2024 and 2025, further
solidified UTIKAD's role in generating sectoral vision. These
platforms, which bring together public authorities, the
private sector, and international stakeholders, have stood
out as key gatherings where strategic topics concerning the
future of logistics are discussed.

As maritime risks intensify, new developments in land
transportation are fundamentally shifting the equilibrium of global trade.

hile the Middle East has served as the

epicenter of decades-long conflicts

and power struggles, the world has

now reached an unprecedented and

critical threshold. In 2026, the fragile
balances of the region are facing a new and more severe
trial. The military operations launched by the USA and
I[srael against Iran at the end of February have transcended
local skirmishes, evolving into a process that is redefining
global power dynamics. A landscape of airstrikes, reciprocal
retaliations, and operations targeting strategic assets
indicates that the conflict has morphed into a multi-layered
security crisis. This interplay between diplomacy and
military mancuvers deepens global uncertainty with each
passing day.

As it stands today, the conflict has generated widespread
repercussions ranging from energy security to the flow of
international commerce. Threats directed at the Strait of
Hormuz-the vital artery connecting Middle Eastern oil and
Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) production to world markets
via the Gulf of Oman and the Indian Ocean—underscore
that one of the global economy’s most sensitive trade lanes
is under direct risk. Notably, this maritime chokepoint
facilitates approximately 20% of the world’s total petroleum
trade, making its stability paramount for global supply chain
continuity.

TENSIONS IN THE STRAIT OF HORMUZ TRIGGER
VOLATILITY IN OIL MARKETS

The strikes launched by the USA and Israel against various
regions of Iran on February 28 quickly escalated into a
broader theater of conflict. On the first day of hostilities,
Iran retaliated by targeting the U.S. military presence in
the region; American military installations in the United
Arab Emirates, Jordan, Bahrain, Qatar, Kuwait, Saudi
Arabia, and Northern Iraq became the focal points of these
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as oncesinde yaklasik 70 dolar seviyesinde
seyreden Brent petrol fiyatl, yasanan
elismelerin ardindan yUzde 60’1 asan bir

. artisla 112 dolara yutkseldi.

Iran, siirecin ilk asamasinda kiiresel petrol ticaretinin
yaklasik ytizde 20’sinin gerc¢eklestigi stratejik Hiirmiiz
Bogazi'mi ABD, Israil ve miittefiklerine ait gemilere
kapattigin1 acikladi. iran donanmasinin, bogazdan gecen
petrol tankerlerini fiize ve insansiz hava araclariyla hedef
almasi, enerji piyasalarinda ciddi bir sarsintiya yol acti.

The Iranian Navy’s subsequent targeting of oil tankers
with missiles and Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAVs) sent
shockwaves through the global energy markets. As a direct
result, Brent crude oil prices, which were hovering around
$70 per barrel prior to the conflict, surged by over 60%,
reaching a peak of $112.

ATTACKS ON ENERGY INFRASTRUCTURE PUSH THE
CONFLICT TO A NEW THRESHOLD

As the intensity of the hostilities escalated, the redirection
of U.S. and Israeli strikes toward Iran’s energy infrastructure
on March 6 marked a definitive turning point in the conflict.

ORTA DOGU’DA SAVAS LOJISTIK HATLARINI
ZORLUYOR

Orta Dogu’da ytikselen her tansiyon, diinya ekonomisinin
ana damarlari olan ticaret yollarinda birer ritim
bozukluguna yol aciyor. Israil, iran ve ABD eksenli

bir catisma senaryosu, bugiin artik sadece bolgesel

bir glivenlik sorunu yaratmasinin yani sira tasimacihik
stire¢lerinin maliyet, stire ve givenilirlik acisindan
yeniden degerlendirilmesini zorunlu kiliyor.

Bu noktada en kritik bashklardan biri, Hiirmz Bogaz
ve Basra Korfezi cevresinde yogunlagan riskler. Kiiresel
petrol ticaretinin 6nemli bir boliimiiniin gectigi bu hat
tizerinde olusabilecek herhangi bir aksama, yalnizca
enerji arzin degil, denizyolu tasimaciligina bagh tiim
tedarik zincirlerini dogrudan etkiliyor. Artan sigorta
primleri, rota degisiklikleri ve giivenlik dnlemleri, navlun
fiyatlarinda yukar: yonlii bask: yaratirken bu durum
nihai tirtin maliyetlerine kadar uzanan zincirleme bir
etki olusturuyor. Denizyolu tasimaciliginda yasanan
bu kirilganlik, alternatif gizergah arayislarim da
hizlandirmis durumda. Ancak kara ve demiryolu
koridorlarinin mevcut kapasitesi, denizyolunun yarattigi
hacmi kisa vadede kargilamakta yetersiz kaliyor. Bu da
ozellikle Asya—-Avrupa hattinda faaliyet gosteren tretici
ve dagitici firmalar icin teslimat stirelerinde uzama ve
planlama zorluklari anlamina geliyor. Ote yandan liman
operasyonlarinda artan giivenlik kontrolleri ve olasi
saldiri riskleri, ellecleme stirelerini uzatarak tedarik
zincirlerinde ek gecikmelere yol aciyor.

Havayolu tagimacihgi ise kriz donemlerinde oldugu
gibi yeniden stratejik bir alternatif olarak éne ¢ikiyor.
Ancak hava sahasi kisitlamalari ve hizla yiikselen yakit
maliyetleri, bu secenegin de sinirh ve pahali bir ¢6ziim
olarak kalmasina neden oluyor. Uluslararasi Hava

The targeting of oil storage facilities in Tehran resulted

in large-scale fires across multiple locations. In a direct
retaliatory move, Iran struck Israel’s refineries and energy
installations in Haifa, as well as critical energy assets in
Kuwait, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, and the United Arab
Emirates. These reciprocal attacks on energy infrastructure
had immediate repercussions on global markets; while

oil prices experienced severe volatility, energy security
emerged as the most critical pillar of the war.

Following Iran’s decision to blockade the Strait of
Hormuz, Trump announced the deployment of military
assets to the region to reopen the strait. He subsequently
called upon allied nations to form an international maritime
task force to initiate collective action. However, this
appeal failed to garner the anticipated level of support.
European nations and several regional actors opted for a
more cautious stance, fearing that such an escalation could
catalyze an even broader global crisis.

CONFLICT IN THE MIDDLE EAST STRAINS LOGISTICS
PIPELINES

Every escalation of tension in the Middle East causes a
“rhythmic disorder” in the trade routes that serve as the
primary arteries of the global economy. A conflict scenario
centered around Israel, Iran, and the USA no longer
merely poses a regional security threat; it necessitates a
fundamental re-evaluation of transportation processes in
terms of cost, lead time, and reliability.

At this juncture, the risks intensifying around the Strait
of Hormuz and the Persian Gulf represent one of the most
critical issues. Any disruption along this corridor, which
facilitates a significant portion of the global petroleum
trade, directly impacts not only energy supply but all supply
chains reliant on maritime transport. Rising insurance
premiums (War Risk Surcharges), forced rerouting, and
heightened security protocols are exerting upward pressure
on freight rates, creating a domino effect that extends to the
final product costs.

This vulnerability in maritime logistics has accelerated the
search for alternative routes. However, the current capacity
of land and rail corridors remains insufficient to absorb
the massive volumes typically handled by sea in the short
term. For manufacturers and distributors operating on the
Asia-Europe axis, this translates into protracted delivery
timelines and complex planning hurdles. Furthermore,
intensified security screenings at port operations and
the risk of potential strikes are extending handling times,
leading to additional bottlenecks in supply chains.

In this climate, air freight is once again emerging
as a strategic alternative, as is common during crises.
Nevertheless, airspace restrictions and surging fuel
costs ensure that this remains a limited and expensive

Orta Dogu’da artan jeopolitik riskler ve 6zellikle
Hitrmiiz Bogazi cevresinde yasanan gelismeler, ticaret
rotalarinin yeniden sekillendigi bir siireci beraberinde
getirirken Tirkiye bu yeni tabloda alternatif lojistik
coztimlerle 6ne ¢ikmaya hazirlaniyor. Ticaret Bakani

Dr. Omer Bolat, ihracat ve transit tagimaciliga iliskin
son gelismeleri degerlendirerek, bolgeye yonelik énemli
bir adimin hayata gecirildigini acikladi. Bolat, 6zellikle
ihracatcilara yonelik bolge ile alakali yeni bir gelisme
vasandigini belirterek, su degerlendirmelerde bulundu:
“Yeni bir gelismeyi sizlerle paylasmak istiyorum. Bolge
(Korfez) tilkelerinden ve diinya tilkelerinden ihracat
noktasinda siparislerin artmaya basladigini gortiyoruz.

According to IATA (International Air
Transport Association) data, global jet fuel index prices,
which stood at $99.4 per barrel on February 27, skyrocketed
by 95.2% to $195.2 as of March 27. This drastic surge has
dramatically increased cost pressures on air transport,
forcing a rapid upward revision of air cargo freight rates.

NEW LOGISTICS EXPANSION IN THE GULF STRENGTHENS
TURKEY’S POSITION

As escalating geopolitical risks in the Middle East
particularly developments surrounding the Strait of
Hormuz-—precipitate a reshaping of global trade routes,
Turkey is poised to distinguish itself with alternative logistics
solutions. Assessing the latest developments in exports and
transit transportation, Minister of Trade Dr. Omer Bolat
announced that a significant step has been taken regarding
the region. Highlighting a new development specifically for
exporters, Bolat provided the following assessment:

“I would like to share a new development with you. We
are observing an increase in orders from Gulf nations
and other global markets. As inventories deplete, new
orders are beginning to arrive. In this context, due to the
closure of the Strait of Hormuz, we have secured 15-day
transit visas for all truck drivers for transit trade via land
routes as a result of intensive negotiations with the Saudi
Arabian government. Consequently, it will be possible to
reach all Gulf countries within a 3-to-4-day lead time.
This situation will also provide us with a significant
strategic advantage in importing fertilizers from the Gulf,
particularly from Qatar.”

Cidde limani tizerinden olusturulan kara koridorlari, tedarik
zincirinin devamlihgim saglamak adina énemli bir rol Gistlenmig
durumda. Ancak bu ¢oztimiin stirdiirtilebilirligi, mevcut kapasite
ve operasyonel kosullar nedeniyle siirh. Ote yandan, global
konteyner hatlarmin Kizildeniz rotasina temkinli yaklasmasi ve
Cidde ugrakl servislerin kapasite acisindan yetersiz kalmasi,
navlun fiyatlari tizerinde yukar1 yonlt baski olusturuyor.

Denizyolu ve karayolundan sonra jeopolitik krizlerin
etkisinin en hizh hissedildigi alanlardan biri havayolu
tagimacilhigl. Hava sahalarinin kapanmasi, artan giivenlik
riskleri ve yakit maliyetlerindeki dalgalanmalar hava kargo
operasyonlarinin da hem rota planlamasini hem de maliyet
yapisini dogrudan etkiliyor.

Mart 2026 itibariyla bazi uluslararasi havayolu sirketlerinin
yakit harclarim artirma yontinde adimlar attigr goriilityor. Bu
durum, hava navlun fiyatlarinin ciddi oranda yiikselmesine
neden olabilir. Ote yandan, maliyet artis dalgasinin yalnizca
havayolu ile simirh kalmayip kara ve denizyolu tasimacihigimi
da etkilemesi bekleniyor. Ancak yerel havayolu sirketleri
tarafinda su ana kadar bu kapsamda resmi bir uygulama
aciklamasi bulunmuyor.

“EVERY TENSION IN THE REGION CREATES A
GLOBAL WAVE”

Every geopolitical tension in the Middle East
deeply affects not only the countries in the
region but also the global trade balances. While
every missile fired impacts the lives of dozens
of innocent people, it also directly affects
our industry—the logistics sector—which is
one of the most critical arteries of the global
economy.

The increase in operational risks across road, sea, and
air transport directs companies toward alternative routes
and planning. Specifically, as transit points come under
risk, it becomes mandatory to recalculate transit times and
cost assessments. This brings a more flexible, rapid, and
risk-oriented management approach to the forefront of our
industry.

Feedback from the field reveals the tangible reflections
of this impact. For instance, companies in the textile sector
report that their clients are hesitant to travel to Turkiye.

In the machinery industry, it is observed that the delivery

processes for many finished products have stalled due to

uncertainties in the region.

At the point we have reached today, alternative solutions
are being deployed to maintain access to destinations such as
Kuwait, Qatar, Bahrain, and the UAE along the western line
of the Persian Gulf. Land corridors established via the Port
of Jeddah have assumed a vital role in ensuring supply chain
continuity. However, the sustainability of this solution is limited
due to existing capacity and operational conditions. On the other
hand, the cautious approach of global container lines toward the
Red Sea route and the capacity shortages in services calling at
Jeddah are putting upward pressure on freight rates.

After sea and road transport, air cargo is one of the
areas where the impact of geopolitical crises is felt most
rapidly. The closure of airspaces, increased security risks,
and fluctuations in fuel costs directly affect both the route
planning and the cost structure of air cargo operations.

As of March 2020, it is observed that some international
airlines have taken steps to increase fuel surcharges. This
situation could lead to a significant rise in air freight rates.
Furthermore, this wave of cost increases is expected to affect
not only air transport but also road and sea freight. However,
as of now, there has been no official announcement regarding
such applications from local airlines.

We continue our close monitoring to provide accurate
guidance to our stakeholders.

Bu ytizden firmalar da dogal olarak daha temkinli hareket
ediyor. Tek bir hat ya da tek bir tilkeye bagh kalmak yerine
alternatif rotalar, farkh tedarik¢iler ve daha esnek operasyon
yapilart kurmaya yoneliyorlar. Bir anlamda artik “plan B” degil,
“plan B, C ve D" ile ilerlenen bir donemden geciyoruz.

Bu
yizden ilk sok etkisi her ne kadar zorlayici olsa da sektor genel
olarak hizli adapte olabilen bir yapiya sahip. Bir 6nemli detay
daha; Tarkiyenin cografi konumu bu tarz donemlerde gercekten
avantaj saglayabiliyor. Alternatif ticaret koridorlarinin daha fazla
konusuldugu, rotalarin yeniden sekillendigi bir ortamda Tuirkiye,
daha stratejik bir hub haline gelebiliyor. Bu da Ttirk lojistik
firmalari i¢in aslinda yeni firsat kapilart actyor.

Frankly, I do not view the current tensions between the
USA/Israel and Iran as merely a regional crisis. Such
developments now affect global trade very rapidly and
can shift balances instantaneously. As the logistics
sector, we are among the first to feel these impacts.
While we used to talk primarily about cost-efficiency,
we have now reached a point where “risk management”
takes center stage. This is because supply chains are no

longer as resilient as they once were. Eiven a minor geopolitical tension

can alter routes, extend transit times, or cause costs to spike suddenly.

Specifically, developments along the Middle East line directly affect

many items, from maritime transport to energy prices.

Consequently, companies are naturally acting with more
caution. Instead of relying on a single line or a single country,

they are turning toward establishing alternative routes, diverse

suppliers, and more flexible operational structures. In a sense,

we are moving through a period where we advance not just with a

“Plan B,” but with “Plans B, C, and D.”

Then, of course, there is the cost aspect. Fluctuations in

energy prices, insurance expenses, freight rates—all can rise in

a chain reaction. This pushes both logistics firms and foreign

trade companies to think more strategically. However, I believe

this process offers not only a risk but also an opportunity for
transformation. We are entering an era where players who are
more agile, more digital, and more visionary will stand out.

The fact that critical transit points like the Strait of Hormuz are
under risk is the most sensitive aspect of the matter. This is not

just a passage; it is the heart of global energy and trade flows. Even

the slightest disruption at such a point creates a domino effect.

Increases in insurance premiums and freight rates become
inevitable. Particularly the rise in “war risk” costs creates
significant pressure in sectors like ours that operate on narrow
operational margins. Logistics firms are forced either to pass this
increase on to the customer or attempt to absorb it internally. The
sustainability of either scenario is a separate topic of debate.

Truthfully, the Turkish logistics sector is no stranger to such
fluctuations; in fact, [ can say it has developed a serious reflex
over the years. Therefore, although the initial shock effect is
challenging, the sector generally possesses a structure that can
adapt quickly. One more important detail: Tiirkiye’s geographical
location can truly provide an advantage during such periods. In
an environment where alternative trade corridors are discussed
more frequently and routes are being reshaped, Ttirkiye can
become a more strategic hub. This actually opens new doors of
opportunity for Turkish logistics firms.

Bu tiir krizlerde dikkat ¢eken en énemli unsur, fiziksel kesinti
yasanip yasanmamasindan bagimsiz olarak riskin cok hizli sekilde
kiiresel ticaret maliyetlerine yansimasidir. Enerji fiyatlarindaki
artig, sigorta maliyetleri, navlun dalgalanmalari ve finansman yiikt
gibi kalemler zincirleme bir etki yaratarak yalnizca ilgili bolgeyi
degil, tim ticaret akisini etkiler. Ancak meveut stirecte farkh
olarak risk yalmzca fiyatlara yansimakla kalmayip, ayni zamanda
tedarik zincirlerinin yeniden kurgulanmasini da tetikliyor.

Korfez bolgesindeki gerilim yalmzca teorik bir jeopolitik
risk degil, sahada karsiligi olan, operasyonel akisin dogrudan
etkilendigi bir kirllma yaratmis durumda. Bugiin gelinen noktada
mesele yalnizca “riskin fiyatlanmasi” degil; bircok hatta dogrudan
servislerin durma noktasina gelmesi, armatorlerin bolgeye giris
konusunda daha temkinli davranmasi ve yiiklerin alternatif hub’lara
zorunlu yonlendirilmesidir. Teknik olarak tam bir kapanma olmasa
da sahada fiilen “yari-kesinti” olarak tamimlanabilecek bir stirec
yaganiyor. Ozellikle tanker tarafinda navlunlarin yiizde 30-100
bandinda yiikseldigi ve savas riski primlerinin gemi bagma on
binlerce dolarlik ek maliyet yarattigi biliniyor.

Ozellikle Korfez ¢ikish yiiklerde dogrudan tagimalarin
ciddi dl¢tide azaldigy; yiiklerin Korfakan, Cidde gibi alternatif
limanlar tizerinden aktarmal sekilde tagidig goriiliiyor. Bu
durum yalnzca transit sitireleri ortalama 7-14 gtin uzatmakla
kalmamakta, ayn1 zamanda cift ellecleme, i¢ aktarma ve yeniden
planlama maliyetleri nedeniyle toplam lojistik maliyetini
katlayarak artirmaktadir. Sahada gordtigtimiiz veriler, bazi
hatlarda toplam maliyetlerin 3 ila 6 kat, hatta spot bazh ytklerde
daha da yukari ¢ciktigim gosteriyor.

Bu tiir krizlerde en kritik etki yalmzca maliyet artisi degil,
maliyetin zamanlamasi ve finansal yiiktidr.

pass through the Strait of Hormuz, every tension in
the region directly impacts logistics costs and flows.

The most striking element in such crises is that the risk is
reflected in global trade costs almost instantaneously, regardless
of whether a physical disruption actually occurs. Items such as
rising energy prices, insurance costs, freight fluctuations, and the
financing burden create a chain reaction that affects not only the
relevant region but the entire trade flow. However, in the current
process, risk does not just reflect in prices; it also triggers a
reconfiguration of supply chains.

The tension in the Gulf region is not just a theoretical
geopolitical risk; it has created a rupture where operational
flow is directly affected on the ground. At the point we have
reached today, the issue is not just “pricing the risk”; it is the
fact that direct services on many lines have reached a standstill,
shipowners are acting more cautiously regarding entry into
the region, and cargo is being forced toward alternative hubs.
Although there is no total closure technically, a process that can
be defined as a “semi-interruption” is occurring in practice. It
is well known that in the tanker sector specifically, freights have
risen in the 30-100% band, and war risk premiums have created
additional costs of tens of thousands of dollars per vessel.

[tis observed that direct shipments—particularly for cargo
originating from the Gulf—have decreased significantly; cargo
is being transported via transshipment through alternative
ports such as Khor Fakkan and Jeddah. This situation not
only extends transit times by an average of 7-14 days but also
exponentially increases total logistics costs due to double
handling, inland transshipment, and re-planning expenses.
Data from the field shows that on some lines, total costs have
increased by 3 to 6 times, and even more for spot-based cargo.

In these crises, the most critical impact is not just the cost
increase itself, but the timing of the cost and the financial
burden. On the insurance side, additional war risk premiums
for entries into risky areas are activated rapidly; these costs are
usually calculated before the voyage and collected in the short
term. Similarly, while freight increases take effect instantly, it is
not always possible for forwarders to reflect these costs to the
customer with the same speed.

Su anda Htirmiiz
Bogazi, daha once Stiveys kanal transit stirelerin uzamasi
ve navlun fiyatlarinin ciddi sekilde yikselmesi krizi her
gecen giin biytitiiyor. Alternatif tasima modlarina yatirimin
onemini bir kez daha gortiyoruz.

Bu krizler navlun fiyatlarinin yaninda giivenligi de
olumsuz etkiliyor. Bu tiir krizlerin ardindan navlun gibi
sigorta maliyetleri de artiyor. Denizyolunda bu hattin navlun
maliyetinde 2.000 dolar tizerinde artis gortliyor, transit
gecislerde yasanan aksamalarin eckonomik anlamda olumsuz
etkilerini gormeye basladik.

Tensions surrounding the Strait of Hormuz and
the Persian Gulf make this corridor—where a
significant portion of the oil trade takes place
one of the most sensitive points of the global
cconomy. The global economic consequences
negatively impact trade flows, financial
behaviors, and the energy market. Historically,
Turkiye occupies a vital geographical position
between Asia, Europe, and the Middle East. Due to this
location, we face not only negative impacts but also
significant strategic opportunities.

Maritime transport has been severely affected by crises in the
Middle East in recent years. Currently, the issues in the Strait of
Hormuz, following the previous Suez Canal crisis, are causing
transit times to lengthen and freight rates to rise sharply, with
the crisis growing every day. We are once again witnessing the
paramount importance of investing in alternative transport modes.

These crises negatively affect security as well as freight
prices. Following such turmoil, insurance costs rise
alongside freight rates. A freight cost increase of over 2,000
dollars is being observed on this maritime line, and we
have already begun to see the adverse economic effects of

disruptions in transit passages.

CORRECTION PROCESS IN AIRWAY CUSTOMS

With the new regulation made in the Airway Customs Declaration System, it has been made possible to correct
declarations by withdrawing them before approval and by requesting them to be sent back after approval; the
change will enter into force as of May 4, 2026.

significant regulation has been made in the Airway
Customs Declaration System (HGBS) with Circular
No. 2026/7 published by the Republic of Ttirkiye
Ministry of Trade, Directorate General of Customs.
With the amendment, the correction mechanism
in the declaration processes of goods transported by air has been
restructured.

According to the article communicated by the Ministry, Circular No.
2025/13 regarding HGBS, which enables the submission of the Airway
Declaration Form and its annexes to the customs administration in
an electronic environment
and the digital execution
of approval processes, has
been updated. With this
amendment, the declaration
correction processes, which
are of critical importance in
the operation of the system,
have gained a more flexible
structure.

Within the scope of the
new regulation, it has been
made possible to correct
aregistered declaration
by withdrawing it before
it is approved by the
customs administration.

[t has been stipulated

that after the approval process is completed, the declaration can

only be corrected by submitting a request for it to be sent back to

the customs administration. With this change, it is aimed to rectify
errors encountered in practice within a more controlled and traceable
process.

On the other hand, the effective date of the said Circular has also
been updated and set as May 4, 2026. Thus, sector stakeholders have
been granted a certain transition period to adapt to the new system.

[t was observed that the views of the sector were also effective in the
regulations regarding the HGBS process. Technical evaluations were
submitted to the Ministry of Trade, Directorate General of Customs, by
the HGBS Sub-Working Group established within UTIKAD, starting
from the draft stage. As a result of the correspondence and meetings
held throughout the process, the regulation allowing declarations

to be withdrawn before approval and corrected by being sent back
after approval was welcomed by the Directorate General. With this
amendment, customs declaration processes in air transportation are
expected to achieve a more flexible, transparent, and operationally
manageable structure.

"The possibility of withdrawing declarations before approval
and correcting them by requesting a return after
approval provides significant flexibility in terms of
operational processes. While correcting erroneous
declarations in current practices causes loss of time
and additional workload, processes will become
more agile and manageable with the new regulation. Along with
this, one of the most important advantages of the new system is the
reduction of physical processes. In the current structure, there is a
distance of approximately 6 kilometers from the warehouses to the
units where the declaration is submitted, and the inability to deliver
all documents at the same time slows down the processes. With
the transition to the electronic declaration system, transactions
can be completed in a digital environment without the need to
cover this distance. Furthermore, if approval processes are enabled
without the need to physically wait for documents coming from
different units, the execution of simultaneous approval processes
over the system will provide a significant contribution in terms of
operational speed and efficiency.

[tis evaluated that the new regulation will significantly
contribute to the more effective management of declaration
errors. The controlled withdrawal and correction of errors
through the system will reduce both administrative risks and
potential punitive sanctions. This situation will provide a more
transparent and traceable process management across the sector.
Nevertheless, in the initial stages of the application, issues such
as the adaptation process regarding system usage, the need
for training, and the restructuring of workflows may create
some challenges in the short term. However, I believe that in
the medium and long term, this regulation will increase speed,
accuracy, and operational quality in the sector.

The new regulation implemented by the Ministry of Trade accelerates the amendment processes in export
declarations, addressing the long-standing demands raised by sector representatives.

rder to increase efficiency in export processes
and strengthen the digitalization strategy, the Ministry has
commissioned a significant regulation regarding customs
declaration amendment (redrese) procedures. This step has
opened the door to a new era in terms of time and operation
management, especially for exporters.

Within the scope of the implemented regulation, the data
fields in export declarations with the 1000 regime code can now
be updated directly by the declarant. Thus, companies will be
able to perform amendment procedures from their own offices
or data entry halls.

The pilot phase of the application was launched as of
December 9, 2025, at the Ankara and Esenboga Customs
Directorates, and the initial results revealed that the system
offers significant gains in terms of speed and accessibility.
The Ministry aims to expand the application to all customs
administrations in the coming period.

Another aspect to consider is how well our customs
administrations respond—both in terms of legislation and
operations—to the dedicated efforts of exporters striving to
sell their goods in international markets.

UTIKAD, we have endeavored at every opportunity to
emphasize the importance of having customs declaration
amendments (referred to as redrese) in export transactions
performed by indirect representatives (customs brokers)
rather than the customs authorities (inspection officers) to
ensure faster processing. In every meeting, seminar, panel,
and particularly within the Trade Facilitation Coordination
Committee—established by Presidential circular—we have
highlighted the significance of this issue, the feasibility of
the process, and the subsequent reduction of the workload
on customs authorities.

In this context, a technical regulation was issued by
the Ministry of Trade, General Directorate of Customs.
This regulation allows for the addition of new items or
modifications to existing items by the declarant within
the “Detailed Declaration” module of the BILGE System,
specifically for export declarations with a ‘1000’ regime
code. Following these modifications, the final approval is
granted by the inspection officer. This pilot application
initially launched at the Ankara and Esenboga Customs
Directorates and was subsequently expanded to the Yalova,
Pendik, Bursa, and Gemlik Customs Directorates.

The operational reflection of this legislative update is
as follows: When an amendment is required in an export
declaration registered by an indirect representative,
the customs authority is petitioned as before. The
inspection officer then grants system access for the
indirect representative to perform the correction. Once
the corrections are made by the representative, the
officer reviews and approves them. Given the density of
transactions at customs directorates, experience shows that
these amendments are performed much faster through the
data entry programs used by indirect representatives, while
also increasing the efficiency of the inspection officers.

As UTIKAD, we prioritize the widespread adoption of this
practice. By reporting field feedback and legislative needs
to the Ministry of Trade, we continue our efforts to activate
applications that will enhance efficiency and speed.

he Guarantee Information System, developed by

the Ministry of Trade, has opened the door to a

new era that will accelerate processes and increase

transparency in customs guarantee transactions.

[nitially opened for use by ministry units as of
December 8, 2025, the system expanded its scope by being
made available to taxpayers and representatives as of February
0, 2020.

With the new system, it has become possible to monitor all
information and transaction processes regarding the guarantees
submitted to customs administrations through a single system.
In addition to individual, collective, and lump-sum letters of
guarantee, data regarding cash guarantees are presented to the
user with a more comprehensive content, going beyond basic
information such as guarantee type, status, and issuance date.
Details regarding taxpayers, guarantee amounts and balances,
declarations linked to the guarantee, connections based on
warchouse codes, customs administrations where transactions
are made, and data regarding the banks providing the guarantee
can also be tracked through the system.

GUARANTEE INFORMATION SYSTEM COMMISSIONED
With the commissioning of the Guarantee Information System,
while ensuring that guarantee processes are managed from

a single center, it is aimed to shorten transaction times and
increase operational efficiency. The system, which offers
significant convenience in financial management and operation
tracking especially for foreign trade actors, also supports
decision-making processes with the opportunity for fast access
to information.

FFurthermore, with the start of the use of the system by
taxpayers and representatives, it has become possible to monitor
the guarantees subject to customs transactions instantaneously
in an electronic environment. Accessible via e-Government
integration, the Guarantee Information System stands out as
one of the important steps reflecting the vision of digitalization
in public services onto customs processes.

NEW ERA BEGINS IN EXPRESS CARGO OPERATIONS

With the new regulation published in the Official Gazette by the Ministry of Trade, both operational capacity and
transaction limits in postal and express cargo transportation have been restructured. While the requirement for
customs brokers has been strengthened, monetary and weight limits have been doubled.

Official Gazette on January 3, 2026. The regulation includes
noteworthy updates, particularly regarding the structural
obligations and transaction limits of express cargo operators.

With the new communiqué, the requirements for

employing customs brokers for companies operating in
this field have been redefined. Accordingly, it has become
mandatory for companies to employ at least two customs
brokers within their organization, enter into a contract with
them, or receive services through a customs brokerage firm.
Additionally, the authority to regulate the number of such
brokers has been granted directly to the Ministry of Trade.

LIMITS DOUBLED
Another prominent highlight of the regulation concerns

GRADUAL IMPLEMENTATION TIMELINE

The implementation schedule of the communiqué varies by
article. The article containing the regulations regarding the
employment of customs brokers will enter into force 90 days
after publication. All other provisions became effective as of
the date the communiqué was published.

Sector representatives point out that these changes will
accelerate operational processes while simultaneously
increasing audit and expertise requirements. The new
regulation is anticipated to pave the way for a more corporate
and scalable structure in express cargo transportation.

COMPREHENSIVE EVALUATION FROM UTIKAD
REGARDING EXPRESS CARGO REGULATIONS

UTIKAD has submitted its views on the recent legislative
changes regarding postal and express cargo transportation

to the Republic of Tiirkiye Ministry of Trade, General
Directorate of Customs. Based on feedback from its members
and detailed internal reviews, the association pointed out that
the recently implemented regulations could lead to results
that narrow the sector’s potential and limit its field of activity.

In the evaluation made by UTTKAD, it was stated that
the obligation brought by the communique amendment
published in the Official Gazette on January 3, 2026,
requiring express cargo companies to employ or contract
al least two customs brokers, creates an additional and
continuous financial burden, particularly for SME-scale
enterprises.

Furthermore, pointing to the narrowing scope of the
Simplified Customs Declaration (BGB) application in imports
due to amendments in Circular No. 2022 /9, it was emphasized
that despite the expansion provided in exports, the introduction
of new obligations has caused hesitation in the sector regarding
the balance and proportionality of the application.

The evaluation also highlighted that the increase in
collateral amounts for express cargo companies during 2025
has intensified the pressure on the sector. It was stated that
when these regulations are considered together, they create
a multiple financial and operational burden for the firms.

Within the framework of all these elements, UTTKAD
stated that the regulations should be reconsidered in a way
that supports the healthy development and competitiveness
of the sector. The association called for a review of
obligations that undermine the principle of proportionality
for SMEs and urged for the mitigation of the financial and
operational burdens arising in practice.

REDEFINING CUSTOMS DECLARATION RULES
With the draft regulation prepared by the European
Commission, which envisages amendments to the
Union Customs Code (UCC) Delegated Regulation,

a comprehensive update is being made to customs
declaration rules regarding distance sales. In this
framework, the scope and obligation of the H7
declaration are being clarified, with plans to limit this
declaration type solely to IOSS-covered sales and postal
shipments. Additionally, the new regulation introduces
additional data elements such as TARIC codes, product
identifiers, and website URLs.

GUARANTEES AND COMPETENT CUSTOMS
OFFICE REGULATIONS

Planned amendments to the Union Customs Code
Implementing Regulation bring a new framework to
guarantee practices in e-commerce shipments. While
the draft text envisions expanding the comprehensive
guarantee application to include distance sales and
postal shipments, it clearly states that in cases where
[OSS is not utilized, the customs office of destination
will, as a rule, be the competent customs office.

STRENGTHENING COOPERATION WITH THE AEO
GUIDELINES

A new guidance document published by the European
Commission aims to strengthen cooperation between
Authorized Economic Operators (AEO) and customs
authorities. Although non-binding, the guidelines
provide practical directions on detecting and reporting
suspicious activities, monitoring risks associated

with organized crime, and maintaining cooperation
mechanisms throughout the entire lifecycle of AEO
authorization.

NEW RISKS AND AGENDAS FOR THE LOGISTICS
SECTOR

In a position paper prepared by CLECAT, attention
was drawn to the potential impacts of the regulation on
the logistics sector. The report highlighted increased
operational burdens, cost pressures, the adequacy of
['T infrastructure, and particularly the effects on SMEs
as prominent topics. It was also noted that sectoral
concerns and policy recommendations have been
submitted to the relevant decision-making processes.

“CUSTOMS PROCESSES WILL EVOLVE INTO
AMORE SYSTEMATIC AND DATA-DRIVEN
STRUCTURE”

The abolition of the customs duty exemption
for e-commerce shipments under 150 Euros
indicates that the long-standing “low-value,
high-volume, and low-cost flow” model in
the logistics sector will change significantly.
Although the transition to a fixed tax
application aims to provide operational
simplicity, it will create an effect that increases
the total transaction cost. Particularly in high-volume B2C
shipments, an increase in unit costs is inevitable.
However, this regulation should be evaluated not only as a
cost increase but also as a redistribution of the operational
burden. Since every shipment will now be handled within
the scope of a specific tax and declaration obligation,
customs processes will evolve into a more systematic
and data-driven structure. For logistics firms, this means
an additional burden in terms of both labor and system
infrastructure.
On the other hand, this transformation may bring along a
consolidation process in the sector. While this new model
may not be sustainable for players with limited financial
strength and operational infrastructure, new opportunities
will arise for companies with strong capital structures and
integrated systems.
The new regulations regarding the H7 declaration and
additional data requirements clearly reveal that digitalization
in e-commerce logistics has become a necessity rather than
a preference. The fact that data elements such as TARIC
codes, product details, and digital platform links have
become mandatory makes it almost impossible to carry
out declaration processes using manual methods. In this
context, logistics firms will need to invest in advanced I'T
infrastructures, data validation mechanisms, and integrated
systems to manage customs processes. At the same time,
automation and data integration will gain critical importance
in maintaining the speed of operational processes.
New regulations are accelerating the transition from
“transport-oriented” business models to “data and
compliance-oriented” models. This leads to logistics firms
moving beyond being actors that only manage physical flow
and becoming an integral part of customs processes.
As a result, while this transformation creates cost and
adaptation challenges in the short term, it has the potential
to create a more transparent, traceable, and sustainable
e-commerce logistics ecosystem in the medium and long term.

Sistem
bugitine kadar hizli, daha sade ve 6lcekle
yonetilir bir yapidaydi ancak degisiklikle birlikte
daha fazla veri, daha fazla kontrol ve daha fazla
eforla yonetmek gerekebilir.

Gumrtik ve sinir noktalarinda yogunluk artisi, gecikmeler
ve servis stirelerinde uzama kacinilmaz hale gelebilir. Bu
durum, ozellikle yiiksek hacimli e-ticaret akislarinda hub’lar
ve lojistik operatorler Gizerinde ciddi bir kapasite baskisi
olusturabilir. CLECAT’in Ocak 2026 tarihli raporunda
belirttigi tizere, diisiik kiymetli gonderilerde H1 beyana
gecisin sistemde ciddi tikaniklhik ve operasyonel yiik
yaratacagi acik sekilde belirtiliyor. AB tarafindan alinan
bilgilere gore sistem suistimali, giivenlik, haksiz rekabet ve
hacim patlamasinin 6ntine ge¢cmek icin alindigi soylenen bu
karar 6zetle; hizli ve cok gonderi sisteminin, genel kontrol, az
hata ve dogru beyan sistemi olarak revize edilmesi anlamina
geliyor.

H7 tarafindaki bu son mevzuat firtinasi aslinda tek bir seyi
netlestirdi: Artik tasima kapasiteniz degil, veri kapasiteniz
kadar varsiniz. Eskiden H7 rejiminin sundugu o minimal
veriyle hizlica operasyon bitirme konforu, itiraf edelim ki
hepimizi biraz tembellestirmigti. Fakat gimrik idaresinin
artik TARIC kodundan iiriin linkine kadar her detay1 masaya
istemesi, isin rengini tamamen degistirdi. Acikcasi gimrik
idaresi artik tirtinti kapida gérmekle yetinmiyor, dijital
diinyada trtinii en ince detayina kadar stizgecten gecirmeden
limana sokmama niyetinde.

Sahadaki gerceklik ise bazen mevzuatlardan cok daha
sert. Eksik veri demek sadece bekleme stiresi degil, ciddi bir
operasyonel risk ve itibar kayb1 demek. Bence bu noktada
sektorde cok keskin bir ayrisma yaganacak. Stireclerini
henitiz platformlar tizerinden uctan uca entegre edememis,
veriyi hala manuel yollarla derleyip toparlamaya calisan
yapilar i¢in bu yeni diizende nefes almak gercekten zor bir
hal alacak.

MUCH AS YOUR DATA CAPACITY, NOT YOUR
TRANSPORT CAPACITY”

Although the abolition of the exemption may at first
glance seem like an increase in costs due to new
taxes, it signifies a transition from a volume-
oriented, low-value express transport model to a

process management. Until today, the system was
in a fast, simpler, and scale-managed structure;
however, with the change, it may be necessary to
manage with more data, more control, and more effort.

An increase in congestion at customs and border points, delays,
and an extension in service times may become inevitable. This
situation could create significant capacity pressure on hubs and
logistics operators, especially in high-volume e-commerce flows.
As stated in CLECAT’s January 2026 report, it is clearly indicated
that the transition to H1 declaration for low-value shipments will
create serious bottlenecks and operational burdens in the system.
According to information received from the EU, this decision

said to be taken to prevent system abuse, security issues, unfair
competition, and the volume explosion—summarily means the
revision of the "fast and high-volume shipment” system into a
"general control, minimal error, and accurate declaration” system.
This recent legislative storm on the H7 side has actually clarified
one thing: From now on, you exist only as much as your data
capacity, not your transport capacity. Let’s admit that the comfort
of finishing operations quickly with the minimal data offered by
the H7 regime had made us all a bit lazy. However, the fact that
the customs administration now demands every detail, from the
TARIC code to the product link, has completely changed the
nature of the business. Frankly, the customs administration is no
longer satisfied with seeing the product at the gate; it intends not
to allow the product into the port without filtering it to the finest
detail in the digital world.

The reality on the ground is sometimes much harsher than the
regulations. Missing data means not just waiting time, but serious
operational risk and loss of reputation. I believe a very sharp
divergence will occur in the sector at this point. For structures
that have not yet integrated their processes end-to-end via
platforms and are still trying to compile data through manual
methods, breathing in this new order will become truly difficult.
The famous “I'T capacity” warning emphasized in CLECAT's
January report is actually the most concrete summary of the
bottlenecks we are experiencing today.

The prediction that 40 percent
of the skills required in current job roles will change in
the near future reveals the depth of this transformation.

As we approach 2030, the areas where the labor market will
experience the most growth are likely to be occupational
groups actively working in the field. New job opportunities are
expected to emerge in a wide range of fields, from agricultural
workers and delivery couriers to construction specialists

and technical field teams. This growth is driven by two key
factors: the persistent need for a physical workforce and the
new opportunities for expertise opened by technological
advancements. As artificial intelligence, robotics, renewable
energy systems, and environmental technology solutions
develop, the demand for competent professionals in these
fields is increasing.
