1. Istatistiki Bilgi Teatisi

Heyetler, siirdiriilebilir iktisadi kalkinmamin desteklenmesinde tagimalarin kolaylagtinlmast ve
geligtirilmesinin gerekliligini vurgulayarak iki iilke arasindaki uluslararas: karayolu tagimacilig
islemleri 6niindeki engellerin ele alinmasina iligkin kararliliklarimi bir kez daha teyit etmislerdir.

Bu nedenle Heyetler, iki {ilke arasindaki dig ticaret ve uluslararas karayolu tasimaciligina iligkin
yillik istatistikleri gegmis yallarla kargilagtirarak teati etmigler, Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti ve Giircistan
arasinda karayolu tagimacilifi sekidriiniin daha da gelismesini desteklemek i¢in daha uygun
kosullar yaratma gerekliligini vurgulamislardir. Heyetler ayrica iki tilke arasindaki ticaretin ve
karayolu tagimaciligimn artirilmast igin destek vermeye yonelik niyetlerini de ifade etmislerdir.

2. Karayolu ile Egya Tasimacihg

Heyetler, karayolu tagimacihign sektoriiniin stirdiirilebilir sekilde gelistirilebilmesi icin
tasimacilarm kargilastiklart zorluklarin ele alinmasinm Snemini vurgulamiglardir.

a. Giircii tarafi, Giireli tasimacilarin Tiirk topraklarinda karsilagtiklar sorunlann ¢6ziilmesine
yonelik etkili, hizhi ve siirekli miidahalelerinden dolayr Tiirk tarafina minnettarhim ifade
etmistir. Giircii tarafi ayrica, Giircil tasimacilarin karayolu ile esya tasimalar sirasinda Tiirk
topraklarinda karsilagtiklart bazi sorunlar hakkinda Tiirk tarafim bilgilendirmistir,

Tasimacilarin Tiirk sinir kapilarinda sunduklars gegis belgelerinin zaten kullanilmis oldugu veya
sistemde bulunmadign gerekgesiyle reddedildigi vakalar, yukarida bahsi gegen sorunlar arasinda
yer almaktadur.

Heyetler, bir gegis belgesinin verilmis oldugu firmann tek bir tagit: tarafindan kullanilabilecegi
hususunda anlagmislardir. Tiirk tarafi bir hafta iginde otomasyon sisteminde bu dogrultuda
gerekli diizenlemeleri yapacakdir.

b. Giircii tarafi, Giircli tagtmacilarim 2021 yili iginde TRACECA ¢ok tarafli izin belgesine iligkin
olarak kargilastiklari zorluklar hususunda Tiirk tarafina bilgi vermistir. Tiirk gimritk yetkilileri,
¢ok sayida belgeyi, sistemde daha 6nce kullamlmig goziiktiikleri igin kabul etmemigtir. Vakalar,
Tiirk tarafiyla kurulan temas sayesinde etkili bir gekilde ¢oziilmiistir, Giircii tarafi bu vesile ile



Tiirk Heyetinden s6z konusu endigelerini yetkili makamlara iletmelerini, bahse konu islemlerin
geri almalarin ve geri bildirimde bulunmalarin talep etmistir,

Tirk Heyeti bu sorundan haberdar olduklarim ve gelecek yillarda bu tir sorunlarla
kargilagiimamasi amaciyla ¢8ziim igin halihazirda 6nemli adimlar atildigin kaydetmistir.

¢. Glircli Heyeti, gecmise yonelik olarak alinan yiksek yol kullamm ticretleri ve cezalar
nedeniyle Tiirk sinir kapilarinda gergeklesen yogunlugu giindeme getirmiy ve Sdemelerdeki
faizin silinmesini talep etmistir.

Tiirk Heyeti yeni uygulama hakkinda Giircii Heyetine bilgi vermis ve s6z konusu talebi yetkili
Tiirk makamlarina ileteceklerini bildirmistir.

d. Heyetler ikili ve transit tagimalar i¢in kotalara herhangi bir nicel kisitlama getirilmemesi
hususunda anlagmiglardir. Bu amagla ikili ve transit tagimalar libere edilecek ve kotasiz olarak

gereklestirilecektir.

Heyetler ayrica elektronik gegis belgesi sisteminin makul bir siirede etkili bir sekilde hayata
gegirilmesi igin gerekli tedbirleri alacaklari hususunda anlasmuslardur.

Elektronik gecis belgesi sisteminin hayata gegirilmesine kadar Taraflar basili gegis belgesi
kullanacaktir, Bu gegis belgelerinin sayist yazigma yoluyla belirlenecek ve diger Tarafin

talebinden sonraki bir ay igerisinde teslim edilecektir.

3. Karayolu ile Yolcu Tasimacihg:



Mevcut ikili anlagma uyarinca diizenli yolcu tagimaciligs icin izin belgeleri bir yil igin verilmekte
olup bu durum her yil biirokratik islemler gerektirmektedir. 2022 yili Mart aynda Tiirk tarafi
[stanbul-Mahagkala-Istanbul hattinda karayolu ile yolcu tagimacilifi igin bir tagimaciya 2025
yilina kadar gegerli 7 transit izin belgesi verilmesi talebinde bulunmugtur. Giireti tarafi da bu
konunun ele alimmasina yonelik arzusunu dile getirmistir.

Giirelt Heyeti diizenli yolcu tagimactlig igin izin belgelerinin bir yillik yerine bes yillik olarak
verilmesini teklif etmistir.

Heyetler diizenli yolcu tagimacilifi igin verilen izin belgelerinin bir yillik olarak kalmasi
konusunda anlagmiglar, ancak tagimacilara taraflar arasindaki ikili anlagmamn gerektirdigi
belgelerin teminine gerek olmaksizin meveut gegis belgesinin gegerlilik stiresini iki kez ilave bir
yil vererek ti¢ yila kadar uzatma imkam verilmesini kararlaghrmuslardir. Diger yandan,
tasimacilar gegerlilik siiresinin uzatilmas: bagvurularinda, orijinal belgelerde sunulan bilgilerin
degismedigini yetkili makama agik¢a beyan etmek zorundadir. Ayrica tagimacilarin, baslangicta
sunulan bilgilerin degismesi durumunda yetkili makam bilgilendirmesi ve destekleyici belgeleri
sunmast zorunludur.

Giircti Heyeti, Giircii tagimacilarin Tiirk sur kapilarina geldiklerinde izin belgesinin baska bir
tagimact tarafindan kullamlmig gbzikmesi nedeniyle sorun yagadiklarmi belirtmistir.

Gireli Heyeti, X-ray kontrollerine iligkin hususlarm LEPL - Kara Tagimacilif1 Ajansinin gorev
kapsami diginda yer aldigim kaydetmistir. Bununla birlikte Ajans, Tiirk tarafinm talebiyle ilgili
olarak X.ray kontrollerinden sorumlu yetkili otoriteyi bilgilendirecektir.

Tiirk Heyeti Giircii Heyetinden 6zellikle hava kogullart ve yogunluk gerekgesiyle rota degigimi
ve alternatif siur kapilarinm kullanimina izin vermelerini talep etristir.

Giircii Heyeti konuyu ilgili makama (Polis Miidiirligi) iletecektir.

Heyetler, uzun vadeli ortak teknik igbirliginin ve siirdiirilebilir kalkinma ve istikrarin saglanmast
icin altyap: ve lojistik projelerinin énemini vurgulamuslar ve smnir karayollarinin iyilestirilmesi,
lojistik merkezlerin geligtirilmesi, ulagtirma belgelerinin ¢evrimigi teatisi, karayollarnm bakimi
ve igletilmesi, akilli ulagim sistemleri ve karayolu giivenligi alanlarinda isbirligine yonelik

arzulanm dile getirmiglerdir,

paylagmig ve bu projenin tilkenin transit potansiyelini artiracagint vurgulamgtr.

PROTOCOL
of the Turkish - Georgian Joint Committee Meeting on Road Transport

The Turkish -Georgian Joint Committee Meeting on Road Transport was held in Thilisi on
20-21 of April 2022.

The members of both Delegations are listed in the appendix.

The Delegations discussed the issues on transportation of goods and passengers by road
according to the following items of the agenda:

1. Exchange of statistical information
2. Transportation of goods by road
3. Transportation of passengers by road

4, Other matters

1. Exchange of statistical information

Stressing the necessity of facilitation and progress of transport operations to support sustainable
economic development, the Delegations reaffirmed their commitment on addressing the
barriers to the international road transport procedures between the two counties.

Hence, both Delegations exchanged annual statistics regarding bilateral trade and international
road transport and in comparison to the previous years, stressed the necessity to create more
favorable circumstances in order to support the further evolvement of road transport sector
between The Republic of Tiirkiye and Georgia. The Delegations also expressed their
willingness to assist increasing the trade market as well as 10ad transport operations between
the two countries.

2. Transportation of goods by road

The Delegations stressed the importance of addressing any challenges that the transport
operators face while carrying out transport operations to ensure sustainable development of the
" road transport sector.

a. Georgian side expressed its gratitude to the Turkish Delegation for its continuous effective
and immediate action towards resolving the challenges faced by Georgian haulers on Turkish
territory. Georgian side also informed the Turkish side about some of the challenges Georgian
hauliers face on Turkish territory while carrying out road freight transport operations.

The abovementioned challenges include the rejection of road freight permits by Turkish
customs checkpoints, where in some cases hauliers are told that the permit presented by them
had already been used and cannot be found in the electronic system.

The Delegations agreed that one permit can be used by one vehicle of the company to which
the permit is allocated. The Turkish side will make necessary arrangement in the automation
system within one week accordingly.



b. The Georgian side informed the Turkish side about the challenges Georgian hauliers faced
throughout the year of 2021 with regards to TRACECA multilateral permits. Turkish customs
officials have rejected numerous permits as in the electronic system they appeared to have been
already used by another vehicle. The cases have been effectively resolved due to the
communication with Turkish side. Herewith, the Georgian side asked Turkish Delegation to
kindly share the abovementioned concern to the competent authorities and revert the necessary
proceedings and feedback.

The Turkish Delegation noted that they are aware of this matter and significant steps have
already been taken towards resolving it, in order to avoid this kind of challenges for the future

years.

c. The Georgian Delegation raised the issue about congestion at the Turkish border gates due
to high amount of tolls and fines charged retrospectively and asked cancellation of the interest
for the payment.

The Turkish Delegation informed the Georgian Delegation about the new practice as well as
online payment methods and will convey this request of the Georgian side to the competent
Turkish authorities.

d. The Delegations agreed that there will be no quantitative restrictions for quotas on transit
and bilateral transport operations. To this end, transit and bilateral transport shall be liberalized
and free of quotas.

The Delegations also agreed to take necessary measures in order to ensure effective activation
of the electronic permit system in the reasonable time.

Until the activation of electronic permit system, the Parties will use printed permits. Number
of these printed permits will be agreed through correspondence and permits will be submitted
within one month after the request of the other Party.

With respect to unloaded entry (taking return load) and transport to/from third countries, the
Delegations agreed on the number of the following quotas:

For the Turkish side:

Uniloaded entry (taking return load): 18.000
Transport to/from third countries: 10.000

For the Georgian side:

Unloaded entry (taking return Joad): 24.000
Transport to/from third countries: 6.000
Port permits— 300 permits including empty entry to take load from ports

Additional exchange of permits will be agreed through correspondence or protocol of the
bilateral meeting.

Every 2 years, the Parties, in the format of a meeting of the Joint Commiitee on Road Transport,
will reconsider the decisions agreed above regarding quantitative restrictions and quotas,
depending on market conditions.



Both Delegations agreed that all permits should be valid until 31% January of the following
year,

3. Transportation of passengers by road

In accordance with the current bilateral agreement, authorizations for regular passenger service
are granted for one year, which requires bureaucratic yearly formalities. In March of 2022 the
Turkish side kindly requested for 7 transit permits to be issued valid until 2025, for an operator
in order to conduct transportation of passengers by road on the Istanbul-Mohackala-Istanbul.
Georgian side also expresses its willingness to address this matter.

The Georgian Delegation proposed that the authorizations for regular passenger service be
granted for five years instead of one year.

The Delegations agreed to leave the permits for regular passenger transportation valid for one
year, however also decided to give the hauliers two possibilities to extend its validity for one
additional year up to three years in total without providing the competent authority with the
documents required by the bilateral agreement between the parties. However, the carriers will
be obligated to present the competent authority a request for an extension with a clear statement
that all of the information provided in the original documents continues unchanged. The
carriers will also be obligated to inform the competent authority in case of any changes with
regards to the original information and provide necessary documentation in support.

The Georgian Delegation also stated that the Turkish customs officers require permits from
Georgian irregular bus operators performing closed door operations although these operations
are exempted from the requirement to obtain permits.

The Turkish Delegation explained that they are carrying out studies to facilitate irregular
 passenger transportation without permit requirement and with list of passengers.

The Delegations agreed for irregular (closed door) passenger transportation to be carried out
as stated in the European Conference of Minister of Transport Resolution Ne:95/2 of June 7-8,
1995, ECMT (95) FINAL on the ,,International Passenger Transport by Buses and Coaches”
accompanied by control document (List of Passenger).

The Turkish Delegation kindly noted above mentioned issues and resolve it in two months.

The Georgian Delegation noted that sometimes Georgian carriers faced with some challenges
at the Turkish border checkpoint as the permit codes appeared to already have been used by
another transport operator. Georgian side kindly asked the Turkish side for further assistance
on this matter.

The Delegations exchanged contact persons for the passenger transportation to whom they will
apply in case of problem.

4. Other matters

With regards to existing bilateral Agreement on International Road Transport between the
Parties, the Georgian Delegation noted that some of the definitions and procedures provided in
the agreement requires additional discussion to be moditied in order to meet modern necessities
of the Parties.



The Georgian Delegation proposed to regularly exchange information about usage of all road
freight permits including BSEC and TRACECA as well as ECMT licenses in the same manner
as the data that is already exchanged between the parties.

The Turkish Delegation informed the Georgian Delegation about challenges Turkish haulers
faced regards to the X-ray controls at the border crossings which result in long waiting times
which may last as long as 20-25 days.

The Georgian Delegation kindly noted that the issues regarding X-ray controls is out of the
scope of the LEPL-Land Transport Agency. Herewith, the agency will inform the competent
authority responsible for overseeing the X-ray control of the request from the Turkish side.

The Turkish Delegation requested the Georgian side to allow changing routes and using
alternative border gates especially in case of weather conditions and congestion.

The Georgian Delegation will bring up the issue to the related authorities (Police Department).

The Delegations, stressing the importance of long-term joint technical cooperation and the key
role of infrastructure and logistics oriented projects in sustainable development and realizing
stability, expressed their desire to collaborate in due fields of border roads improvement,
logistics centers development, online exchange of transport documents, roads maintenance and
operation, intelligent transport systems and road safety.

The Georgian Delegation shared the online presentation of the construction project of the new
Kvesheti-Kobi highway with the Turkish side and underlined that this project will improve the
country’s transit potential.

The negotiations took place in a2 warm and friendly atmosphere.

The Turkish Delegation invited the Georgian Delegation to Tiirkiye for the next Joint
Committee Meeting. The exact date and venue of the meeting will be determined through
diplomatic channels.

This Protocol shall remain in force until superseded by a new Protocol of Joint Committee
Meeting on Road Transport.
